I think the connec- 
tion of the manufacturer with the joint stock banks 
gave an undue and improper impulse to trade in 
that quarter of the country ; and I think, that in 
consequence of this, there have been more manu- 
factures produced within the last two years than 
were necessary to supply the demand. This] 
think is one of the many causes of the manufac- 
turing and commercial distress at the present mo- 
ment. But there are several others. Look to 
the state of some of the countries in the world, 
which took at one time the greatest quantity of] 
our manufactures. Look to South America, for 
instance.

By a resolution of the Assembly, the Speaker's 
salary is fixed at £1000 a year.

On the 25th July, a measure was introduced into 

the House of Assembly, which, for a rarity, al- 
though introduced by one of the opposition, met 
the support of both sides of the House; it consist- 
ed of resolutions allowing members fifteen shil- 
lings a day during the session, with travelling ex- 
penses. Mr. Hincks called the attention of the 
House to the fact that, by the Union act, no money 
bill or resolutions can originate inthe House ; bul, 
notwithstanding, they proceeded to puss the reso- 
lutions by a vote of 41 to 8. 

The Montreal Gazette, in remarking upon the 
conclusion come to by the House on this subject, 
says :—" These proceedings we have not a mo- 
ment’s hesitation in pronouncing to be, in every 
respect, of such a nature and character as to stamp 
indelible disgrace on the first United Legislature 
of Canada, if they should ever be sanctioned by 
all the branches which compose it. The voting of 
the public money into their own pockets by the re- 
presentatives of the people, is not only, in"our opi- 
uion, an illegal and unconstitutional act, but one 
of tyranny and absolute oppression. It 15 besides 
a robbery which cannot und ought not to be en- 
dared.”
