VARIETY.

Tar CoNarp Vase.—This splendid affair was
manufactured at the establishment of Messrs. Low
Ball & Co. of Boston, and the whole was designed
and executed under the superintendance of Mr.
Obadwah Rich, who has been in their employment
several years, and has the sole charge of the manu-
facture of the silver plate.

The forin of this vase as copied from the cele-

ted Grecian or Elgin Vase, is thirty-two inches
high and about fifteen inches in'diameter at the
Jargest part, and thirty-two inches across the han-
dles.

On one side is a shield, surmounted by the Globe
and tho American and British shiclds. Within this
shield is represented one of the steam ships of the
Cunard line, beneath is the trident of Neptune and
the caduceus of Mercury, with anchors and other
Nautical emblems. This shield is composed of]
scrolls, foliage and flowers, which are continued
over the whole surface of the handles.

On the opposite side is a shield with the follow-

This shield is surmounted with the helmet, crest
and mantling of the Cunard family, and like the
other is composed of scrolls, flowers, &c., extend-
ing nearly over the whole side.

The bottom is chased in like manner, the Ogee
at the bottom the neck is richly chased with era-
besque scrolls and flowers.

Oo one side is the head of Neptune, and on the
opposite that of Mercury. The neck is quite plain,
to contrast with the rich work below. The top
rim above the neck is also 1n bold relief.

The handles are formad of Dolphins resting on
shiells six inches in diameter, from which spring
large acanthus leaves, which make the bottom of|
the handles. The bottom rim of the foot is com-
posed of coral and shells in alto relievo and the
upj[{ef part is chased with flowers, &c.
