port, when received, will be laid before Congress. 
The failure on the part of Spain to pay, with 

punctuality, the interest due under the Convention 
of 1831, for the seulement of claims between the 
two countries. has made it the duty of the Execu 
tive to call the particular attention of that Govern 
ment to the suliject. A disposition has been man- 
ifested by it, which is believed to be entirely sin- 
cere Lo fulfil its obligations, in this respect, as soon 
as its internal condition and the state of its finances 
will permit. An arrangement is in progress, from 
the result of which, it is trusted that those of our 
citizens who have claims under the Convention, 
will, at no distant day, receive the stipulated pay- 
ment. 
A treaty of Commerce and Navigation with Bel- 

gium was concluded and signed at Washington on 
the 29th of March, 1840, and was duly sanctioned 
by the Senate of the United States. The treaty 
was ratified by his Belgiun Majesty, buat did not 
receive the approbation of the Belgian Chambers 
within the time limited by its terms, and has, there- 
fare, become void. 
This occurrence assumes the graver aspect [rom 

the consideration that, in 1833, a treaty negotiated 
Lelween the two Governments, and rasified on the 
part of the United States, failed to be ratified on the 
part of Belgium. The representative of that Go- 
vernment at Washington, informs the Deparment 
of State that he has been instructed to give expla- 
‘nations of the causes which occasioned delay in 
the approval of the late treaty by the Legislature, 
ond to express the regret of the King at the oc- 
currence. 

Texas, to ascertain the true boundary between the 
two countries, kas concluded its labours ; but the 
final report of the commissioner of the United 
States has not been received. It is understood, 
however, that the meridian line, as traced by the 
commission, lies somewhat further east than the 
position hitherto generally assigned to it, and, 
consequently includes in Texas some part of the 
territory which had been considered as belonging 
10 the States of Louisiana and Arkansas. 
The United States cannot but take a deep inter- 

est in whatever relates to this young, but growing 
Republic. Settled principally” by einigrants from 
the United States, we have the happiness to know 
that the great srinciples of civil liberty are there 
destined to flourish, under wise institutions and 
wholesome laws ; and that, through its example, 
another evidence is to be afforded of the capacity 
of popular institutions to advance the prosperity, 
happiness and permanent glory of the human race.

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it, a plan of finance which, while it throws around 
the public treasure reasoanble guards for its pro- 
tection, and rests on powers acknowledged in prac- 
tice to exist from the origin of the Government, 
will, at the same time, furnish to the country a 
sound paper medium, and afford all reasonable fa 
cilities for regulating the Exchanges. When sub- 
mitted, you will perceive in it a plan amendatory 

lof the existing laws in relation to the Treasury 
Department— subordinate in all respects to the will 
of Congress directly, and the will of the people in- 
!dircetly— self-sustaining, sheuld it be found in 
{practice to realize its promises in theory, and re- 
[pealable at the pleasure of Congress. It proposes 
by effectual restraints, and by invoking the true 
spirit of our institutions, to separate the purse from 
the sword; or more properly to speak, denies any 
other control to the President over the agents who 
may he selected to carry it into execution, but what 
may be indispensably necessary to secure the fidel- 
ity of such agents ; and, by wise regulations, keeps 
plainly apart from each other, privaie and public 
funds.” It contemplates the establishment of a 
Board of Control, at the Seat of Government, with 
agencies ot prominent commercial points, or wher- 
ever else Congress shall direct, for the sale keep- 
ing and disbursement of the public moneys, and a 
substitution, al the option of (he public creditor, of 
Treasury notes, in licu of geld and silver.

—7%e enlistment of A'iens 
illegal. —A case of very great interest, aad affect- 
‘ing deeply the service of the United States, has 
[been i before the Honorable Richard H. Ba- 
ker, during the late term of the Superior Court of 
Norfolk County, held in Port<mouth. 
We allude to the case of George Cottingham, 

who was brought before the Court upon a wiit of 
habeas corpus, directed to Colonel Fanning, the 
commaadant of Foitress Monroe. By the return 
upon the writ, it appeared that Cottingham was a 
soldier, under Colonel Fanning’s command, and 
that lie had heen regularly enlisted in the Army 
of the United States. 5 

Lu tha petition for the habeas corpus, Cottingham 
alleged that he was born in Dublin, and that he 
was, at the time of his enlistment, a subject of 
Great Britain, and that he had never been natural- 
ized asa citizen of the United States, or taken 
any steps to become so—and that, therefore, his 
enlistment was illegal and void, and that he was 
entitled to his discharge from the military service 
of the United States. Tha original enlistinent 
was produced, and the fact of alienage established 
by evidence, and no proof adduced to prove his 
naturalization.—'The single question for the deci- 
sion of the Court, was, whether an alien could be 
lawfuily enlisted in the Army of theUnited States. 
—The ‘case was elaborately and ably argued by 
Robert C. Nicholas, Esquire, United States Dist.

sequent accumulation of their manures as by their 
produce in money when sold. Those manures en- 
able him to extend his culture, and the public have 
the benefit in reasonable prices for his produce.

‘This brings me to the consideration of the Law 
coercing Rik and buyer in the matter of sales of 
Corn, There again no choice is left, as if the small 
quantity grown in the Coloay could not be trans- 
ferred without a sworn measurer. As well might 
a sworn weigher or measurer be placed in each 
merchant's warehouse in the City. Is it more diffi- 
cult to measure oats than potatoes and turnips, or 
than weighing sugar or tea ? It may be said that 
weighers and measurers are appointed in the Mo- 
ther Country. True, they are so; but none are 
obliged to employ them but such as choose, There 
is no forcing men to employ and pay them as here 
—and this is the grand point of distinction. Let 
the Common Council appoint as many as they 
please, so that people are at liberty to employ them 
or not as thy may find necessary. As much corn 
is weighed each day in Liverpool, for instance, as 
in Saint John in a year, and not a twentieth part is 
Weighed by sworn weighers. These details, in all 
goods bought and sold at home, may be left with 
peiicen sufety to the competition of seller and 
uyer.

Country, that an extensive sneasure of Iinmigra- 
tion to these Colonies is at present engaging the 
attention of Government. The view taken of the 
subject by the London Standard, from which we 
made an extract last week, is certainly the most jo- 
dicious one that we have seen for some time. It 
is io the effeet, that, while emigration from Britain 
would greatly relieve the country, in the present 
commercial depression and inactive state of its 

ories ; yet, to inake the measure generally 
al, money must go to the Colonivs as well 

as men. This view of the malter could not be bet- 
ter elucidated, so far as this Province is concerned! 
than by the present state of affairs in its compe 
cial metropolis ; where, ut present, many are suf- 
fering from want of employment, who, \v.re the 
means at hand to open the vast resour s1 miner- 
al wealth which abound throughout *hedength and 
breadth of the land, would not acly be reaping a 
good return lor their own labore, tut would also 
be lending their aid to develore the hidden riches 
with which our favoured lap.’ abounds ; and which 
would be the means of v. ducing our imports of 
Coals and Iron ware, an of paying, in part, hy 
the exportation of these articles to the United 
States, for the brenq stuffs with which our West- 
ern neighbours supply us: 
The London Mining Journal, of the 13th No- 

vember, in‘rolicing the discoveries of our Provin- 
cial Goolugist this season, as detailed in letters to 
His Wxeelleney Sir William Colebrooke, publish- 
ed in the Royal Ciazette, and copied into many 
otlier public journals, both in this country and in 
Gritain, after alluding to some Coal Mining Com- 
pany proceedings at home, remarks: — 

“Tu is not of the one or other of these sad doings 
that we propose malting any remarks on the pre- 
sent occasion, but to direct atiention more especial- 
ly to the mineral resources of a district hitherto 
only partially proved, but which, from the reports 
before us, promises to be of aid to this country, on 
which it is dependent, in providing for itself by its 
own resources. 

* It is, indeed, but a few years since that mining 
undertakings in New Brunswick would have been 
scouted, and looked upon as the actof a visionary; 
yet with the little enterprise which has Leen dis- 
played, (to take one instance of the progress made 
in an adjoining Province) we find that 400 chaldrons 

coal per diem have been shipped from Pictou 
alone for the United States. The Government of 
New Brunswick have also, as we are informed, 
lately granted several mining leases, and a new 
spirit seems to have sprung up, aided, no douht, 
by the capital and enterprise which is ever to he 
found in the Mother Country.” 

After giving en extract from Dr. Gesner’s letter, 
relative lo the extensive deposits of Iron Ore op the 
farm of Colonel Ketchum at Woodstock, the Min- 
ing Journal further remarks— 

‘The importunce to he attached to the discovery 
of so vast a body of hematite, situated, as it ap- 
pears to be, in a dense forest, yielding the fuel for 
its reduction, is such as will, doubtless, attract 
the attention of the capitalist; at the same time 
we may observe, that we are not aware, except 
under ny patented process never yet put in prac- 
tice, that hematite can be used otherwise than as 
a mixture, and that pig iron has not hitherto been 
produced from that ere alone. It is valuable when 
mixed with clay ironstone, and renders the poorer 
stone available, which otherwise would, in many 
cases, be valueless; but we do mot know of any 
ractical operation having been carried out success- 

fully. We have heard of many experiments, at 
home and abroad, and-of many patents—perhaps 
some of our correspondents may on this point fur- 

\[ormation of which we are not in posses- 

We are pleased to find that the natural resout-
