ANTARCTIC EXPEDITION.

[We have read with much mterest the recent
account of Captain Ross’ proceedings, and we ad-
mire the resolution and fortitude with which he
encountered and overcame the formidahle dangers
and difticulties which opposed his progress, and
which bad, apparently, completely stopped hoth
the French and American ships. Great and glo-
|rious as have been the military achievements of
|the British Navy, they will not be looked upon by
posterity with ‘more admiration than the extensive
discoveries which have distinguished it in the
present age.—Science and civilization, and British
power, have been promoted as effectually, and as
permaneitly, by the discoveries of Cook, and Par-
ry, and Ross, and many otliers, as by the heroie
deeds of Howe, and St. Vincent, and Nelson, and
their glorious companions. The Admiralty have
always most liberally and most patriotically en-
couraged those voyages of discovery ; and in so
doing they bave consulted the honor of the nation,
and houor is the most valuable of all national pos-
sessions. |

Under
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The Erebus and Terror discovery ships sailed
from IEngland about eighteen monihs ago, under
the command of Captain James Clark Ross, and
Com. Crozier, their main and ostensible object be-
ing to ascertain the true position of the South
Magnetic Pole, and the exploration of the Antarc
tic Regions, of'which a very imperfect knowledge
has hitherto been oblained ; hut a series of mag-
netic ohservations were also directed ‘to be made
at differcot stations on their route. und the first of
which being at Madeira, they put in there and
stopped several days. Thence they proceeded to
St. Helena and the Cape of Good Hope, at which
places they fitted up observatories,and left oficers
of sufficient scientific acquirements to superintend
them.
Kerguelen Tsland was the next spot they visited,
where, and at Sabrina, further observations on the
magnet were made, and they arrived safe at Ho-
barton, Yan Diemen Land, aliout the middle of last
August. There Cap air Ross et his old friend,
Sir Joha Franklin, the Governor, from whom he
eceived every possible attention and assistance,
and there also havihg erected and fitted up an ob-
servatory, they proceeded on their voyage about
the 26th of October, that heing the date of their
last letiers, at which time they were on the eve of
it departure.

Extract of a Letler from Caplain Ross, of H. M.
Ship Ercbus, daled at Hobarlon, Van Dieman
Land, 7th April, 1511.

 Under all circumslances, it appeared to me
that 1t would conduce more to the advancement of
that branch of science, for which 1his expedition

has been more specially sent forth, as well as for
he extension of our geographical knowledge of
the Antarctic Regions, to endeavour to penetrate
to the southwurd, on about the 170th degree of
east longitude, by which the isodynamic oval, and
the point exactly between the two foci of greater
magnelc intensity might be passed over and de-
termined, and directly between the tracks of the
Russian navigator, Bellingshausen, and our own
Capiain James Cook, and alter entering the Ant-
arclic circle, to steer south-westerly towards' the
Pole, rather than attempt to approach it directly
from the north on the unsuccesstul footsteps of my
predecessors.” J
** Accordingly on leaving Auckland Islands, on
the 12th'of December, we proceeded to the south-
ward, touching for a few. days at Campbell Isl-
and, for magnetic purposes, and, after passing a-
mongst many icebergs to the southward of 63°
latitude, we made the pack-edge, and entered the
Antarctic circle on the Ist of January, 1841.

** This pack presented none of those formidable
characters whieh I had been led to expect from
the acconnts of the Americans and Freneh ; but
the circumstances were sufficiently unfavourable
to deter me from entering it at this time, and a gale
from the northward interrupted our operations for
three or four days.

* For several days we conlinued to examine the
coast to the westward, tracing the pack edge along,
until on'the 25th of February we found the land
ubruptly terminate in latitade 70° 40 S., and lon-
gitude165 =K., trending cor iderably to the south-
ward of west, and prasenting to our view an jm-
inense space occupied by the newly forined ice, and
so covered by recent snow, as to present the ap-|
pearance of one unbroken niass, and defying every
atlempt o penetrate it.

*“The great sonthern land we have discoyered,
and whose continuity we have truced from nearly
70th to the 79th degree of latitude, I am desirous
to distinguish by the name of our most gracious
Sovereign Queen Vietoria.”

LoxpoN Rovar Excumaxae.—The foundation
for the new Royal Exchange having heen comple-
ted, tenders were lately invited for the building.

While at Oromocto on husiness during the pre-
sent week, we had an opportunity of wilnessing
an agricullural operation called Breast Ploughing
by which the sod is stripped from the surface of
the ground, and subsequently converted into a ma-
nure by burning. The process we believe is com-
mon in some parts of England, but is quite new iu
this Province. A stff iron plate with three sides
square, and the front pointed hasa handle inserted,
making it to resemble a shovel ; across the ex-
treme end of this handle, a strong piece of waod is
nailed, abont eighteen inchesin length. The man
who uses this implement, has a piece of board se-
cured on the front of each thigh, against which the
cross piece of the handle rests.
