Report oF THE Presmusr—Wo extract the 
following paragraph from the Marine Intelligene 
in the Halifax Royal Gazette of Wednesday last, 
26th inst. received by Mail this morning.

Six 
days before sgiling, a boat belonging to Fortune 
Bu ved from St. Pierre, the skipper of which 
reported, that a vessel from France had arrived at 
that Island, which had picked up the captain and 
sixteen seamen of an American steamer, and had 
reported that fifiy-six other persons, who had been 
in the steamer were lost—the said vessel had foun- 
dered in consequence of running foul of an iceberg. 
The skipper stated that he had seen the Captain 
of the steamer at St. Pierfo.”

en o'clock, a large portion of the clilf of Cape 

| Diamond, extending about 250 feet, opposite the 
Custom House, gave way, overwhelming eight 
houses beneath a mass of earth and broken rock. 
The first motion of the mass was indicated by the 
falling of loose stones; sufficiently so to alarm the 
persons below, who made a rush to escape; but 
alas ! too late—for immediately, the detached cliff, 
with a sort of undulating motion, forced the hous 
es in one moving body to the edge of the lower 
street, where they fell over and wera overwhelmed 

For about two minutes the air 
was obscured with dust, and upon its clearing 
away, the extent of the destruetion was revealed ; 
immense fragments of rock, weighing many tons, 
heaped over what had a moment befora been ao 

hour to the Upper Town, at between one and two 
o'clock during tire preceding night. The collection 
of water at the summit of the cliff; may have as- 
sumed such an arrangement in. the crevices of the 
rock, as to have caused the separation of the fallen 
masses by hydrostatic pressure. 

The walls above on each side of the chasm at 
the summit, have been condemned as insecure; 
and indeed, many portions of the overhanging cliff] 
seem lo be supported merely by the aceumulation 
below. °°
