Exchanges, 
both foreign and domestic. remain without materi 
al variation. Sterling bills have somewhat reced- 
ed [rom our previous quotations, owing perhaps to 
the passage 1 the House of the 12 million loan 
bill, and the prospect of its becoming a law. — 
Should this Le the case, a large part of it would 
doulitless le taken for sale in Europe, and being 
the enly loan of the kind in existence, it would pro- 
hably command a high price and become a favonte 
investment. This would supply a large amount of 
sterling bills and the price under such eircumstan- 
ces would still farther recede. 

Business of all descriptions has been generally 
dull since our last notice; the warm weather, the 
delay, difficulties and doubts attending the action 
‘of Congress, combined to produce a general feel- 
ing of inactivity.
