By the indefatigable exertions of a body of in-
telligent and public spirited men, led by Charles
Simonds, (than whom, notwithstanding the abuse
which is heeped upon him at times, there does not
exist a politician whose course has been more con-
sistently independent in all these Colonies,) one
absurdity after another was brushed away, and
quard after guard erected tor the security of popu-
lar rights. These men had (o fight for what they
gained inch by iuch—they won notLing without a
struggle; and those who have grown familiar
with the pelting of pitiless storms of defamatory
invective, which have ai times distinguished our
party warfare, may form some idea of the plea
sures which brightened their path. By slow de-

cil, and elevated to a sphere above the excitement
of politics, and ahove the suspicions they engen-
der—the old Council, which, like ours, wonopo-
lized Exccutive power, while forming the second
Branch of the Legislature, was, like ours, divided,
and the advisers of the Governor drawn from both
Branches—an arrangement was made with theBri-
tish Governinent, by which the Revenues with-
held were paid over, in return for a Civil List ;—
and last, though not least, the Governor, who had
lent his entife influence to prevent these changes,
and who refused to perfect them, by passing a
Bill, framed at the Colonial Office,” was with-
drawn, aud Sir John Harvey was sent out in his
stead:

So far, then, an immense clinnge was wrought,
and the political institutions and affairs of our
Sister Province were, to some extent, assimilated
to a British model. ~ Much remained to he done ;
but @ advance was made in a few years, which
gave to New Branswick an elevation of character,
und a degree of repose that contrasted strongly
with her former tranquil acquiescence, in the exer-
cise of arbitrary powers, and with the period
which suceeeded, of sharp and angry conflict be-
tween the Representative Branch and the Kxecu-
tive. Au active public opinion was formed—the
peopla were instructed in their rights and duties,
and taught their own strength—and the New
Brunswick of 1836 was no more like the New
Brunswick of 1830, than the Harbour of St. John,
with its diminished waters, and dirty looking mud
flats, is like the same Harbour, when the spring
tide of the Bay has hidden its delormities and in-

creased its volume.

We have said, that much remained to do. We
will explain our meaning.  Sir John Harvey suc-
ceeded to an unpopular Governor-—the people were
consequently prepared to he pleased, an every-
thing in his character-and reputation was calcula-
ted Lo heighten the favourable impression created
Ly the peculiar circumstanwes of his advent. To
ahigh military reputation, and the eclat of a suc-
cessful night attack, which saved Upper Canada
for a time, Sir John added a pleasing affubility of
manners—a frankness and accessibility—and a
confident reliance upon the good sense and right
feeling of the people he was sent to govern. e
called around him the leaders of the old opposi-
tion—retaining some of the ablest of their oppo-
nents, and. commenced his adwinistration with
the support of the majority of the Assembly, a
majority which sustained him to the last, So far,
then, oue great object of government was attained,
by the avoidance of collision between the Assem-
bly and the Executive—but there was another
risk, which the imperfect system established offer-
ed no security against, a risk of collision with the
eople themselves. Responsible Government was
only partially introduced into New Brunswick,—
the sysiem was never proclaimed, understood, and
acted upon, as in this Province. In Nova Scotia,
the Members of the Executive Council went upon
the hustings, and boldly announced to the people,
that, if not elected, they should resign,— they as
boldly threw themselves upon the confidence of
the Kepresentative Branch, and avowed their de-
termination, the momeut that confidence were
withdrawn, to advise the Governor to dissolve, or
to resign. In New Brunswick, nothing of this
kind was done. So far as our metnory serves, no
declarations or pledges to this_effect were given.
It is true that, after Lord John Russell's metmora.
ble cespatch came out, Sir John Harvey circulat-
ed among the fuuctionaries to whom it was in-
tended to apply,a very significant Circular Memo-
randumn; but it is by no means clear that the Exe-
cative Councillors of New Brunswick were acting
under a sense of the stringent respounsibility,
which, in this Province has been avowed and glo-
ried in, at _every step taken by the new acminis.
tration, They were elected without any condi-
tion, and itis just possible that, feeling a little too
secure, they have been led into some errors, and
extravagant expenditures, which would have been
better avoided.

Here-
tofore he has generally been esteemed innocent, hut
Il witnesses are brought up, imbued with the spirit
of the Niagara horderers, it is very possible that
they may swear to fucts sufficient to compel a jury
to convict him.

But this is not the only difficulty in the present
posture of affairs. A great political revolution has
taken place in England—and that country, with
her various classes of saciety and interests, is for-
ced in a position similar to that which prodvced
the revolution in 1792 in France. The Tory party

GREAT RIOT AT CINCINNATI.
Cincinnati, Sept. 5.—During the night of Friday
our fair cily became the scene of one of the most
terrific riots that ever disgraced a civilized com-
munity.

Yeslerday morning the city
was all excitement, and a meeting of the citizens
was called by the authorities, in order to end the
outrage the negro quarter was guarded all day by
a strong military force, and all” the coloured men.
in the city were brought here by civil officers, it
was said, to prevent their being maltreated. Va-
rious measures were resorted lo in order to restore
the peace of the city, and it was determined to en-
force a law passed in 1807, compelling the negroes
to give security for their good behaviour, or to
leave the city. " In the evening, however, the mob
again assembled, but their fury was directed
against the abolitionists, and in the very face of
the authorities, and in spite of the military force
under arms, they tore open the office of the [Zman-
cipator, (the abolition paper,) destroyed the Lypes,
and dragged the press piece-meal to the river, for
the purpose of drowning it, which they did most
effectually.  Thence they went to the fouse of a
Mr. Burnet, who is well known here as a most fa-
natical abolitionist, and destroyed the whole inte-
rior of his house, leaving but the walls standing.
They likewise endeavoured to destroy one or Lwo
churches, whose members were known to be favor-
able to the cause of abolition, but were prevented
by the presence of" the military and o strong civic
force. "Large numbers of the rioters are in Jail,
but not a tenth part of those actively engaged in
this most daring riot; the authorities seem afraid
to act with the decision called for by the circum-
stances, and men look at each other, wonderin;
what will be the end. Iam afraid that there wiﬁ
be new and fearful scenes of violence to night. In
ell the mobs I have ever seen, whether in Eng-
land or this country, I have never beheld more
cool determination.  Undoubtedly many of the co-
lored people will be forced to leave the eity, and it
will be well if they escape with no greater evil.

A ludicrous circumstance mingles oddly with
the other features of this riot. ALl our barbers be-
ing colored men, there are no means of getling
shaved this morning, as usual, and the Jamenta.
tions of the bearded are loud and grievous, the
knights of the razor being penned up like sheep.
