carried upoo the balks Lottom upwards, she was
easily mistaken for a steamer—the boats very
much, whilst in that situation, resembling paddle
boxes.

Sir Robert Peel brought forwerd the motion of
which he had given notice, to the effect that the pre-
sent government had lost the confidence of the
house. The right honcurable baronet commenced
by a reference to the defeat of the ministry on the
sugar duties, and said that at as early a period as
he could, afier that decision, he had “given wotice
that he would plainly put the question to the house
as to whether the government possessed its confi-
deace. He thought it scarcely necessary to enter
1ato a history of the defeats of the present minis-
tors, in order to show that Parliament had no
longer any confidence in them, nor was it necessa-
xy either to ennmerate the various occasions in
which they had failed to carry their measures
through Parliament. He would say, however, that
it was the duty of a inistry not possessing the
confidence of the House of Commons to retire [rom
theic official stations. The constitution of this
country might be said to have taken its pre-
seat form at the accession of the House of
Hanover; and since that period the various ad-
inistrations had retired when met by the hostili-
l{ of the House of Commons, Thus, in 1742, Sir
R. Walpole retired, sas did Lord North in 1
Lord Sidmouth in 1304 3. Lord Liverpool in 1812 ;
the Duke of Wellington'in 1830, and ‘he himself in
1835. The case of Mr. Pitt, who retained power
in opposition to majerities in the House of Com.
mous, was not a case in“point, for he was con-
demned by a hostile Hoase of Commons, as soon
as he accepted the reins of government, and before
he had the opportunity of bringing forward any
measures, which circumstance fully justified him in
appealing {rom the house to the country. It might
yerbaps, be said, that though the present govzrn:
meat did not possess the confidence of the House
of Commons, yet they did possess the confidence
of the eountry.” This was an extremely dangerous
doctrine, even if it were not contravened by he re-
sults of all the recent elections which had taken
place. The right hon. laronet condemned the

The
riaht hon. baronet then enumerated the various
bills which the presert government had carried
through Parliament, and intimated that he would
not remnin in office indefiance of a majority of the
House of Commons, for if the ministers found]
themselves in a minority, they must either resigu, |
or adopt seme other course of procedure.

Mr. D’Israeli supported the motion, and con-
tended that the whole conduct of the government
was a systematic attack upon all the iustitutions
of the country. §

Mr. Hobhouse opposed the motion, which was
vested upon too narrow grounds, inasmuch aseven

{those who might disapprove of some two or three

of the measurcs of the present government, might
yet feel disposed to support them upon a compre-
hensive view of the whole of the policy they had
pursued while in office. 4 :

Mc. Liddell said that the motion of the right
hon. baronet (Sir R. Peel) was an attempt to re-
lieve the country from the evil felt by every class
of society, of having a government too weak to car-
ry any measure whatever which it proposed.
Sir H. Fleetwood said, that although deriving
all his.income from corn, yet he had never with-
held his support from any proposal made to alter
the present corn Jaws. The government had now
ranged itself on the side of the people aguinst mo-
nopolies, and under such circumstances it ought
to be supporked. If the alteration proposed should
take y , hie would not reduce the rents ol his
tenantry, but he would take from them, if they
thought proper, their leases and their stock at (he
marlket prices they would have brought if no alter-
ation had taken place.

Mr. Walter said hie was convinced that the go-
vernment was not in earnesl in ils propositions,
and he had, therefore, no confidence in them. He
looked, in fact, upon these propositions as a dying
struggle on the part of the miuistry. The noble
lord”(J. Russell) had, it was true, given up the
Pcor Law Amendment Bill, but he had stated his
intention to renew it if he should have the oppor-
tunity, and, in order to prevent his having that op-
portunity, he (Mr. Walter) would vote for the mo-
tion of the right hon. baronet. ;

Lord Feignmouth designated the speech of the
right hon. gentleman (Mr. Grattan) as an ebulli-
tion of party spirit, which left almost untouched
the question before the house. For his own part,

e Lad no confidence in the measures proposed by
the government, and should therefore support the
motion of the right hon. baronet (Sir. R. Peel.)

Mr. Ingham and Mr. Hutt defended the mea
sures of the government, and contended that it was
perfectly constitutional that they should retain
power until they had appealed to tlie country as to
the sound policy of the measures which they con-
templated.

Lord Sandon thought that his hon. friend Mr.
Ingham, in the course he was pursuing, was act-
ing upon a subtlety of reasoning which, however
useful in the closet, he would not find advantage-
ous in public life. He (Lord Sandon) had no dif-
ficulty in the course he should pursue upon this
question ; for, in point of fact, he had ne confi-
dence in any one measure the ministry had ever
brought forward.

Lord Qlon'relh said that last session the ministry.
had received a posilive assurance that it possess-
ed the confidence of the country. That assurance
was carried by a majority of twenty-one—and was,
in his opinion sufficient to justify the government
innot deeming: the defeats they had sustained, up
to the division on the sugar-dulies, a sufficient no-
lice to quit. The noble lord referred to former
cases in the reign of George the Third, in order to
show that it was quite justifiable and constitution-
al to retain power until the sense of the country
could be taken upon the measures of the goyernment
by means of a dissolution.

Sir James Graham, afier observing that, in point
of fact, power had already passed from the hands
of the ministry, said that he could see no ground
upon which the government had a right to triumph
with respect to their foreign policy. He could
look upon the war with China in no other Jight
than as a great ealamity—a war in which glory
would not be the atténdant of success, and in
which failure would be a heavy misfortune indeed.
The right hon. baronet then enumerated a variety
{of instances in which it was evident that the house
had declared its want of confidence in the ministry,
and said that the only measure of importance
which they had been enabled to carry throuzh Par-
liament was the Irish Municipal Corporation Act ;

they had conceded nearly all the points which they
theinselves deemed essential to the bill.  The Poor
Law Amendment Bill was another measure which
proved how utterly powerless were the government
to carry their own measures. They proposed to
make the Poor Law Commission continue for ten
years; but the moment a hint was given by his
right hou. friend the member for Tamworth that
the time was too long, they forthwith abridged it
to five years. The right hon. baronet then went
through the history of the bill, showing how the
government had been obligzed to abandon a varicty
of their propositions, and this to such an extent
that be should he content to rest apon that one bill
alone his proof of the utter want'of power of the
goverifiment to carry through that house their own
propositions. He was of opinion that it was an
unfair use of the prerogative of the Crown for the
government, when defeated on the sugar duties,
tnet to have adopted one of two measures—imme.
