DEPARTURE OF MAJOR GENERAL SIR JOAN HARVEY, 

K.C.B. & X. C. H.y FROM NEW-BRUNSWICK. 

On Monday motning last, this distinguished Of- 
ficer, who, for the last four years hus administered 
the government of this Province with credit to him- 
self “and satisfaction to the great hody of the peo- 
ple, embarked on board the steamer Fredericton, 
Captain Akerley, at Head Quarters, for this city, 
on his route to Halifax. ~ We learn fiom the Roy- 
al Gazette that “a Guard of Honour of the 36th 
Regiment was in attendance at the landing, acd 
the remainder of the troops in garrison were post- 
ed along the front street leading to Government 
House, saluting His Excellency as the cortege 
passed through their ranks. On reaching the place 
of embarkation, the Guard presented arms, and a 
Yoyal Salute was fired—the Band playing the Na- 

tional Anthem. His Excellency Sir WitLiax 
CoLenrookE rode in the same carriage with Sir 
John, and accompanied him ou board the steamer, 
followed by Major Cairnes and the Officers of the 
Garrison. A nuinber of the Officers of Govern- 
ment and their families, and a large concourse of] 
the Inhabitants had also assembled to take fare- 
well, znd to witness the departure of our late re- 
spected Lieutenant Governor and family. b 

The Steamer reached Indian Town about seven 
o'clock 1n the evening, where Sir John, who pas 
accompanied by Lady Harvey, Capt. Pmt 
Lady, Lieutenants Henry Harvey, R. N., ar- 

wick Harvey, 36th Regt., and F. Harvey, 34th Re- 

giment, and Brigade Major Nugent, was met and 
escorted into town by the Heads ot the Civil and 
Military Departments, ExecutiveCouncillors, Mem- 
bers of Assembly, and other respectable citizens.

Farewell Levee in the Long Room of the Hotel, 
which was crowded with visitors on the occasion, 
and where he also received several Addresses 
which had been prepared for presentation. The 
Father of the City, the venerable and venerated 
Jobn Ward, Esquire, presented an Address [rom 
the Citizens and Inbalntants of the City and Coun- 
1y of Seint John, which was read by M. H. Perley, 
Esquire ; John Duncan, Esquire, President of the 
Mechanics’ Institute, presented an Address from 
that body, which was read by the Corresponding 
Secretary, R. Bayard, Esquire; and the Rev. Mr. 
Camphell, of the Established Church, presetited 
an Address from the Clergy, Magistrates aod other 
Inhabitants of the Parish of Gagetown. l 
these Sir John made appropriate and feeling replies, 
An his usual dignified and impressive style. After 
the presentation of the Addresses, the Clergy, with 
the Rev. Dr. Gray at their head, poid their respects, 
followed by the Gentlemen of the Bar, preceded by 
His Honor the Recorder, and afterwards the Ma- 
gistrates, Military and Naval Officers, and Cuvili- 
ans took their farewell. The scene throughout 
was peculiarly affecting, and will long be remem- 
dtd alike by the noble Officer to whom the ho- 
nours were paid, and by those also who voluntarily 
came forward to do merited homage to a deserving 
and feithful servant of the Crown, for whose future 
welfare and prosperity, sincere and fervent wishes 
were repeatedly expressed. : : : 

Between eight and nine o'clock, Sir John and his 
amiable Lady, and family, proceeded from the ITo- 
tel to the Steam Ferry Landing, where the Victoria 
ferry boat was in waiting to convey them on board 
the steamer Maid of the Mist, Capt. Henneberry, 
bound to Windsor. On the Ferry Landing. and 
the wharves in the vicinity, a large concourse of 
spectators had callecied, who cheered the distin- 
guished party.on their embarkation. and a salute 
was fired from Her Majesty's brig Racer, lying off 
Reed's Point, as the Steamer passed out of the 
harbour.

in the Britannia, it is uncertain whether, Sir John 
will take passage for Liverpool in the steamer of] 
thie 18th, or not ; in ease he does, the command of

AT HALIFAX. 

At an early hour on Thursday morning, the 
Steamer Maid of the Mist returned {rom Wind- 
sor, whither she had conveyed Major General Sir 
JouN Harvey and family, bringing the passengers 
for this City by the hp Mail Steamer Britan- 
nia, which arrived at Halilsx on Tuesday afier- 
noon, in fourteen days from Liverpool.

CHINA, INDIA, AND EGYPT. 

The overland mail reached the Post Office be- 
tween the hours of nine and ten this morning. Our 
dates are (rom Chusan to the 20th December, from 
Macao to the 27th of January, from Singapore to 
the 25th of January, from 
Feb Madras to the 20th of February, 
CHTHSY EO PO TF PETE eso Thea boca 
March. 
The steamer Enterprise had arrived at Calcutta 

from Macao on the 14th of Kebruary, bringing de- 
spaiches for the home authorities, which were for- 
warded to Bombay by express, and thence trans- 
mitted to Suez by the Victoria steamer. It ap- 
pears, that in consequence of the insincerity and 
tardiness displayed by the Imperial Commissioner, 
preparations were made on the morning of the 9th 
of January for attacking the outposts of the Bogue 
forts. About700 Sepoys, 200 European soldiers, 
and 400 seamen and marines, were embarked un- 
der the command of Major Pratt, of Her Majesty's 
26th Regiment, in the steamers Enterprise, Neme - 
sis, and Madagascar, an landed in the vicinity of 
the fort of Chuenpee. At Lhe same time Her Ma- 
jesty’s Ships Calliope, Larue and Hyacinth, open- 
ed a cannonade on the lower battery of the fort, 
while the steamers Nemesis and Queen threw 
shells into the upper tower which: commanded it. 
The latter .was soon taken possession of by the 
British troops, who poured down a heavy fire of] 
musketry on all the lower works, and "quickly 
drove the Chinese from their guns. In two hours 
the fort was in possession of the English, with a 
loss of only 3 killed and 23 wounded: that of the 
Chinese is estimated at from 500 to 700. Many 
were killed in the attempt to escape, by jumping 
down from their embrasures, a depth of twenty 
feet, to the rocks below. The ships and crews es- 
caped unhurt, although the fort mounted 35 guns. 
At the same time the fort of Tycocklow was at- 

tacked by another squadron operating about three 
miles to the sonthward, under command of Capt. 
Herbert, of the Samarang, supported by the Druid, 
Modeste, and Columbine. = A heavy fire was open- 
ed on the fort, and promptly returned, but the Chi- 
nese guns were speedily disabled, and a party of 
scamen landed td seize the fort. The Chinese 
made a spirited resistance, but were soon overpow- 
ered, and the fort taptured. The first Lieutenant 
of the Samarang wis wounded in the assault, 
The steam vesses then attacked the fleet of 

junks lying in Ausin’s Bay, but owing to the shal- 
lowness of the waer only the Nemesis could ap- 
a them, towing twelve armed boats from her

that Great Britain has experienced iii the hostile 
transactions now so bappily brought to a conclu- 
sion. II; instead of having the trade, as hitherto, 
confined to one locality, it were allowed unrestric- 
ted access along the eastern coast, and wherever 
the wants of the Chinese might invite its approach, 
it would be impossible to calculate the advantages 
which Great Britain would derive from having 
her manufactures thus freely admitted to a mart 
comprising a population te ‘the enormous amount 
of three hundred and seventy millions.
