On every occusion since the Chinese quarrel arose,
the advantages gained by British valour have heen
reckless!y thrown away by him, like a child tired
ofits toy ; and no sooner do our forces-carry the
Celestial citudels, than the captain has instantly
evacuated them, drawn away the troops, and Jaid
his plans for another fruitless encounter.

As to the resultof the negotiation—the price paid
for this load of national disgrace—we need only
quote from the Gazetle Extraordinary the words
of that brave man, and able and zealous officer, the
late Sir H. F. Senhouse. In his oflicial despatch
to the Commander-in-Chief of the expedition, we
find the following : —

“ The terms were in opposition to the opinions
of the Major General (Sir Hugh Gough) and ny-
self, as they left the troops in a precarions position
for some days, when the conduct of the Chinese
hitherto was considered, with whom delay had al-
ways been used to strengthen their defences, the
resalt of which had always been a breach of faith.
