The monetary eircles of the metropolis have
been lately thrown into consternation by the dis-
covery of a series of {rauds, perpetrated through
the medium of forged exchequer bills on a scale of
gigantic magnitude. Triplicutes of exchequer bills
have been found to be in circulation to the amount,
it is currently asserted, of upwards of £300,000.
