It has been asserted, that on the arrival of Sir

observe, that il these premises were correct the 
Governor of the'Colony for the time being is not 
to blame. The management of the funds of the 
Province belong exclusively to the Representatives 
of the people; and if improper expenditur 
being made, the Legislative Council is wisely in- 
terposed by the Colonial Constitution to check or 
restrain them; and expressly for the purpose of 
removing any possible cause of quarrel on that ac- 
count between the Executive and the popular 
branch. Into any defence of the House of Assem- 
bly it is not our intention to enter ; leaving that 
point to he settled between the members of that 
body and their constituents, That there have been 
many local and injudicious votes we will not deny, 
—that money has been misapplied or improperly 

pended, will alsobe admitted ; and this i many 
ses, as we may yet show, has heen done at the 

instance and by the very party who are now com- 
plaining of these abuses hy which they so long 
profited, that they become a sort of heir-loom in 
their fdnilies ; and who, before the surrender of 
the casual and territorial revenues, battened on 
them with impunity because secure from detection.
