Fiery Frise Serpent. —The Missionary Her 

ald, for March, gives an account, from N. M. Ward,
 

of the Fiery Flying Serpent, the present existence 

of which has been doubted. In January, 1834, Mr. 
Ward was walking with Mr. P. Rogers, iu a for- 

est near the river Pedang Bessie, when stopp
ing 

for a moment to admire an immense tree, lie beheld 

a serpent fly from it, at the height of fifty ov sixty 

feet above the ground and alight upon another at 

the distance of forty fathoms. Tis velocily was 

rapid as a bird, its motion that of a serpent swim- 

ming through the water. It had no appearance of 

wings.

ped in water net quite hot enough te raise a blis- 
ter, except on the soles, directly over where the 
holes were burnt in the bottom of the shoes, where 
blisters were teised. She could not stand, and 
complained of numbness from her knees down- 
ward, except inher feet, which were exceedingly 
sore to the touch, But she recovered so as to be 
about the house, apparently as well es usual, the 
next morning, except a slight lameness {rom the 
burn oa one of her feet. 
had her shoes tora {rom her feet ina similar man- 
ner. Other children were burnt on different parts 
of their lodies. All of them, we believe, were in

Sure Cuarres.—The actual facts with regard 
to the ahandonment of this vessel, were received in 
New Orleans on the 25th ult. A great deal of in- 
dignation was excited against Capt. Gorham. The 
following is from the Bulletin of that city :— 

The mystery as regards the above vessel, is, al 
length, cleared up, by the arrival of the captain and 

crew at Charleston, who, with the passengers, 1 

appears, abandoned the ship in consequence of her 

leaking, at least this is the reason assigned. The 

conduct of Capt. Gorham, is, to say the Jeast, very 

extraordinary. His statement, as it appears in the 

Charleston papers, as it regards the leaking of the 

ship, does not at all correspond with her situation 

when she was fallen in with by the tow-boat, as 

she then, after having heen so long abandoned, had 

not in her as much water as Capt. G. stales was 

io her when he left her, and she was pumped dry 

without difficulty or unusual exertion ; and we un- 

derstand, is now about proceeding lo sea again 

without having discharged her cargo dr undergone 

any repairs, it not being considered that she re- 

quires the latter, and does not leak more than ves-
 

sels of her class and age usually do. 

The abandonment of the vessel appears to have 

heen a most wanton unnecessary proceeding, par- 

ticularly when the circumstances are taken 1oto 

view that she was lumbered and therefore could 

not sinlk—that she was in sight of the Balize, and

of the schooner and was himself arrested.

The articles ol agree- 

ment, he says, were translated from a document 

of the kind ‘in Portuguese, which was found on 

board the Caroline, (a vessel prosecuted some 
years ago on a charge of piracy,) a pamphlet copy 

of which was on board his vessel. Besides, these 

“articles ” are not signed, which alone he deems 

a sufficient reply. The fifth charge is considered 
as answered by his previous statements. This is 
the substance of his statement.— XN. O. Bee.

The DePutron case in New Orleans.— 
The hearing of Captain DePutron, com- 
mander of the vessel lately captured by 
Lieut. Taylor, near New Orleans, before 
the Recorder of that city, was closed on 
Tuesday the 6th inst. and he was com- 
mitted for trial in default of $6500 bail. 
He is charged with perjury, in represent- 
ing himself at the Customn House as a 
citizen of the United States, when he was 
not, and having fitted out a schooner for 
the purpose of engaging in the slave 
trade, contrary to law. His trial will 
take place at the next term of the United 
States Circuit Court. The arguments of 
counsel were twice interrupted— the first 
time by an invitation * te all hands’ to go 
and eat and drink, at acollation given by 
the First Municipality, which was ac. 
cepted, of course ; the second’time, by a 
personal conflict between Hon. B. Pey- 
ton, counsel for the people, and Mr, 
Johuson, one of the counsel for the pri- 
soners, in which the former slapped the 
face of the latter. The Recorder inter- 
fered, the parties apologized, and all 
went smoothly again.— Boston Times. 
The examination resulted in the dis- 

charge of the mate and the rest of DePu- 
tron’s crew, no act of piracy having been 
committed by the vessel.
