Before hreakfast was over on Wednesday morn-
ing, the heat was that of noon-tide. At meridian,
the thermometer stood at 96 deg. 45 m. in a gond|
fair shade. \What it rose to at 2, e. a1, we cannot!
say, but the feeling of the atmosphere was nearer
100 deg. than any other point. About 2 o'clocis,
the clouds began to gather in the north, and at 3,
we were greeted by a most refreshing shower,
which lasted the greater part of an hour. The
rain fell in torrents, accompanied with heavy thun-
der and vivid Jightning. v

Towards 6 o'clock, another heavy mass of clouds
arose in the south, accompanied also with thuoder
and lightning. A tremendous shower of hail fol-
lowe, covering the ground with hail stones double
the size of ounce ballets.  After this, another tor-
rent of rain fell, and the wind settled in the south.
‘The bailstones afforded us a most seasonable and
weleome supply of ice. People ran into the stzeets,
gathering it up by handfuls. The great quantity
that fell, in connexion with the intense heat of the
air which caused it snon to disappear, realized the
deseription of the manna of old : ** He that gather-
ed much had nothing over, and he that gathered
fittle had vo luck.” It was interesting to observe
the stracture and shape of the hailstones.—They
were principally of a snowy whiteness, and solid,
compact structure. Some of them exhibited con-
centric layers of light and dark colours, opaque
and pellucid. Some of them were almost perfect
ly globular, as if cast in a mould ; others were of
ragged and irregular shape, resembling the nodosi
ties of a knarled oak. The intense coldness and
crystal purity of this 1ce were ihe admiration and
comfort of ufl.

Causiderable damage was done to the glass in
sky-lights and windows. Fortunately a perfect
caln prevailed during the falling of the hail.—
Had thie wind been stiong, the destruction would
have leen very serious. Some of the hail stones
aneasured more than awinch in diameter.
