tend, he did not think there was any burden im 
posed either on the resident or absentee Jandlord 
of Ireland, except.the optional burden arising from 
the calls of private charity, and that was easily, 
avoided. Considering, then, that the destitute in 
Ireland who were not in the workhouses had hith- 
erie been supported by the veluntar charity of 
the middle, aud still more by that of the lower, 
classes, he saw no other mode of supporting them 
in future, when the condition of Ireland weuld be 
entirely ehanged in consequence of the diminished 
cultivation of the potato by the small holders, than 
by adopting the bill which he now recommended 
to the house. What he now proposed as a per- 
manent Poor-law for Ireland has heen found in 
England to be perfectly consistent with the wealth, 
security, snd prosperity of the country. Let no 
one talk to him of the abuses of the Poor-law, for 
we had reformed them in oy and i and yet in the 
last ten years we had spent 49,000,000 in support 
of the poor.
