The 
Bill had been originated by the Railway Commit- 
tee, and had now been altered in its phraseology 
to prevent any risk of its being thrown out im 
another quarter. 

Dr. Wilson thought the Committee should pause

It was neither more nor less than 
guaranteeing out of the public funds a premium for 
private speculation, to a private Company. This 
he did not think was a legitimate application of 
the public funds. It would be merely taxing the 
agriculural portions of this Province, for the benefit 
of the trade of a section of the country to the 
amount of £5000 a-year, and from which the Pro 
vince generally would reap no kind of benefit. la 
his opinion the whole scheme might fall through; 
for he believed the whole inhabitants in the section 
of the country in which it was proposed to erect 
the Railway did not esceed forty thousand souls.

Now, if all capable of travelling were to use the 
Railway much oftener than they ever could do, it 
would be but a mere trifle towards the support of 
such an undertaking. (An hon. member handed 
Mr. Wilson an estimate of the yearly income which 
would arise from the Railway when completed, 
which he read, and closed a long speech by stating 
his belief that no such advanlages as were there 
contemplated could ever arise {rom the use of such 
a line of Railway, and contended it might retard 
{be erection of the great Trunk Railway from Hali- 
fax to Quebec by preventing the Province from being 
able to give assistance to that national undertaking. 

Mr. Barberie followed on the same side, point- 
ing out that Railway schemes had frequently ended 
in bankruptcy and beggery to those engaged in 
them: 

Dr. Thompson warmly supported the Bill, re: 
capitulaling the immense advantage which would 
accrue to the Province hy the immediate employ- 
ment of the large number of emigrants expected to 
arrive this spring, which would secure them as set< 
tlers in this Province, instead of compelling them 
to go to the United States to swell the power of & 
foreign Government, whose policy it mightone day 
be to crush the institutions of this country. 

His Honor the Speaker hoped they weuld mot 
again go over the same ground ; the subject had 
been already fully debsted, and the principle of the 
Bill had been sustained, although not formally 
agreed to. The Bill could not be altered in ano- 
ther branch, progress had therefore heen reported; 
to allow time to perfect the Bill, and it wes now he 
believed, as perfect as they could make it. He 
thought therefore thet they should proceed with the 
Bill, seetion by section, aud fill up the blanks. 
The Bill was then read section hy section, and 

considerable discussion stose on the filling the 
blank fixing the width for the belt of the Railway 
which was finally agreed to at 200 feet on each side 
of the track, measuring from the centre, and the 
land for depots fixed at 50) feet alang the belt, by 
300 feet hack, at intervitls of not less than ten miles 
apart.
