The Influence of Ecclesiastical Display, continued. 

Messas Epitors.—1 stated, in my former let- 
ters that the Beclesiagtical Display in St. Anne's 
Chapel at Fredericton was calculated 1o prejudice 
the cause of Religion ; and with all due deference 
to the experience of the Lord Bishop 1a these mal- 
ters, 1 think 1 can easily establish the correctness 
of the assertion. Every reflecting mun, who be- 
lieves in tbe doctrines contained 1 the New Tes- 
tament, must admit that we find no authority Irom 
the first to the lust chapter init for this display, — 
and if ecclesiastical ostentation is the offspring ol 
extravaganee to comport with the dignity of high 
sounding Utles, the sooner the folly and its con- 
comitaul evils ure exposed, the better for the cavse 
with which it is so unfitingly associated. ~The 
precepts of the Christian Religion enjoin meek- 
ness and humility; and although the Palaces of 
Kings have been recognised by the Great Founder 
of Christianity, be has net mentioned the orna- 
mented Catbedrals and Palaces of Bishops; —nor 
did the fiest Bishops of the Chureh luxariate jo 
their thousands and tens of thousands annually, 
while their working curates were “ passing rich 
on forty pounds o year.” Ecclesiastical pageantry 
does nol lessen the devotion of unthinking mulu- 
tudes to the * pomps and vanities” of the world— 
they pamper pride, and cultivate feelings, which 
Bishops, Priests and Deacons condemn 1 pulpits. 
The spirivand letter of the Christian Dispeusation 
sreagainst this display—the spirit and feelings ol 
Auti-Puseyites are against it, and the testimony of 

men whose lives are records of their desires 10 re: 
ceive and conform to the doctrines in the New 
Testament is agawst it. The ghtier of showy 
condlesticks, and the dazzling glare of burning 
candles may illuminate the Chapel of St. Anne in 
the evening, but they will not enlighten the be- 

nighted mind ; and the scenery ol the hulding 

may produce a stage-effect upon the imagination of 
beholders, and attract congregations, Lut it will 
distract attention. 
The extraordinary decorations of St. Anne's 

Chapel must have been either—1L.—as a tribute of 
homage to the Almighty; or—2.—us an attraction 

for congregations. ln reference to the first inten- 

tion, I presume no Christian Bishop wil adduce 
\he gorgeous magnificence of Solomon's Temple, 
as an example for humble imitation, and therefore 

1t will be unnecessary toexplain the inapplicability 

of it. Nor have we any otter scriptural authority 

[for such structures. Scriptural inlerences are tle- 

ileidedly opposed to them. Wa are taught to he- 
lieve that * The Most High dwelleth not in tem 

_| ples made with hands ; neither is be worshipped 

i|by men's hands, as though he needed any thing” — 

the heaven 1s his throne, and the earth is his foot-
