| be appointed — whether they shoald he Committees 
from the two branches of the several Legislatures, 
or Commissioners named in the Acts which would 
require to be passed, since these are questions 
upon which, 1f the suggestion I have made shonld 
Le entertained hy the Legislatures, they are more 
able to form a judgment than wysell; hut I think 
it right to paint out thatin whatever maooer they 
may be appointed, the representatives of the several 
Provinces should meet together at Montreal, where 
their deliberations could he conducted with the 
tenefit of your Loidship's advice snd assistance, 
and that it wonld be indispeasalle to provide in 
the Acts from which they would derive their au- 
thority, that no arrangements to which they might 
agree should come into force without the previous 
confirmation of Her Majesty in Council. 

In what manger this important subject should 
{be brought under the consideration of the different 
Provineial Legislatures, and how it would lie ex- 

| pedient to submit to them tne question ef delegat- 
ing to some central authority a portion of their 
constitutional powers, I must leave it to your Lord- 
ship's judgment to determine upon the spot. iL 

may, however, remark that should such an autho- 

rity be created, its functions need not be confined 

to the single subject to which 1 have already re- 
ferred. There are two other subjects at this mo- 

ment requiring attention. and with regard to which 

the co-operation with each other of the different 

Provinces is highly desirable.
