The 
bill-brekers actually closed their offices to avoid 
importunities which they could net satisfy, and 
nothing hut long faces were to be seen in the city. 
At the close of the past week, however, ‘a change 
for the better took place; tbe drain of bullion from 
the Bank was only £100,000 for the week; the 
Chancellor of the’ Exchequer made a powerful 
speech in the Commons denouncing the panic. as 
unnecessary and without foundation, sud giving a 
statement of public affairs in the monetary line, 
which has greatly relieved the public mind. Bur 
the crowning siroke of the whole was on Friday 
when it was announced on Change that the Em- 
peror of Russia had determined to invest four mil- 
liens and a half of pounds sterling in the English 
Funds, payable in silver. Consols instantly rese 
1 1-8 per cent, and it is hoped taat a short time will 
put all things right again. There are very favor- 
ahle reports from the Continent as to the proapect 
of the next harvest, and the crops. in England are 
looking uncommonly ivell : at present there is no 
cause of fear for them.

Besides the large numbers of emi- 
grants who intended to emigrate to Quebec and St. 
John, 1t appears by information just received from 
the [rish Emigration Agents, that several vessels 
which bad embarked passeagers for the United 
States, intend changing their destination for Saint 
John, in consequence of tha restrictions imposed by 
the recent Act of Congress. A very large emigra- 
tion may therefore be expected at St. John during 
the season, and as fever prevails to a most.alarm- 
ing extent in Ireland, the greatest care and caution 
will be requisite to guard against its introduction 
into New-Brunswick. The buildings on Partridge 
Island sught to be put in an efficient state forthwith, 
more buildings erected, and sufficient cook and 
wash-houses provided, or else serious difficulties 
will arise. The Irish landlords in the South and 
West of Ireland are giving their tenantry £3 each 
1o emigrate, and te receive ten or {wenty shillings 
per head oo landing in America. This matter is 
beginning to assume a very serious aspect, and the 
Ministry will shortly be compelled to adopt some 
measures for the relief of New-Brunswick. The 
sum of £10,000 has been put in the estimate te- 
ward the relief of emigrants in Canada, to be ex- 
pended by the Emigration Agent at Quebec; but 
there has been the most positive refusal to give 
anything to New-Brunswick, on the ground that 
the head-money has not been applied in a satisfac- 
tory manaer in that Province, and seme exceeding 
ly strong expressions have been used by the Emi- 
gration Commissinners, with reference to the non-

In the Cotton market there had been a dewn- 
wurd tendency since the sailing of the Cambria. 
American declined, from the 14th to the 23d, half 
a penny, 8nd a quarter more the following week, 
aud another fourth at the close of the week ending 
the 30th. Since then it advanced a little, and at 
the sailiog of the Britannia, the market was in a 
somewhat improved state. In grain and flour, alse, 
there had been some fluctuations, but prices had 
settled down at 40s. for Western canal flour; 10s, 
€d. to 11s. 9d. for American red wheat; white, 
123. to 12s. 3d. per bushel. 
The Sugar Market had also partaken of the 

general depression. The funds had had a down- 
ward tendency. The specie in the Bank was di- 
minishing and the Directors more than ever strin- 
gent.
