EVICTION OF TENANTRY AT CHARLEVILLE. 
The Irish papers eontain aceounts of a distress- 

ing scene at Charleville, the property of the Earl 
of Cork, caused by the foreible removal of a num- 
ber of poor and destitute tenants, and the entire 
destruction of their huts. We glve the details 
from the correspondent of the Limerick Examiner, 
who professes lo have seen what he describes. 
It"weuld be rash to pronounce any opinion on this 
transaction until the facts are more fairly before 
the public. But, as this is oné of*the most re- 
markable cases of evietion thal has lately oe- 
curred, more particularly under the present cireum- 
stances of the country, we give the first account 
published of it at length, and shall continne frem 
week (0 week to insert all the statements on one 
side and the other which appear in the public jour- 
nals. The materials for forming a true judgment 
on the policy and humanity of these removals will 
aol then be wanting. The abstraet right of the 
owner, perhaps, may not be disputed ; but life has

| “ Michael Quinlivan had seven in family in fever 
{at the time he was ejected. Mrs. Coilins had 
|seven in family in fever under similar eircumstan- 
|ees. It would be tedious and unnecessary to par- 
|ticularize every case of pressing misery and dis- 
|tress. 
| “Of the unfertunstes over one hundred were and 
are in fever. lo many cases, these who were cast 
out on the werld found temporary refuge in the 
houses not yet thrown down. The number of in- 
mates become doubled and trebled. The great 
{majority, however, are in huts — some erected 
against the churchyard wall! Two watchmen are 
{employed day and night to keep off intruders frem 
building up sheds agniost the walls of the roofless 
{tensments. These men perform their revolting du- 
[ty with rigour and strictness. Those whe consent- 
ed to pull dewn their houses got frem twenty to 
forty shillings compensation, together with the roof 
and thatch. Men, wemen, and children are new 
getting out-door relief, and when that ceases they 
must go to the workhouse. This is my plain, un- 
varaished tale, of which I was put in possession 
by the fevered, the convalescent, and the healthy. 
[ heard their stories, simple and truthful as 1 be- 
lieved them, from their ewn lips, and I have en- 
deaveured to cenvey them through the press with- 
out exaggeration.” 

On this statement the Dublin Freeman's Journal 
of Monday remarks :— 

“The Limerick Examiner brings us the details 
from its special correspoudent of one of the most 
harrowing seenes of extermination we remember to 
have read of, even in this unhappy land, where our 
uoble peasantry are wont to be treated rather as 
pestiferous vermin than as these for whomGod crea- 
ed the soil, and whose Iabeur, under his blessing, in- 
parts ils luxuriant fertility. The extermination is 
suid to have taken place on the property of theEarl 
of Cork, and in his name. Surely it was net with 
his cognizance—surely the noble earl, when he be- 
comes acquainted with the facts, will take means 
te make what reparatien is now possible te the 
unfortunate sufferers, and not allow his censcience 
to be lulled as were those of the men whe used his 
name on this awful occasion, by giving some few 
shillings with the tern thatch and broken roofs ef 
their levelled houses as compensation to the evict. 
ed wretches.” 

Here the subject has been warmly taken up.— 
The Morniag Chrenicle of Wednesday remarks ; 

‘* Our Irish correspondence contains an aceount 
of one of the most shocking eases of whelesale 
ejestment of tenantry that we have ever had the 
pain of recording. The scene of this sutrage upon 
humanity was near Charleville, in the county of 
Cerk. On the 13th of July, aceording to the siate- 
went, and in the village called ‘Glen,’ on the estate 
of the Earl of Cork, ejectments were executed by 
the sub-sheriff of Cork, aided by the military and 
police force, on forty-eight tenants. Their houses 
or cabins were thrown down, and the forty-eight 
families, numbering about 400 human beings, were 
turned out upon the high road. Of these it is al- 
leged that more than one hundred were suffering 
from fever. They were obliged to take refuge in 
a neighbouring eburcbyard. The churchyard of 
Ballysally, we are told, contains many flat tomb- 
stones and grass-cevered graves; and among those 
graves the ejected families slept for four consecu- 
tive nights, huddled together.  * * * 
We have not lime er roon at present to comment 
upon these siekening details. The feeling which 
they inspire is, that tne proper place for these who 
perpetrate such acts is the bar ef a court of erimi- 
nal justice. We shall look for particular inferma- 
tion respecting the administration of poor relief in 
the district where theses ejeetments have taken 
place. In such districts, at all events, there musi 
be ne shrinking frem the cellection of rates, what- 
ever be the effectupon tbe landlords. But the duty 
of the Government, in this respect, is a subjeet te 
which we shall speedily recal the attention of eur 
readers.”

Maxwise TRE NAvv.—Another alteration has 

been made by the Admirelty in the complement of 
sea-going ships. The following are the prineipal 
changes : First-rates of the first class to have 1000 
men Instead of 950 ; ditto of the second class, 950 
instead of 920. ‘There are to be four classes of 
seeond-rales, which are to have respectively 850, 
820, 750, and 720 men. The complement of the 
third-rates te remain as before. The second-class 
of fourth-rates are to have 450 men instead of 430 
Fifth-rates to be in four classes Instead of thres, 
and are to have respectively 350, 330, 320 and 310 
men. Four classes of steam-vessels are made 
fifth-rates, and are to bear 300, 270, 250, and 200 
men each respectively. Sixth-rate sailing eraft to 
remain as before ; but four classes of steam-vessels 
have been made sixth-rates, and will bear 240, 230 
95, and 175 men. The sleops are reduced to 
hree classes of sailing vessels, and will have 145 
30, and 80 hands. Five classes of steam-vessels 
ave been added, respectively to carry 160, 140 
35,120, and 100 men. Gun-brigs, schooners and 
utters are to be in five classes: twe of sailing- 
essels, to have 65 and 60 men ; threes of steam 
essels, to have 60, 60, and 65 men. The officers 
0 be employed in the various rates are to be near- 
y as before. 
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CHAmor or Piaacy.—At the assizes at Exeter, 
on Monday, George Rose, John Harult, Richard 
Thomas Laay, Johs McPhee, Robert Craig, Robert 
Wright, Daniel McLean, Charles Moffatt, Thomes 
Stratton, and James Nettles, were brought le tria!

It was stated for the prosecution that the prison- 
rs were two of them mates and the ethers marin- 
rs on board the ship James Campbell, a barque of 

three hundred tons burden, bousd to Batavia and 
Singapora. The vessel sailed from Glasgow on 
Marek 5, under the command of William Graham 
On the 29th of March, when the vessel was off 
Cape Finisterre, the captain spoke sharply to Strat- 
ton, whe was at the wheel, ordering him te leav: 
the helm and ge and grease the masts. This 
Stratton peremptorily refused to do. All hands 
ere then ordered on deek, and the eapiain direci- 

ed the mates to have the masts greased, sod (0 er- 
der the men to do it. They refused, stating tha: 
it was the duty of the boys te grease the masts. — 
The captain, te eon pel them, ordered the beef tha: 
was cooking for their dinner to be easried aft te his 
cabin, and, on the men showing a dispesition to re: 
sist, he armed himself with a cutlas, and thresten- 
ed te ‘ent down the first man who dared to inter- 
fere with him.” The steward then carried aft the 
meal, and the captain went down te dinner. After 
dinner, when he wenton deck, the men surrounded 
him, put handcuffs en him, and erdered him below 
The crew then altered the vessel's course, put her 
under the cemmand of Rose, and arrived in Ply- 
mouth on the 8thef April. The crew immediately 
surrendered the vessel in te the charge of the au- 
thorities of th= port, and they were taken into eus- 
tock on the charge of revolt and piracy.

that they might be enabled to get employment in 
another vessel. 
The trial created very considerable interest, and 

the court was crowded te excess. It was under- 
stood that £150 had been subscribed in Glasgow 
for the purpose of defending the prisoners, and that 
a further sum had been raised in Exeter.— Britan-
