The Presse states that the Commission on the 
Constitution has decided on the (ollowing impor- 
tant points :—“ Tha political constitution of France 
shall be a democratic Republic, one and indivisible. 
This proposition was adopted unanimously. The 
project of the constitution is to be preceded by a 
declaration, admitiing, besides the rights already 
enjoyed by the people, those of gratuitous educa- 
tion, employment, and assistance. The question 
on the lezislative powers gave rise lo several long 
discussions. It was at length determined that 
there should be but one legislative chamber, com- 
posed of 750 members. In case, however, of a re- 
vision of the constitution, the Assembly should re- 
main as at present composed of 900 members. 
‘The elections to be made by department aud ballot, 
The Executive Government to be confided to a 
President appointed by direct eu Trace, 
by communes, for years without a possible re- 
election. Two millions of votes, at least, to be 
necessary fop ‘nomination of the president.
