vails at Canton and at the other poris. Here we 
have little to remark upon since last month. A 
prevailing sickness has been general amongst the 
garrison, the 95th regimert in particular, arising, 
probably, from the early and unusual heat; other- 
wise the colony is generally healthy. There has 
been some activity in trade in Canton since the 
middle of the month. A good business has been 
done.” 
A further Overland Mail has arrived from India 

bringing dates froin Calcutta to the 20:h, Madras 
the 25th, and Bombay the 31st of August. Major 
Edwardes and his gallant troops were sull enca 
ed before Moultan. The reinforcements dispatch 
ed from Ferozepore had not yet joined them, Lut 
were hourly expected. In the line ofione of the 
columns advancing a heavy fire had been heard in 
the direction of Moultan. A Sikh auxiliary force 
was also on the march from Lahore. The insur- 
gent inhabitants were attempting to quit Moultan, 
having heard of the approach of the British, and the 
Dewan to prevent them was building up the gates. 
In spite of the unhealthy season the march of the 
reinforcements had not been attended with any re- 
markable casualty. An outbreak has taken place 
in the Hazerah districts, in which Attock is situated, 
the key to the north western frontier of India, and 
Colonel Canara, an Luropean officer in the Sikh 
service, had been murdered. We are afraid that 
the delay caused in dispatching troops to succour 
Major Edwardes has induced the insurgents to make 
this movement presuming upon our inability to sup- 
press the rebellion. 

If the insurrection in that quarter should prove 
of a serious character, it will inevitably lead to the 
entire occupation of the Punjaub territory.
