Doi¥as oF PARLIAMENT.—The Daily News 
gives the following summary of the proceedings of 
parliament, proving that, if more actually beneficiat 
legisfation has not been effected, it has not heen 
through any lack of time, or any niggardly with-

23d of November, 1847, and, with occasional ad- 
Journments, continued sitting till the 5th of Sep- 
temler, 1848. During this lapeeof time, the House 
of Commons met 168, dnd the House of Lords 136 
limes. The duration of each sitiing of the House 
of Commons cannot have averaged less than seven 
hours. The representative branch of the legisla- 
ture has, therefore, been at work, in full conclave; 
1.176 hours since it met in November. This, how- 
ever, conveys hut an inadequate estimate of the 
ime devoted to husiness by the 656 members of 
the Honse of Commons since their meeting. 
During the session there have met 44 public com- 
mitlees with'an average of I5 members on each; 
28 election committees witlrfive members on each 3 
14 railwdy committees with five fiembers on each; 
17 private hill committees with five members on 
each ; and 112 other committees, five of which had 
five and the rest three members edch. There hase 
sat in all, during thé session, 215 commiitees, re- 
quiring 1 301 members to constitute them. [If the 
work had been equally divided, every member of 
the House must have served on two committees. 
How often the 112 ‘other committees’ met 1s un- 
known, hut the 103 sat amang them 1,251 duys (for 
at least five hours each day.) or Upwards of 11 days 
on an average. If all the giembers of the House 
of Cothmons had worked equally hard during the 
ession, they would have gone through 168 noctur- 

nal meetings averaging 7 hours each, and 12 day 
meetings averaging 5 hours each. But scarcely 
more than one-ha f of the mediliers have heen 
really working men, so their days and hours of toil 
may he about doubled. Upwards of (hres bundred 
of the chosen statesmen of the land have been la- 
houring in their vocation of legislators 168 days for 
12 hours per dies duribg 24 of them, andfor 7 hours 
per diem on the remaining 144." 
A parliamentary paper shows thit there was no 

alance of money 10 the Exchequer on the 22d ult. 
but that to complete the sids granted by parliament 
for the services of the years 1846 and 1847, the sum 
of £1 010.980 was to tie iaised. 

Since tlie introduction of the penny postage in 
1840, the number of letters passing monthly 
through the General Post-office. London, has in- 
creased from 2 102.251, 10 8 536,432, and the weekly 
average for the whole kingdom bas increased from 
1,615,983 to 6 282,941. 

LiverpooL, Sept. 9.— The Season and the Crops- 
—Since our last we bad a continuance of the finest 
harvest weather, and already a large portion of the 
grain is secured in the north of England, and nearly 
the whole in the south. The spring corn is generally 
cxpecied to be very heavy in this part of the country, 
andthe wheat te be a fair crop. Potatoes coptinte 
to give way without nay signs of improvement. Tur- 
nips are a good crop in this part of tbe country, and 
the second crop of clover dso lonks well. On the 
whole, the prospects of the country, 8s to the sup: 
ply of food, have improved considerably during the 
last fortmight. 

EXTENSIVE SEIZURE 0F SMUAGLED TOBACCO. 
—On Wednesday thres seamen, named Patrick 
Dacey, Charles Mawson, and Charles Higgins, 
were charged at the Police-court, with being con- 
cerned in sinuggling of a large quantity of T'obacca. 
Mr. French, acting tide-surveyor of the Customs; 
stated, that in consequence of infotmation received, 
he went on board the ship Peruvian, from St. Joha, 
N. B., lying in the Brunswick Dock, where he dis- 
covered 568 Ibs. of tobacco secreted in the hold. 
Subsequent inquiries took place, which led to the 
prisoners being taken into custody. A reward of 
£20 had been offered by Messrs, Fielding Brothers, 
the agents of .1he vessel, for information as to the 
tobacco, and thé parties who had been concarncd 
In stowihg it away.
