ues and the substitution of Direct T'axation, for 
the support of the Government of the Country. 
By this means every man will know whst the Go- 
vernmeot costs him, and the expense will fall 
more justly. Then will every one become person- 
ally interested in seeing that no useless hangers-on 
are allowed about the public offices,—that none 
will receive pay except for services performed, and 

abolished. There will then be no necessity for a 
reasury Impost Office, so crowded by Clerks, 

Warehouse-keepers, Tidewaiters, Searchers, Sur- 
veyors, &c. as to make it a matter of wonder what 
they find to employ themselves about. This will 
be eholished, and the £6000 it costs for its support 
will be saved to the people. Farmers, think of 
this one itemalone, Siz Thousand Pounds, saved ! 
You must, [ think, be all preity well aware by 

this time, how the large sums yearly appropriated 
by the House of Assembly for the repair of Roads 
and Bridges throughout the Province, and which 
are taken from (he public revenue, (which is raised 
out of you, remember,) are squandered and misap- 
plied. You need not Le reminded thas yous hava 
no voice in the choice of the Commissioners who 
expend the money; no, no—although itis your mo- 
ney, you have nothing to say in the matter. Now 
the new sysiem proposed is, that each County shall 
be taxed ta support, make and repairils own Roads 
and Bridges; that Commissioners in the County 
shall have the power to assess and expend the mo- 
ney, which every one who has to contribute will 
see is properly and economically dore. Will cot 
this be an improvement on the olc jobbing, corrupt, 
and money;pocketing plan? Try it. 
Now, friends, I would recommend these mea- 

ures lo your mos! attentive consideration. If [ 
have proved to you that you need no protection— 
that if you did, you have none—that with you 
rests the power of greatly benefitting your condi- 
tion and enriching your Country. If I have satis- 
fied you of these things, 1 trust you will not let 
the matter drop, but be up and doing: now is the 
time for action: call upon your Members, and urge 
these measures upon their notice, — insist upon their 
giving them their support in the Legislature, when 
it meets,—call their attention to the facts before 
them, —let them look at the present state of the 
Country, alinost sunk in ruin, end that esused in a 
great measure by Legislative enactments,—repre- 
sent to them lhe necessity of removing the bar- 
riers which obstruct our improvement, —cause them 
to pledge themselves to retrenchment in the expen- 
diture, and reform in the existing abuses; if they 
will not do so, let them understand that they do 
not possess your confidence—that you view them 
in the light of obstructives, and that at the next 
olection they must make room for men of more 
liberal minds and true patriotism. 

Farmers, think of these things: they concern 
you deeply—your purse, your property, your cha- 
racler among the nations, are all at stake. Will 
you allow it to te said that the United States are 
going (ast ahead, while we are standing still, or 
rather retrograding? We have as good a climate 
and soil and more natural advantages than the 
Eastern States, and all we require is liberty to avail 
ourselves of the free gifts of Providence. The way 
in which we can do so has Leen pointed out: will 
you follow 1t 7—will you take the road to prospe- 
rity, which lies through liberal policy and retrench- 
ment, or will you continue to hug that monstrous 
drag, protection, which will most thoroughly im- 
pede your progress, and ultimately bury you in 
ruin. Think of this—il is time to choose! 
Talk these matlers over among yourselves—let 

each oae consider his owa condition, aud think for 
himself. Be not deceived Ly lalse prophets—be- 
lieve no thearies—lake experience and common 
sense for your guides—practice is the surest test : 
teke no other, and all will be well. The syren song 
of Protection has heen too long sung in your ears 
—you have been deceived by it--what has it done 
for you? The revenue is decreasing, while your 
expences are increasing; and mark the resuli-- 
vour Province is being depopulated. end your pub- 
lic debt is not far short ef £450,000! Can any 
system produca a worse state of things? I leave 
thie answer lo yourselves.
