Another important despatch, on the subject of
differential duties is worthy of particular aitention;
and, ia laying it before our readers, we renrel_heing
obliged to omit, for the present, ihe publication of
the statement referred to by Earl Grey, showing
the privileges enjoyed by the producis of the Bri
tish North American Colonies, in the markets of
the United Kingdom by differential duties in their
favour, over the products of foreign countries. It
is {mportant to observe, that the despaich 1o which
we refer sanctions the view taken by Mr. Wilmot,
in the Legislature of New Brunswick, in regard to
the trade between Great Britain and her Colonies,
viz. that it is competent for the Coloaies to estab-
lish a reciprocal system of free trade, not only Le-
tween one spother, but between each and the mo-
ther couatry, irrespective of the tariffs they may
think proper to impose on imports from foreiga
‘covntries.

The demand of the Legislature of Canada, for
the removal of sll duties in the United Kingdom,
on the produce of tbis Province, was not reconcile-
eble with the imposition of heavy import duties at
\he St. Lawrence, on British products; and the
poiny is well mel by Earl Grey, not by vague state-
meats or illusory theories, but by facts and statis-
tics. Whea the Legislature of Caoada was laying
heavy duties on British products imported into the
Colony, they were demanding the abolition of all
duties on Canadian products imported into Great
Britain,—overlooking, all the while, the important

our political economists would study. A little
more attention to facts, at an earlier period, might
have prevented the precipitancy with which many
have been * led off the track;” and the exhibition
might possibly result more creditably than from
present appearances it promises to do.

sources, amounted at the date of his father’s de-
cease to about §3,000,000. This, with what he re-
ceives from the present estate as tlie residuary
legatee, will form an aggregate approaching the
wealth of his fatber. It is understood that Mr.
William B. Astor has within a few days past made
very liberal donations, including 210,000 10 Ktz G.
Haileck, long the faithful secretary and agent of
his father, and §5000 to the Society for the relief
of Indigent Females. Other persons in the em-
ploy of the deceased, besides Mr. Halleck, have
also shared in the bounty of the son.

Important to Potato Planters.—A new work by
Professor Liebig has lately been received in lhe‘
United States, containing his views on the potatoe |
disease, those of Dr. Klotsch, an eminent agricul-
tural chemist, who is to receive 1400 from the
Prussian Government for the discovery of a plan,
which, after three years’ trial, he has found effectu-
al in preventing the potatoe disease. His plan is,
when the plants reach the height of six to nine
inches above the soil, to pinch off the extreme
points of the branches or twigs to the extent of
half an inch, not more, downwards, and repeat this
on every branch or twig in the tenth or eleventh
week after planting.
