From Ham- 
burg we learn that the remaining differences 
between the Government of Schleswig Holstein 
and the Prussian and Danish Commissioners 
were on the eve of being adjusted, through the 
energetic interference of Colonel Hodges, the 
British Commisioner. The exchange of prison 
ers was to take place on the 19th.—The ac- 
counts from Austria and Hungary are that Arad 
surrendered to the Imperialists on the 16th. 
Great excitement existed at Vienna, at the un- 
expected run of good fortune which had fallen 
to the share of the Imperial arms. Nothing 
positive was known respecting Kossuth and Bem, 
but they are supposed to be still at Orshova. 

The Constitutionnel states, that the Austrian 
Government, in return for the services rendered 
by it to the Pope and to the Dukes of Parma 
and Modena, has required that the navigation of 
the Po shall be rendered free.
