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The quarterly statement of the revenue 

published yesterday, and, compared with 

year, it exhibits a considerable falling off;

On the Customs of the quarter there is a de-|; 
crease of £319,055, more than accounted for by 

the reduction of duties on sugar and corn. 
the Excise of the quarter there is a decrease of 
£453,201, owing to various causes well known 
to the public. “The postponement of the hop du- 
ty accounts for £180,000, The inferior quality 
of the last barley crop for brewing purpos i 
the consequent falling off in malt duties, may be 
sat down at £200,000. To this mast bo addec 
that, in consequence of the warehousing systeni, 
spirits now only pay a duty when they enter into 
consumption. 

The six minor branches of the ordinary revenue 
exhibit an increase on the quarter; stamps 
£62,057, denoting a greater amount of me 
tile transactions; taxes, £20,697; property tax, 
£44,839 5 post-office, £60,000; crown lands, 
£30,000; miscellaneous, £60,913. Two of 

items call for remark. The apparent in- 
@ in the post-office is chiefly explained by 

the circumstance that the quarter ending July 5, 
1848, was charged with the payment of some 
extraordinary arrears, The property-tax, too, 
of that quarter, was affected by the numerous 
bankruptcies and ether disasters of 1847. 

Tre Crops.—We continae to receive the 
most favourable accounts relative to the state of 
the crops from all parts of the country—we re 
fer more particularly to the grain crops. As 
regards the potato, there seems to be some dif- 

ference of opinion, the blight having made its 
Appearance in particular districts in this country 
and Ireland, according to some accounts.
