Why, free institutions must be freely 
bestowed upon all colonies which were fit for 
self-government. The distinction must be care- 
fully drawn between imperial and local ques- 
tions, and the latter must be left entirely at the 
disposal of the local Legislature.

Ile pointed out that we had 
made to Canada every political concession 
which, as a parent state, it is possible for us to

He then drew an 
admirable picture of the position of Canada, 
contrasting it advantageously with the United 
States.
