‘ LEGISLATIVE SUMMARY.

{ The public are already aware that one of the
most important debates which ever occurred in
{this Province, took place last weelk in the House
of Assembly. On Tuesday, the House went
into Committee of the whole upon the subject of
Railways, the particular matter before them being
the Report of the Select Comunittee as to the St.
John and Shediac Railway. The debate lasted
five entire days, to the almost utter exclusion of|
every other business; on Saturday at one o’clock

the divisions commenced. 'The various Resolu-

telow afterwards submitted a report from the
Road Committee, recommending the appropria-
tion of £13,500 for the improvement of the
Bye-Roads and Bridges in the several Counties
to be apportioned as follows:—York, £1233 15s. ;
Carleton, £123210s.; Queen’s, £1150; Glou-
cester, £785; Charlotte, £1357 10s.; King’s

£1317 10s.; Saint John, £983 10s.; Sunbury,
£694; Northumberland, £1296 5s.; Resti
gouche, £693 15s. ;5 Westmorland, £1130 ;
Kent, £842, 10s.; Albert, £693 15s.

The report is signed by Messrs. Partelow, S.
Z. Earle, End, Gilbert, Montgomery, Smith,
Boyd, Wark, Hayward, Hanington, Connell,
Fisher and Carman, and was accepted by the
House.

On Wednesday, the House went into Com-
mittee on a Bill to widen Mill-street, St. John.
The Bill provided that the Inhabitants of Port-
land, as well as the Inhabitants of the City,
should be taxed to pay the expences; as the pro-
priety of this was questioned, and as the Road
Committee was sitting, Mr. Ritchie, who had
charge of the Bill, consented to report progress.
The House then went into Committee on a Bill
(introduced by Mr. Boyd) to abolish all Licences
for selling Spiritous Liquors, and to punish those
who should sell them. In course of the Debate
Mr. Boyd spoke of the individual benefit he had
received from joining the Total Abstinence Asso-
ciation, and, among other things. stated that he
had never been himself, and able to stand up in
that House like a man, until the present Session.
T'o this, hon. Mr. Partelow jocosely replied, that
|this was ample apology for the hon. Member’s
|conduct towards that side of the House for se-
'lvcral years past, and he was perfectly satisfied !
[The Bill was negatived by a large Majority, and
sthe House then resumed its business in Supply.
