Miserar WEeALTH oF THE Provisce,— 
About three months ago we alluded to some 
rich seams of Bituminous or Pitch Coal which 
had been discovered in Albert County, and we 
lave now the satisfaction to state that Mr. 
Duffy, the party who discovered and has 
working the coal mine at Shepody, has sold’ 
his lease or mining privilege to Messrs. Allison 
and Spurr, of this City, for £5000, which does 
not, of course, include the right of soil.
