We publish below the resolutions pzssed at a
Public ‘!eeting called by and presided ovar by
the High Sheriff, held on Tuesday last, with &
sketch of the speeches on the occasion.

indssion, as in this instance, at a meeting regu-
larly convened to consider the matter, not ore
solitary voice was heard to speak in its favor,
but all united to condemn it. -

We trust that this meeting will be followed by
others in every County of the Province. The
question is one of the most important that has
ever been submitted to the Legislature, and on
its wise decision depends, in a great measure,
the freedom, prosperity and happiness of the
Province.

In Canada and Nova-Scotia an opportunity
was afforded to the people to exercise their in-
fluence directly upon the question, as the elec-
tions took place while it was pending, but in the
weantime the people of this Province can only
express their wishes by meetings and petitions.

This
Northern Line had becn surveyed, spoken of, aban-
doned and forgotten; and the public attention ha-
ving been directed to a scheme more feasible, and
holding out a fair hope of remuneration there was a
fair prospect of enjoying the benefits of Railways in
the Province, when this arch politician of the neigh-
bouring Province contrived to renew the old scheme,
thus throwing them all into confusionyand rendering
the prospect of their getting a Railway almost more
distant than'before. ‘I'o come to the resolution, he
fully approved of the principle it contained. It had
been urged against St. John, often perhaps justly,
that it was too apt to act on important questions with-
out consulting the other patts of the Province. St.
John, whatever became of the Railways, must con-
tinue to be what God and nature designed it to be,
the chief city of the Province. It could not be de-
prived of the advantages conferred on it by nature;
still it had a deep interest in the railway question,
and as the chief City, should take the lead in any
wovement. relating to it, but having done so, it
should seek the co-operation of those districts al-
most equally interested. This was done by the
resolution he held in his hand, the co-operation ol
all those counties that concurred in their views
being requested.

The Monifeur announces the loss of the army
to be one officer, and 24 privates killed; and 17
officers, 167 privates wounded.

The accounts from Toulon, on the 8th Dec.,
state that news reached there from Draguiglan,
that 2,000 insurgents, who were marching on
that town, retreated, making some hundred
Bourgeois and functionaries, with chains round
their necks, marchat their head. Tn a despatch
from Lue, of Dec: 7th, is a regular sheet of ad-
vice, signed by the Provincial Directors, named
by the Sovereign people.

“The Minister of the Interor reports that the
Insurgents have attacked the public Forces, and
that a sanguinary collision ensued. They attack-
ed and took two communes, which were after-
wards taken from them by the troops. More
