Messrs. Gage, Hit-
tinger & Co.’s houses are built of wodd. They are
90 feet long, by 32 feet wide, and twenty foot posts.
They take 45 blocks of ice lengthways, and 18
blocks widthwise, the number of tiers in height
being governed by the thickness the ice in diflerent
seasons may have formed. They have donble
walls, formed by framing two ranges of joists up-
rizht, into plates at the top, and at the b:’llujvx.
The outer range of joiste is boarded up on the in-
side, and the inuer range on the outside, leaving a
clear space between the two boardings of two feet
in width. This space is filled with spent tan-bark,
well trodden down. Once in about every five feet
