PoruraTioN STATisTICS OF GREAT 

Brit aiN.—While the United Statesare ye
arly 

receiving hundreds of thousands of emigrant# 

from the British islands, it will be not uninter- 

esting to know something of the progress of
 pe- 

pulation in that country. The results of the 

British census of 1851 have just been laid 

befora Parliament. The original returns filled 

seven millions of schedules, and tha whole 

weight of the documents amounted to upwards 

|of fifty-two tons. This enormous mass of 

«light reading’ was digested into a volume of 
,250,000 pages ;—which, being rather too 

\bulky for popular use, was farther abridged into 
|three volumes of manageable size, though none 
|of the slenderest. 

Although Great Britain has lost, we believe; 
nearly a million of inhabitants during the past 
three or four years, yet her population has been 
regularly advancing from one decennium to 
{another during the present century. In 1801, 
the population of England and Wales was nine 
millions; in 1811, it had risen to ten; in 1821, 
to twelve; in 1831, to fourteen; in 1841, to 
sixteen; and in 1851, it amounted to eighteen 
millions: The rate of increase per cent. was 
greatest between 1811 and 1821, since which 
year it has been steadily diminishing, and the 
progression has, therefore, practically speaking, 

The population tables, with which these 
volumes are chiefly occupied, are prefaced by a 
report illustrative of the general subject. This 
report furnishes a set of diagrams showing the 
density of the population in different parts of 
the kingdom—and it supplies ingenious llusra- 2" 
tions calculated to assist the reader in realising 
to his imagination the vast numbers which he is 
called upon to grasp. Few persons, probably, 

would suppose that all the men, women and 
children in Great Britain might stand wpon an 
area seven square miles in extent—and, that, 
too, without convenient crowding. A century 
ago, they would have occupied about one third 
of that space—half a century go, one-half. 
The report gives the following statements as 

the consequences which have grown out of the 
above-mentioned increase of population: ““With< 
in the last fifty years, the number of acres to 
each person living has fallen from 5.4 to 2.7 acres 
in Great Biitain, and from four to two acres in 
England and Wales. As a countervailing ad- 
vantage, the peopls have been brought into each 
others’ neighbourhood, their average distanze 
from each other has bean reduced in the ratio of 
3 to 2, labor lras been divided, industry has been 
|organised in towns, and the quantity of produce, 
|either consisting of, or exchangeable for, the 
conveniences, elegances, and necessaries of life, 
has in the mass largely increased, and isincreas« 
ing at a more rapid rate than the population.” 

It is interesting to know in what particular lo= 
calities and under what social and industrial cir- 
cumstances population has made the greatest ad- 
vances. It appears from the report that the 
{towns which have most rap'd y increased during 
the last half century are those engaged in the 
manufacture of struw-plait—next come the 
watering places on the cousi—and then the great 
seats of the cotton manufacture, which afford a 
home to about one-fifteenth ef the whole popu- 
lation of England. 3 
The number of persons absolately houseless, 

and found dwelling in the open-air, or seeking a 
temporary lodging for the night in barns and out= 
houses, is 18,000. It will be observed that nei- 
ther Scotland nor Ireland are included in these 
statistics. 

France, it appears, has advanced at a slower 
pace than England during the above period. In 
{1791 the population of France was somewhat 
[short of 30,000,000. In 1848 it had not reach 
led 36,000,000. England has two acres and a 
half of land to each inhabitant—France three 
and a half. In England the supply of food has 
been relatively, as well as absolutely, increa- 
sing during the present céntury—in France it 
has been diminishing Both nations have suffot- 
ed from war, but not in an equal degree. It may 
|be doubted, however, whether this inequality 
Iwill account for the differonce in their rate of 
advance in population.— Boston Courier,
