However, it will be some time 
nefore Mr. Scott will have the use 
cf his hand again. 
The partridge sez2son and big game

Partridge are reported 
to be very plentiful and are remark- 

tame. A young lady walking 
along the back street near the Meth- 
odist church on Sunday afternoon 
was surprised to see a partridge fly 
up from the side of the road, and 
wing its way into a nearby orchard. 
Flocks of partridge have also been 
seen in orchards near houses a short 
distance back from the town, leading 
the eager sportsman to surmise that 
the woods are overflowing with them. 

. Practically all the partridge in this 
locality are of the spruce variety; the 
birch partridge is considered quite a 
rarity. Big game seems to be quite 
plentiful; but so far no moose or 
deer have been shot here. 
John McKay, about fifteen years of 

age, the eldest son of Mr. and Mrs. 
George McKay, was the victims of an 
unpleasant hunting accident yesier- 
day afternoon, and it is fortunate that 
he fared as well as he did. Accom- 
panied by two other boys, he went out 
in the woods after partridge. After a 
few hours tramping, the hoys sat 
déwn a while, and by way of experi- 
ment, took the shot out’ of one their 
cartridges and filled it in with gravel 
stones... Johnnie was standing a short 
distance away from the other two 
boys, when his cousin, Rodney Wig- 
gins, playfully pointed the gun with 
the improvised cartridge at him, and 
told him he would fire. The gun 
went off, the load taking young Mec- 
Kay in’ the hip. The penetration of 
the gravel proved much deeper than 
the boys had bargained for, and as a 
result they had to carry the victim of 
their fooling back to his home, wheres 
Dr, W. M. Jenkins had to be sum- 

~ moned to remove the stones, which 
were quite deeply imbedded in the 
flesh. No doubt all concerned will re- 

member, this shooting accident, and 
its circumstances for some time to 
come. 

People here were shocked to learn 
of the death of young Samuel B. 
Jchnston of Camden street, St. John, 
whose father had been employed in 
the work of raising and repairing the 
Gagetown Methodist Church. Both fa- 
ther. and son were here for some 

days, and to all who came in contact 
with them, the sad accident caused 
much regret. The two Johnsons and 
the man who was employed with them 
had finished here, and returned to St.
