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OLD PEOPLE CAN LEARN 

AS EASILY AS CHILDREN 

Recently the press carried a story 
about a former Canadian member of 
parliament. 71 years of age, who is 
taking a summer course in French at 
Queen’s University. 

Nearly every one believes that the 
older one gets the harder it is for one 
to learn; that the best time for learn- 
ing is ‘when one is young. The theory 

back of this is that the mind receives 
impressions more easily in childhood. 
It is also believed that these impres- 
sions are then more firmly fixed. 

The only flaw in this theory is that, 
like many other things long and wide- 
ly believed, ‘it is not quite true. 
According to careful studies made by 
psychologists. the ability to learn con- 

tinues at about the same rate through- 
out life. As a matter of fact, the adult 
probably has an advantage over the 
child because he has a greater amount 
of general knowledge and experience 
to aid him in his learning. 

In spite of the prevalence of this 

mistaken belief, some ground is being 

gained. Each year advantage is being 

taken by a greater number of people 
of the extension courses given by the 

universities. and an increasing number 
of older persons are enrolling in the 
regular courges. But many of these. 

because they share the general view, 
are more or less convinced that they 
face an especial handicap on account 
of their age. 

There is no way of telling how much 
harm has been done. and is being done, 
through this one false belief. How 
often does one hear the statement: 
“If I were younger, I'd take up this 

or that study”? How many persons 
have gone through life robbed of the 

chance to read or speak a second 
language in the belief that they were 

too old to learn? How many have 
failed to equip themselves for a better 
position because they were convinced 
that their best time for learning had 
passed? And what would be the effect 
.on society generally if a change could 

‘be brought about in people's thinking 
on this one particular subject?

As a matter of fact, it takes 

almost as much work and time to col- 

lect the eggs from the nest under 

ordinary conditions as it takes to 

gather eggs from a flock which is be- 

ing trapnested. 

In view of the accurate information 

with respect to the ability of the in- | 

dividual hen as an egg producer, the | 

very little extra time it takes to oper- 

ate the trapnests and keep records is 
well spent. It is only by using the 
trapnest that the farmer can have any- 
thing like an accurate indication of 
the real worth of the individual birds 
of his laying flock and where one 
has as an objective increased produc- 

tion the trapnest is a sure means of 
rapid progress in thig direction. 

Judge Foxes by Facts 

It is not always safe to judge by | 
appearances, especially when buying 
silver foxes. At least that is the essen- 
tial conclusion to be deducted from 
the recommendation in this respect 
contained in the report of the Domin- 
ion Experimental Fox Station at Sum 
merside, P.E.L,, just issued. It states: 
“It has been the general practice of 

fox preeders in buying breeding stock | 
to make their purchases from the ap- 
pearance of the foxes without a full 
study of their ancestry. It is our con- 
clusion that this is not a reliable 
method by which to select silver foxes 
for breeding stock. The Department 
of Agriculture, the Canadian National 

Live Stock Records, and the Canadian 

National Silver Fox Breeders’ Associ- 
ation have, at great expense, built up | 
a system of registration of the pedi- 
grees of the silver foxes of Canada, 
The results that we have obtained 
would indicate that the reputation of 
the foundation stock from which the 
offspring were produced would be a 
better guide in purchasing silver foxes 
than the appearance of the foxes, 
desirable as that may be.”

FOR SHEEP RAISERS 

New Policy Intended to Benefit Wool 
and Market Lamb Producers. 

The supply of pure-bred rams at 

stated prices and payment of freight 
to *destination are the outstanding 

features of direct benefit in the ram 
club policy announced by the Hon. 

Robert Weir. 

Under this policy the federal De 
partment of Agriculture undertakes to 

supply at stated prices graded rams 
jas ordered by club members. assum 
ing payment for any additional cost 

over the stated price. The Depart- 
ment also pays freight charges to the 

nearest railway station to the club. 
October 1 is the final date up to 

which orders for graded rams may be 
placed with the Department in any 
year. The Department reserves the 

right to limit the number of ~ clubs 

which may be formed in any one 

province in any year, and also makes 
special provision for supplying club 
members in new outlying districts. 

The prices at which pure-bred rams 
will be supplied club members are: 

For three star ram lambs $10; for 

three star shearling rams $20; for two 

star ram lambs $5; and for two star 

shearling rams $15. Certified cheques 

in these amounts must accompany 

orders submitted on forms supplied by 

the Department through its provincial 

representatives. 
Ram clubs comprise not less than 

ten sheep raisers in a community own- 

ing not less than ten ewes each. Not 
more than four rams may be supplied 
to any one member, and if ordering 

more than one ram the member must 
own at least twenty-five ewes for 

each ram ordered. 
The object of the policy is to de- 

velop uniform breeding on a commun- 
ity basis, and with this in view club 

members will be expected to confine 
their orders to a breed to be agreea 

upon as best suited to the commun- 

| ity. 
Considerable savings to sheep rais- 

ers are assured under the terms of the 
ipolicy, as the cost of pure-bred ram 
lambs and shearlings of the grades 
specified will in most cases be higher 

than the stated price at which they 
are being supplied to club members, 

the Department paying the difference. 
Club organization is now being pro- 

ceeded with and complete information

came through the winter in excellent 
condition and has made unusual de- 
velopment since—a fact which is most 
evident to anyone who travels through 

| the clover - growing sections of East- 
{em Canada. The stands are excep- 
| tionally strong and thick, growth be- 

jing favored latterly with abundant 

| moisture and almost ideal growing 
.| conditions. 

| From a seed - production standpoint, 

this condition is not altogether de- 
sirable, since strong, sappy plants of 

[legumes do not usually seed well, and 
‘the best seed fields are procured in 
i moderately dry seasons when growth 

iis less rank. 

| It would seem that the best hope for 

|seed, for either red clover or alfalfa 
| this year, would be in the second cut, 

| as fields which are cut for hay early— 
| not later than the last week in June— 

should be fairly promising of a seed 

crop. Canada should use her own 
home - grown clover seed, because of 
its superior hardiness and adaptabil- 
ity to Canadian conditions; and Can- 

adian grown seed of red clover and 

alfalfa usually commands a substan- 

tial premium over imported seed of 

these kinds.
