“‘ Difficile est proprie communia dicere.”

Nearly two thousand years have elapsed since
Horace wrote these words, and many and vari-
ous have been the readings they have received.
They are as true to-day as they were then, and
80 great is the difficulty which 1 now experi-
ence in penning the fortieth oration in_praise
of the Founders and Benefactors of this Uni-
versity, that ** Lifficile est proprie communia
dicere’” may, [ think, be freely and correctly
travslated ** How difficult it is to say anything
new or interesting on a suhject that has so fre-
quently been bandled so eloquently and so well
by my predecessors.”” But the duty which
tins duy devolves upon me has been expressly
assigned by the statutes of the University, and
no excuse can be found for its omission ; all
that I have to do therefore is to crave your in-
dulgence at the outset, and to dischurge my
task to the best of my ability.

Sume years ago, on a similar occasion, I had
to express my deep regret that the apathy and
indifference of those whose duty it wus to fos
ter and encourage Collegiate education in this
Province, had so leng exerted a baneflul influ-
ence on the minds of parents, and deterred them
from permitting their sons to avail themselves
ot itsadvantages. I said, ¢ The University of
King's College is a necessity—an institution,
the existence of which’s indispensable to the
character of the Province, and clearly due to
the rights and interests of those who are wisely
aware that they bat half do their duty to their
children, whatever amount of wealth they may
accumulate for them, if they deny them a su-
perior education.  The most unblushing apos-
tle of ignorance that ever illustiated bad the-
ory by worse practice, will not presume to state
openly that because he has secured wealth and
social position in spite of his defective educa-
tion, he would have the young intellect of New
Brunswick untrained and untaught; he will
not venture to say this directly, but how many
act as though they entertained these sentiments
and utterly neglect the opportunities afforded
them of securing the blessings within their
reach? Let me hope that all the influerce of
an intelligent and patriotic Government will
henceforth be exerted in behalf of this College,
50 as to induce the many instead of the few to
profit by its resources. ln order to effect this,
the first step must be to disubuse the puklic

students.”’

All stis has been effected. The apathy and
indifference of which I complained have been
succeeded hy the most encouraging support ;
men of wide and noble views have taken active
part in advocating the cluims of this University
upon the fuvorable consideration of the public
—its real merits have been prociaimed, the
educational advantages it possesses clearly set
forth, and the resuit bas been in every way
most satisfuctory. Men's minds kave been dis
abused, and they are now become deeply 1m-
pressed with the true value of the instruction
it affords, and are anxious to secure it for
their children. Awakening to a sense of their
own deficiencies, they no longer neglect the
means within their power of guarding their
offspring against ti.e evils which spring from
them ; they feel that education, in its highest
and best sense, can be acquired only by their
own individual exertions, that it is their pro-
per duty, their individaal right so to obtain it,
and that though a Governwent may bring
power to bear upon the work, and may do so
with the precision and unity of a single mind,
yet if it cannot secure the co-operation of the
peoy le themselves, all its power will be weak-
ness, and all its unity of purpose utterly un-
avatling. ¢ No great moral or economical
change in the state of a country,” says Dr
Chalmers, ** is the achievement of a single arm,
—it is the achievement of many, and though a
single man walking in the loftiness of his heart,
might like to enzross all the fame of it, it will
remain an impotent. speculation unless thou-
sands come forward to share amongst them all
the fatigue of it. It was by successive strokes
of the pick-nxe and the chisel that the Pyra-
wids of Egypt were reared ; and great must be
the company of the workmen and limited the
task which each must perform, ere there will
be made to ascend the edifice of a nation’s work
and a nation’s true greatness.’”  Buat while s0
much has been done thus to promote the cause
of education without these walls, let it not be
thought that the solema duty which this in-
stiution owes to the pablic has for a moment
heen lost sight of.  The authorities bave felt
that education, to operate beneficially, had to
take n more practical direction than it had
bitherto done ; that the education required by
the peaple of this Province is that which will
give them a full command of every faculty both
of mind and bedy, which will call into play

their habits of observation and reflection, which
will make thinking and reasoning beings of |
uere crentures of impulses-prejudicesand pas

b

| sion; which, in a moral sense, will give them |

ohjects of pursuit, and habits of conduct, favor-
able to their own happiness and to that of the
community of which they lorm part; which, by
multiplying the means of rational and intel-
lectual enjoyment, will diminish the tempta-
tion of vice ; which, in the social relations of
life, and as connected with ohjects of legisla-
tion, will teach them the identity of the indi-
vidual with the general interest, while in the
physical sciences it will make them masters of
the scerets of nature, and give them powers
which even now tend to elevate the moderns to
a “higher rank than that of the demi-gods of|
antiquity.  That all this, and more, should be

embraced in that scheme of education which it

would be glorious for them to devise, which it

would be so beneficial for the people to receive,

and they have labored assidavusly for the ai-
tainment of an ohject thus comprehensive in

its character, and leading to results the prac-

tical benefit of which it 18 almost i1wpossible

for even the imagination to exaggerate. That

this is no mere Utopian dream has been proved

by the success which has attended their efforts
since the re-organization of the University.

The number of students has increased, and wi l,

|l am confident, continue to increase, because

as every graduate who Jeaves these walls must,
even though unconsciously, benefit the circle
in which be moves, so will-he both by precept
and example aid powerfully and continually in
inspiring others with that sense of the value,
and that desire for the distinction of a College
education, which alone are required to render
the University as numerically prosperous as
even the most sanguine of its patrons can de-
sire.

And on this point I can confidently appeal
to the past to justify the hopes which I enter-
tain for the future. ‘The graduvates of the Uni-
versity of New Bruuswick are no unworthy
sons of their Alma Mater ; they feel how great
is the debt of gratitude they owe her, and they

| nobly strive to discharge it in after life. Every
| profession now numbers in its ranks—and in no
|

ignoble station in those ranks—young men who
have received that education within these walls
which bas enabled them not only to compete,
but to compete successfully, with the scholars
ef some of thie Universities at howe, to enter
the lists with numerous competitors, and to
hear off the palw, magna cum laude? and who
can for a moment doubt that those who have
go distinguished themselves, who have by their
attainments und by their econduct obtained from
the University of Edinburgh an official recogni-
tion of the status of graduates of the University
of New Brunswick, so that they will bene forth
be allowed to enter the Medical Halls in Edin-
burgh without being subject to any prelimioary
examination; who, | say, can for an instang
doubt thatevery one of there will, in his sphere,
serve not only as a standard of Language. Mor-
als, and Manners, bat as a pattern and inciter
to liberal stndies.

And here I will panse for a moment, and for
the benefit of those who may want informaticn
on the suhject, 1 will briefly describe the course
of study which has led to such flattering re=-
sults. (In thefirst plage, uddressing a few worcs
to parents, and to those who have the trainirg
of the ‘boy before he enters npon the broader
field of instruction which here ties open before
him. 'To educate, according to my interpreta-
tion of the term, significs to fit a man for the
right performance of his duties in life; to lead
b from his primitive state of utter ignorance
to a knowledge of such things as it may be ne-
cessary for him to be acquainted with in that
station into which he is born, or out of whieh,
by the exercise of uncommon natural abilities,
ol extraordinary energy and perseverance, he
hopes to rise. And here, it must be under-
stood, that education commences in the eradle,
and that the impressions made upon the virgin
tablets of the mind, be they good or be they
evil, even at the earliest age, ure often inefface=-
able; and next, thut edueation in the domestic
circle, which is too often considered as no part
of education at all, is in fuct of the utmost 1m-
portance to the future prosperity of the boy if
properiy conducted,and that it exercises a most
buneful inflaence when npeglected or injudici-
ously managed.  In like munner does the good
or tad elementary edocation which he receives
affect bis future scholarship. Defective ground-

I'ie most difficuit tusk of both Professor and
Student is the unlearning of what has been im-
properly learnc, the learning of those things
which should have formed the solid basis of the
knowledge ‘which he seeks to acquire, and
which he hus either neglected or imperfectly
acquired.  This, then, isimperatively the duty
of all ‘parents and of all teachers to whom is
committed the important task of the early in-
struction of youth, so to lay tho foundation as
to ensure the stability of the superstructure;
to give them such a solid bagis of primary
knowledge that their future progress way not
be retarded, or, perchance, utterly prevented,
by their igonorance of what it 18 no part of a
Collegiate course to teach. Supposing this to
have been done, the student who passes the
matriculation examination has before him three
years of bard work, which will tax all his fa-
culties to the utmost and demand the exercise
of all the diligent application which he can
bring to bear upon the various subjects with
which be has to become acquainted. It can-
not be too distinctly stated, or too distinetly
understood, that the student who wishes to p: g3
with distinction—or, indeed, to pass at all—
through the three years’ course of instruction
necessury to qualify him for the final examin-
ation, must be prepared for an amount of hard
work, of which his school experience can give
him but a faint idea. .

And first in this course [ will place Clas-
sical Literature, as one of the most important
branches to the future scholar, as the one which
in indispensable to every educated wan ; an un-
doubted fact, which I the more readiy assert
here because I know that the number of those
who appreciate the advantage of a Classical
Liducation is greatly on the increase in the Pro-
vince, and that the time is approaching
when its remaining opponents will be convin-
ced of their error in maintaining that the study
of th.e Classies is a sheer wast of time, a frittering
away of yearsin the acquisition ot dead Lan-
guages, which are perfectly uscless when ac-
quired, and in asserting that all the informa-
ton to be attained from Greek and Latin
author, could much more readily be imparted by
translations.  This arguwment can, however,
readily be met by the well koown fact,
that 1n modern tiwes no one mun has been
pre eminent in Literature, in Science, at the
Bar, or in the Pulyit, who has not also been an
excellent classical scholar, and if 1t be asked
upon what principle rests the system of mak-
ing the study of ancientautho:s so importanta
ract of education, I reply, upon thi-, that as
they “offer the best models, 188 right to em-
pluy them to form the iotelligence and the
waste, and to direct the labors ‘of youth'; a prin-
ciple which cannot be contested, one which
was adopted by the Romans, among whom
every well educated man studied Greek, while
on the other hand, the Greeks studied no Lan-
guge but their own, because they had no
models, but served as such to the whole world.
And again, what should we gain by neglecting
the riclies within our reach? Isour own lan-
guage or rich that we can dispense with what
L as been written io that of the ancients? Why
should we rest contented with trapslations
merely—many of them very defective—all of
them necessarily inferior to the originals—of
that multitude of famous writers who have
nelped to form our own. It is ohjected that
Latin is useless since no one speaks it Can
that be useless whieh forms the mind, the rea-
son, the taste ol stadious, youth? Will it be said
that they learn nothing but words? What ! will
the study of historians, orators, dramatic,
epic and satirical poets—of philosophers and of
the learned of ancient Rome, teach no more
than words ! Will not a vast mass of ideas.and
of instruction of every kind, beacquircd at the
same time! And can the study of them in Eng-
lish versions accomplish the same ohject ! No—
for the difference betweenreading and studying
is great, and the difficulties of the lunguage
compel such a degree of attention to the sub-
jeet us few could otherwise be induced to be-
stow when memory alone has to be exercised,
while in this case it inevitably becomes enriched
by the necessary efforts ot intellect. I pass
over a thousand other advantages ; I say no-
thing of that which results from that com-
paring of men and of writers which has so
wonderful an effect in developing mind and ta-
lent, of theimpulse which the youthful imag na-
tion receives [rom the enthusiastic admiration
which eannot fail to be excited by the perusal of
the orginals ; the fruitful sources ol imitation
which are laid open to those who study them,
of an imitation which 18 if itself an additional
treasure even to the highest talent. In a word,
the clissical Scholar has prepared for bim
through life inexhaustible delights. the alisence
of which must be daily and bourly lamented
by him who bhas neglected to become one.

Thus the opponents of a classical education
cannot maintain their positign ; they have ever
Leen in the minority, because they have argued
against their convictions of educated men, and
agiinst abler alversaries of the revers, and
now they yicd to the conviction of its nevessity
hecauss they are compelled to acknowledge that

Lot various griades—that ripe as the world is, it

ing is the bane of education in this Provinee;—

as long as society exists, it must bs composed
