that the soubriquet of one of his
ancestors was conferred upon him,
and he was wery generally called
Athelstaue the Unready. His
friends, and he had many, who, as
avell as Ledric, were passionately
attached to him, contended that
this sluggish temper arose not
from want of courage, but from
want of decision; others alleged.
that his hereditary vice of drunk-
enness had obscured his faculties,
never of very acute order, and that
the p:ssive courage and meek
good-nature which remained be-
hind, wese merely the dregs of a
chargcter that might ‘have been
deserving of praise, but of which
all the valnable parts had flown off
in the progress of a long course of
brutal debauchery.

We have before us a letter from a gen-
tleman from Victoria County, who has
most sdvanced views on immigration
and settlement, and he thinksounr views
ou the * Scheme ” proposed by Hans
Peter ¢ Lvegourd 7 Peterson were quite
correct. {le goes on to say ;—

“ We have had too much of this kind
of work already. What the Govern.
ment should do in this part of the Pro-
~ vinee is to get back by exchange or
purchase u tract of lard from the Rail-
way Con pany along the County line
betsveen Madgswaska and Victorja, and
ppen a road on that ling Lo Bestjig »ughe,
This is the finest tract of settling Jands
in New Brunswick, and all necessary
is for the government to open the roads
and thus throw the land open for set-
tlement. It Danes choose to come and
gettle there let them, bat there is no
necessity  for making special arrange-
meiits 1o bring them heyre, as the land
would be taken up immediately by onr
own voung men who deserve some con-
sideration at the hands of the Govern
ment.”

This is precisely what we say; but
this certainly is not the view Mr. Hans
Peter Peterron and his brother would
jake ot it. Mr. Peterson wants to have
the name of carryving out a big scheme,
and thys revive and do honor to the
obsolete name of Liscay; |.e wants above
all to reap the profits of that Beheme,
We do hope, therefore, that the Govern-
ment will pursue the even tevor of its
way and calm]y consider the Scjjeme
on its merits.

As we have said repeatedly, we urge
ne objection to bringing in foreig ners
by the score to people onr Jlands, but
we do say now with our correspond-
ent, and we have always said 1t, that
RO &-‘pcpiill inducements shonld be held
ont to these pc.o_plc so long as we have
strong ariged gnd stogt hearted young
men of ouy owy whe wonld he glad to
avajl themselves of these ipdncements.

FURTHER QU EER ANECDOTES OF THE
AUTOCRAT OF RUSSIA,

[Boguslawski's Memoirs.]

In the year 1844, when a piree bearing
the title, **The Ewmperor Paunl” was
announced for performonce jn Paris,
Nicholas wrote 1o the Kin», ¢ If von
do vot forbid the rej yeseutation 1 will
send a million of spectators to hiss it
from the stage.”’

As the Emperor was once taking a
walk he heard a man and a woman
talking loudly in the German langunage.
Hearirg the man deelare that be would
not leaye the spot until he had seen the
Emperor, t: e latter went towards him
and demanded who he was and what
he wished., The German . who did not

know the Czar, answered that he was

an artisan from Eamburg and desired
to submit a paper desceribing a new and
cheap method of making shoe soles for
the army,: * Why do vou apply direct
to the Emperor?” inguirved the Czar;
“why bave you not first addvessed your-
selt to some one about him?” ¢ wish-
ed to do =0 and ealled on the Chieft of
Police for the purpose,” returned the
man, “*but his clerk asked me to pay
300 roubles, which is impossible as |
have no money.” “ Then yvou might
have communicated with the Governor-
General,” sageested the Czar. ¢ Has
he, then, no Secretary?’ inguired the
man. ** If o, 500 instead of 300 roubles
would probably have heen depmapded of
me.”  The Emperor, smuiling, said,
*Then youn should have gone with vour
petition direct to the Grand Duke
Michael Pawlowitsch.” ¢ To him!
Go to that scourge of soldiers, the
Grand Duke? Not tor the world!” re-
plied the man. “Well; my fine fellow,”?
said the Czar, “if vou will only transact
vour business with the Emperorin per-
son, speak up, for I am he.” At this
unexpected revelation, the tonest Ham-
burger was so terrified that, trembling
from head to foot, he fell on his knees.
In doing so his hat dropped from his
hand. The Emperor’s dog, his alinost
constant companion, seizing his hat,
began playing with it  The Emperor
contemplated the scene with character-
istic pride, hvgely relishing  the fright
of the poor artisan. At last he pulled
the hat from between the dog’s tecth,
and, handingjit, smiling, to the still
kneeling Hambuarger, said: **Do not be
alarmed, my friend; give me your pa-
per; I will bave it examiged. Mean-
while, come to the palage, where vou
shall have a pecuaniary incemuity for
the fright you have suffered.” On the
day following, the Emperor invited the
Grand Duke Michael Pawlowitseh, the
Governor-General, Count Essen, and
the Chief of Police. Kokosenkin, 1o dine
with him. He related to them the ad-
venture he had had and enjeyed im-
mens=ely their embarassment and
confusion. What came of the proposal
does not gppeay, byt the Hamburger
himse!t went ;myad, At this tepmination
of the affair the Emperor was wyoved
with compassion, and allowed the faiy-
ily of the victiin a regular pension,
