QUESTION. 

The Post of Thursday last undertakes 

to ridicule the position taken by TaE 

TiMEs on the license question in Albert, 

and in doing so it displays its own stu- 

pidity in a manner that must have dis- 

gusted those who know that both the 

real and the ostensible editors of the 

Post are lawyers, and who might there- 

fore have expected it would throw some 

light on the question in dispute. It 

will be remembered that we advanced 

the opinion that if the Sessions of Al- 

bert were legally bound to grant li- 

censes it was the business of the dealers 

to make them do it and, failing in this, 

that they would have no right to sell 

without license. The lawyer editor of 

the Post asserts that our reasoning is 

not sound, but in the same breath it 

tells of Mr. Thompson, Q. C.,; on be- 

half of one McManus applying, in 1874, 

to the Supreme Court, and obtaining, a 

Rule Nisi for a Mandamus to compel 

the Sessions of King's County to grant 

him a license. 

that Mr. Thompson is as good a lawyer 
as the editor of the Post, and we are 

sure that if he believed that the refusal 

of the Sessions was as good as a license, 

he would never have applied for a Man- 
damus. What Mr. McManus did ‘is 

what we believe the dealers in Albert 

ought to do if they would thoroughly 

test the value of the rights they claim. 

Notwithstanding Mr. Thompson, how- 

ever, and the Supreme Court, and Mr. 

McManus and Tue Tives, the Post de- 

clares that if a license is ‘‘ refused ille- 

gally” the seller cannot be liable to fine 

and imprisonment, Perhaps not; we 

are not a lawyer—a circumstance for 

which we often feel profoundly thank- 

ful when we see the kind of material 

that lawyers are sometimes made of. 

But to us it seems odd that a violation 

of duty on the part of the Sessions can 

justify another violation on the part of 

the seller. If our young friend, Milner, 

were refused license to get married, 

would he be justified in proceeding with 

the ceremony without it? 
The Post then quotes the judgment 

of Chief Justice Ritchie in the King’s 

County case, which declares ultra vires 

an act of the Legislature prohibiting 

the sale of liquor in certain cases, but 

it fails to see that this does not apply to 

Albert from the fact that the law under 
which the Sessions there are acting does 

not prohibit the sale of liquor. Then, 

with this judgment before it, our con- 

temporary urges the temperance bodies 

to secure a law enabling ‘‘ each commu- 

nity to deal with its licenses absolutely, 

both with regard to granting and with- 

holding,” though this is just exactly 

what the Chief Justice in his judgment 

says cannot be done. 

We fear that our legal friend’s brain 

has become confused by what it saw at 

the Centennial, or by an overdose of 

temperance or some such thing. He 

will have to clarify his ideas a little be- 

fore they will be of much value in Al- 

bert.

1 
would respectfully request the Superin- 
tendent and some of those who raise 
such a cry about running the train 
through on Sunday morning to make a 
through trip and I am sure their reli- 
gious zeal will give way to common 
sense and allow the trains to lie over at 
Moncton over Sunday, as 1 was led to 
understand they would do by the Agent 
at Montreal.

THE WORLD'S FAIR. 

Privaperrais, Nov. 1, 1876. 

Ten days remain in which many thou- 

sands must crowd and push their way, 

and expend a great deal of nervous and 
vital energy in seeing the exhibition. 

A little understanding of crowding may 

be obtained by those who visited here 

when the daily average was 25,000. 
Now we find the average for the weeks 

ending—Oct. 14th, 84,000; Oct. 21st, 

103,000; Oct. 28th, 94,000. When it 

was found that in summer, from influ- 

ences of great heat, high railroad fares 

and hard times, the exhibition was not 

paying, the usual American sagacity 

and ingenuity came to the relief of the 

Commissioners, and State days, Mer- 

chants’ days and days of nationalities 

were inaugurated. One of these (Penn- 

sylvania day) showed an attendance of 

274,000 paying visitors. So great was 

the enthusiasm and desire to make this 
exceed all days, that a fine, stout gentle- 
man paid for his own admission and the 
spirit of his wife ana daughter who, he 
said, could not come but in spirit! The 
Governor and staff went in en masse, 
but sent the money to the office for 
each person. Now, when German day 
comes, lager will freely flow, and a bet- 
ter natyred assemblage shall not have 
been seen there before. 
The merchants of Philadelphia are 

considering the propriety of establishing 
a stock company, purchasing the main 
building, and keeping a permanent ex- 
hibition. Many exhibitors see money 

in it as an advertising medium, and 
many have expressed their desire to 
continue their exhibit. The State of 
Pennsylvania and City of Philadelphia 
already own Memorial, Machinery and 
Horticultural Halls, and recently have 
been tendered as a gift from the Eng- 
lish Government St. George’s House 
a grand, comfortable and solid structure 
in the Elizabethian style of architec- 
ture. It is insinuated that Philadelphia 
will have a large-sized white elephant, 
but whatever they have undertaken so 
far has been successful. Had not Penn- | 
sylvania and Rhiladelphia cobtributed | 
nearly two millions of dollars, we would 
not have had a Centennial, which in 
completeness in detail has never been 
equalled. Nor was there ever a world’s 
fair with so little of chronic grumbling 
and fault-finding. 

In the distribution of awards some- 
body had to come in second,; and ex- 
ceptions to the ralings of judges are fre- 
quent, but the judges are well chosen, 
of all nations, men of ability, and, as a 
rule, have filled properly positions very 
trying and perplexing—enough to turn 
some people’s hair white in 24 hours.

medals are alike, but the diploma ac- 
companying the medal sets forth the 
character, merit and quality of the ex- 
hibit for which the award is given. 
Thus the good points of an exhibit are 
shown, when in other forms of awards 
they would receive no notice whatever.

THE FISHERIES CASE.—In the case of 
Robertson vs. Steadman, in which judg- 
ment? has lately been given by the Supreme 
Court of this Province, the Act allowing 
the Deminion Government to grant fish- 
ing licenses has been held constitutional; 
and the Court have established the right 
of the Government to grant leases of In- 
land and non-tidal rivers. Mr. Justice 
Fisher dissented from the judgement of 
the majority of the Court. All the Judges 
however, agreed in the opinion that the 
powers of the Government does not ex- 
tend to non-tidal rivers the banks of which 
have been granted without excepting the 
beds of the streams, in which cases the 
rights of riparian proprietors extend ad 
filum aquae; and the latter would have the 
right to fish, to the exclusion of all other 
persons, even the lessees of the Govern.

An Infernal Machine Explodes on a 
Railroad Train, 

The baggage car of train No. 32 on- 
the Pennsylvania R. R., bound to New 
York, on Friday afternoon, was set on 
fire by an explosion, causing excitement 
and alarm. Among the baggage check- 
ed for New York was a large Saratogo 
trank, placed in the upper tier of 
trunks in the car. When the -train, 
which contained many Centennial pas- 
sengers, had reached Metuchin, about 
22 miles from Jersey City, there was a 
loud explosion in the baggage car, which 
hurled the trunks about and threw the 
men in the car to the floor. Flames 
burst from the pile of baggage and 
spread rapidly. = The train was stopped 
at Rahway to extinguish the fire, and 

caused the damage were collected. It 
was found to be a large Saratogo trunk, 
made of a very thin wood. The remains 
of a little machine were found among 
the broken boards, and showed that 
the explosion was the result of a design. 
A small pistol, attached by wire to the 
brass works of a clock, was arranged in 
such a way that when the hands reach- 
ed the figure 12 on'the dial the pisto 
was discharged. The charge was id 
into some inflammable substance, which 
caused the explosion and the fire, The 
drmage will not exceed $500, but it 
would have begn much greater but for 
the fact that the trunk was at the top 
of the car. 
Tue riilroad officials are making an 

investigation John Silpath, the bag- 
gage master believes that the explosion 
was designed for the destruction of the 
railroad train. Conductor Stockton 
thought it was intended to do some 
damage in New York, but the trunk 
had probably been delayed.
