SECRET

treuse—It Has Made Them Rich.

The monks of t;;—Grande Chartreuse
are still aawiting the completion ef
their new home, which is to be near
Vienna. The French government has
definitely expeiied - the order from
France, and its cloister, formerly the
richest in the department of Isere,
stands deserted. The government de-
clared, in answer to tge last petition
of the monks to be allowed. to return
to their old home, that the congrega-
tion had never been authorized from
the time of its foundation in 108¢. .

After their first expulsion, ip 1791,
the monks returneqd in 1816 to Franmce.
Seventeen years afterwarg they began
to .manufacture the liquor now asso-
clated with their names more closely
than any other attribute of the order.
