figure, long known for his vehement 
enthusiasm in the cause of temperance. 
Colonial Secretary Chamberlain sent 

a telegram to the electors pointing out 
that thronghout the war Sir Wilfrid 
had “invariably sympathized with the 
enemies of his country.”
