He advocates the 

survey of the route westward from the 

Lake St. John country, and the con- 

struction of such colonization roads as 

the character of the country will 

justify. But it is perfectly true that 

Mr. Borden does not advocate the ex- 

penditure of $50,000,000 in Quebec or 

any other province merely for the sake 

of spending money. He is not that 

sort of public man.

ORLOFF FAILED 
- - 

And Kuropatkin's Strategy 

Was Upset. 
- 

Arrival of a Russian Transport in 

San Francisco Causes Some 

Talk. 

> o 

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 12.—A 
Russian correspondent says Kuropat- 

kin’s strategy was upset by the failure 

of Major General Orloff to hold General 
Kuroki's. extreme right. According to 

this correspondent Kuropatkin’s plan 

was to catch Kuroki after he had 
crossed the Taitze River by a quick 

and clever movement. Orloff’s mission 

was to attack desperately the front of 

Kuroki’s army which had marched 

northwast to hold him, and if possible 

to drive him back towards Kuropatkin 
while the latter, severing Xuroki’s 

communication, struck with all his 
might at his flank and rear. But Or- 
loff was unequal to the task assigned 

to him. His division had just arrived 

from Russia, and its fighting efficiency 

was not known. When he struck Ku- 
roki, Orloff was wounded early in the 

fight and compelled to hand over his 

command. To make the matter worse 
the horse of his chief of staff bolted. 
The division could not resist the on- 
slaught of Japan’s best troops, gave 

way and retreated. In the meantime 
Kuropatkin was launching his attack, 

but when he found the Japanese were 

turning his left he was compelled to 

abandon the offensive, withdraw and 

order a retreat. As it turned out, how- 

ever, General Stakelburg had come to 

Orloff’s rescue and checked the Jap- 

anese flanking movement just before 

they reached Yentai. Had Kuropatkin 

held on a little longer the fate of the 

day might have been different, as this 

was the critical moment for Kuroki, 
referred to in the despatches from the 

Japanese side. 
MUKDEN, Sept. 12.—Last night the 

rain fell in torrents, and today it is 

still raining. The road is almost im- 

pasable and movements are at a stand- 

still. The town is so crowded that 
foodstuffs are almost unprocurable. 
Prices have doubled and quadrupled. 

The division settlers lost almost all of 
their supplies during the Russian re- 

treat. The civilians are besieging the 

railroad station and other eating 

Dlaces, but it is well nigh impossible 

to get food. : 
WASHINGTON, , Sept. 12.—Admiral

and was a disagreeable event, for it 

had been hoped by the officials that 

America would escape being drawn 

into the necessity of making close de- 
cisions and respecting rights of be- 
leaguered vessels in United States 

ports.

Then the statement was 
made that after all this was not a
