+ OTTAWA, May 28.—The government 
in the closing days of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific debate appearad to greater dis- 
advantage, If possible, than in: the 
earlier stages of the discussion. Hon. 
Mr. Fielding’s argument was a weak 
one for him, while Hon. Mr. Emmer- 
son's explanation of his long silence 
was no explanation at all. What he 
said did not deceive the house for a 
moment, and his remarks drew but 
faint applause, from the occupants of 
the government back benches, who 
have acquired the habit of banging 
their desks whenever a minister makes 
a stentorian utterance and of yelling 

. *No” in thunder tones against every 
opposition amendment, irrespective of 
its pertinence and value to the coun- 
try. The finance minister, like Hon. 

John Haggart, talks to the party be- 

hind him and does not always face the 
Speaker's chair. It rather pleases the’ 

rank snd file to be personally address- 

ed, and Fielding knows how to do it. 
The thing may be a trick of oratory, 

but it has its effect on the galleries, 

where very little of what is said on the 

floor of the house can be heard, as the 

occupants carry away the impression 

that volumes of applause only follow 

the making of good points. Hansard 

is a sealed book to the general public. 

In the case of Hon. Mr. Haggart the 

habit of addressing the back benches 

is a natural one. He cannot help it. 

The hon. member when talking stands 

on a pivot, as it were, and turns to 

the four points of the compass with 

almost clock-like regularity. He is an 

impressive speaker and alwavs com- 

mands atiention. As regards railways 

he possesses a practical knowledge 

that stands him in good stead when 

replying to political opponents. 

It is freely admitted by supporters 

of the government, particularly from 

Ontario, that the opposition’s platform 

of state ownership of railways is a 

strong one. If the country is to pay 

90 per cent. of the cost of the con- 

sfroction and maintenance of the pro- 

posed transcontinental line, why not 

put up the other ten per cent. and run 

the road, instead of handing it over to 

a private corporation? So strong an 

impression has this proposition made, 

that the air is full of rumors of another 

session of the house before dissolu- 

tion, but these rumors may have been 

purposely set afloat to lull the opposi- 

ition into apathy and to then spring 

the campaign at short notice. But 

the conservatives will not be caught 

mapping. Japan in time of peace pre- 

pared for war, so far with a very cre- 

ditable measure of success. 

There was an incident on May 26 

that deserves wide publicity, as show- 

ing the free and easy manner in which 

the ministers trifle with the house and 

bamboozle the country. It was pre- 

cipitated by the leader of the opposi- 

tion, who showed that on no less than 

four or five occasions during the pre- 

sent session members asked the gov- 

ernment for copies of all correspond- 

ence and documents relating to the 

Grand Trunk Pacific job, and that as 

late as April 20 Sir Wilfrid Laurier had 

replied to his (Borden's) question 

“everything has been brought down.” 

This answer was in line with previous 

assurances this session and last ses- 

sion, yet that very day (May 26) the 

minister of finance produced a docu- 

ment dated December, 1902, that had 

not been presented to parliament. He 

(Borden) could not see on what 

grounds the first minister could pos- 

sibly justify that action. The pledge 

that every communication had been 

brought down was given on several 
occasions without any equivocation or 

qualification whatever. Yet now Hon. 

Mr. Fielding had announced that the 

Grand Trunk had demanded a land 

grant as well as other aid from 

Canada. One might as 'well call an 

act of parliament private and confiden- 

tial as to place this land grab in the 

same category. Mr. Fielding had not 

the grit to refer to the document at an 
earlier stage, but waited till the clos- 

ing hours of the debate ‘by permission 

of the Grand Trunk.” Had it not been 
that the government thought it would 

be to their interest to produce this 

document after assuring the house 

that no such document existed, parilia- 

ment would have gone on believing 

that Sir Wilfrid had stated the facts 

and that the Grand Trunk had not ap- 
plied for a land grant. Mr. Borden's 

remarks, delivered with more than us- 
ual vigor, created a profound sensa- 

tion. 

The premier was rattled and made 
for him a rather lame and nasty re- 

ply. He did not propose to be lectured 

by Mr. Borden. He was the custodian 

of his own honor and when he receiv- 

ed a latter marked “private and con- 

fidential” he did not think he was au- 
thorized in bringing it down to par- 

lament. “Everyone has his own way 

of looking at these things,” said Sir 

Wilfrid amid roars of ironical laugh- 

ter. © The point that tickled the op- 

position was the public reading of a 

document by Mr. Fielding that the 

premier said he had protected on his 

honor until he obtained the permiss- 

lon of Mr. Hays, the master of the ad- 

ministration, to make public, 

Dr. Sproule of East Grey, is an au- 

thority on parliamentary usage and 

procedure. He pointed out that no 

document, althcugh addressed to the 

premier, which applied to the coun- 

try for cash, credit ‘or lands, could 

possibly be considered confidential. 

The first minister had made no refer- 

ence in his answers to any confidential 

document, which was an absolute in- 
fringement of the courtesy due to par- 

Hament. Said Dr. Sproule: ‘When 

it answered the purpose of the Hon. 

Mr. Mulock as postmaster general to 

glve a confidential communication to 

the house he gave it, and when it an- 

swered the purpose of the government 

to give this confidential Grand Trunk 
proposition to the house it was given, 

but not till then. 

Mr. Bell of Pictou, in implimenting 

Dr. Sproule’s remarks, declared that 

the course the prime minister had de- 

cided upon involved him in giving in- 

correct informaton to the house. The 

government was asked whether the 

company had appled for land grants 

and the reply was that it had not, 

whereas the fact had just been brought 

out by the finance minister that they 
had applied for 5,000 acres per milie. 

There was no authority for treating 
such applications as confidential. They 

came to the government as a commit- 

tee of rarliament, and to treat them as 

confidential was giving the authors an 
advantage they should not* possess. 

Mr. Barker of Hamilton made it ab- 
solutely clear that the premier did not 
say ha had produced everthing except 

A ¢ 

papers that were confidential, but had 

misled the house by stating without 
equivocation that he produced every- 
thing bearing on the subject. Now it 

was discovered that a most important 

document had been concealed from the 
representatives of the people in parlia- 
ment, 

Mr. Clancy of Bothwell remarked 
that the finance minister, who is very 
fond of cheap victories, had just dis- 
closed a conspiracy against the rights 
of the people of Canada. He knew of 
no more serious crime than that the 
government should deliberately con- 
ceal documents that belong to the pub- 
He. Mr, Speaker rising from his seat 

notified Mr. Clancy that he did not 
think it parliamentary to say there 

was a deliberate concealment. Mr. 
Clancy sujgested the words ‘“deliber- 

ately withheld,” but Mr. Speaker could 
not see that these words were better. 
Mr. Clancy prompily withdrew his re- 

marks and then added: “I will say 

that ihe prime minister unconsciously 

withh:ld i{t—that he was not acting 

upon his own will or motion, but was 

acting on the advice of the Grand 
Trunk Railway Company.” No objec- 

tion being raised as to this way of 

putting the case, Mr. Clarcy’s remarks 

will grace the pages of Hansard. 
—— 

Sir William Mulock, who was keen- 
ly Scored by Mr. Pringle of Cornwall 

and Stormont, and others for his pub- 

lication of private and confidential 

correspondence left in the post office 

department by his predecessors in of- 

fice, made the excuse that he did not 
know the contents of these letters un- 
til after they had been printed, and 

that the publication was the work of 

one of the officers of his department, 

of course with his permission. It was 
the old, old story, ‘The office boy did 

it.” 

OTTAWA, May 28.—Brief reference 
was made in the despatches to Dr. 

Daniel's effective exposure of Hon. 

Mr. Fielding’s misrepresentation of 

the ‘attitude of St. John towards the 
question of government ownership of 

railways. A fuller report contains 

much of interest to the people down 
by the sea. In the ¢ourse of hisre- 
marks, Dr, Daniel said : 

J. W. Daniel (St. John city)—I have 

no intention this evening of making a 

speech. I have already stated in this 

house my views, and I believe also the 

views of the constituency which I re- 

present, in regard to this transcontin- 
ental railway. But, sir, the hon. fin- 

ance minister, in ‘the course of his 
speech tonight, made such an extended 

reference to the city which I have the 

hongr to represent, that I could not 

allow this discussion to pass by with- 

out saying a word or two, not only 

to correct the hon. gentleman to a 

certain extent, but in order that the 

ideas of the Board of Trade of the city 
of St. John, which he so largely quot- 

ed, should not be misrepresented in 

this house and all over the country. 
The hon. minister of finance quoted 

some of the resolutions which had been 
passed by the St. John Board of Trade; 
and if IT heard him distinctly, I think 

he said those resolutions were passed 

in the month of May. Now, reference 

Las been made to the evolution which 

takes place in public opinion, and 're- 

farence was made in that connection 
to the idea of government ownership. 

I think the minister of finance spoke 

about platforms being used only to 

get in on. The hon. gentleman who 

has just taken his seat gave a very 
effective reply to that, when he made 

some reference to a platform known as 

the liberal platform, which was adépt- 

ed in the city of Ottawa some years 

ago. If I mistake not, one of the 

planks of that platform was that the 

liberal party should advocate free 

trade as it was in England. So when 

the hon. finance minister shows that 
the government and the party which 

he represents are able to change their 

opinions very frequently, or as often 

as they think necessary, surely gentle- 

men on this side of the house and the 

people of the country have a right 
to change their views also. As the 

country advances and education 

spreads among the people, views must 

necessarily change. The hon. finance 

minister referred to hon. gentlemen on 

this side of the house who had voted 
against government ownership. Sup- 

pose hon. gentlemen on this side of 

the house or hon. gentlemen on the 

other side have at some time or othe 
voted against government ownership, 

that is no reason why at this time or 
at some future time they should not 

be in favor of it. Government owner- 

ship might be all very well at one 

period of a nation's existence and a 

very poor thing at another period. 

These things must be determined by 
the facts as they are at the time. The 
hon. minister of finance quoted one or 

two resolutions passed by the St. John 

Board of Trade, but he did not quote 

them all, and I intend to fill up that 

little hiatus which he has left in the 

history of the proceedings in St. John. 
When I first had the opportunity of 

addressing this hon. house I referred 

to those resolutions, so that the fact 

that the hon. minister of finance has 
not referred to them is a little more 

noticeable than it would otherwise 

have been, because he certainly must 

have known of them. The resolutions 
which he read were passed in the 
month of May; the resolutions which 
I will read were passed in the month 

of August. The people of St, John 

were beginning to study this transcon- 

tinental railway scheme, and while 

they looked at it in the first place sim- 

ply from an Intercolonial point of 

view, they began to think of other 

things in connection with it. They 

began to have it driven home to them 

that as there was nothing in this 

agreement to compel the routing of 

freight to maritime province ports, it 

was necessary to pass some resolu- 
tions other than those which the min- 
ister of finance has referred to; and 
the first one brought before the Roard 

of Trade at the time I speak of reads 
as follows: 

Whereas, it is of vital importance to 

the development of the over-sea traffic 
of the dominion that its exports should 
be shipped via Canadian ports; and 

Whereas, under the terms of the 

Grand Trunk Pacific Railway contract 
now under consideration by the domin- 

ion parliament, routed freight may be 
shipped via foreign ports; and 

a very large porticn of the freight 

from the west by the.proposed ra#way 

may be routed via such foreign ports, 

contrary to the declared policy of the 
dominion government, that the pro- 

ported via Canadian ports only, both 
in gagmmer and winter; 

ion of the St. John Board of Trade, 

the contract sheuld ba go vamied that 

4 originating on the line of the proposed 

speech. I have not prepared any 
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railway or its branches, and carried 
by the railway for export, shall be 

shipped via Canadian ports. 
Further resolved that copies of this 

resolution be sent to the senators and 
members of the house of commons for 
the province of New Brunswick. 

That was one of the resolutions 
which was offered, but not the one 
which wae passed. The members of 
the St. John board of trade thought 

that it was not sufficiently strong, and 

the one which was passed I shall now 
read, and 1 think that hon. members 

will conclude that at all events there 
is one board of trade in this dominion 
which believes in the extension of the 
Intercolonial to the west and govern- 

ment ownership and operation of that 

railway. The resolution which was 

passed is as follows: 
In view of the present proposition for 

a Grand Trunk transcontinental rafl- 
way, and believing that the best inter- 

ests of Canada would be conserved by 
the building of a government owned 

and managed transcontinental line; 

and also believing that a subsidy of 
cash and land grants to a corpor- 

ation may result in the land passing 

into foreign control; and further be- 

lieving it best for the government of 

Canada to retain the land for settlers 

at a fair valuation; the St. John board 
of trade places itself on record as fav- 

oring extension of the Intercolonial 

railway from Montreal across the 

continent through Camadian territory, 

and the improvement of harbor facil- 

ities, particularly on the gulf of St. 

Lawrence and on the maritime pro- 
vince coast. 
This is the position which the St. 

John board of trade took at that time 
and which it still holds. Therefore, I 
shall find no ‘difficulty in supporting 

the amendment offered by my hon. 

in conformity with the views of the 

constituency I have the honor to re- 

present. 

On the question of government own- 

ership,’ the minister of railways and 

canals (Mr. Emmerson) — he was 
here a moment ago, hasthe gone again? 

This is the first time I have had'the 
honor of a seat in this house and I 
therefore cannot speak from personal 

experience, but I have understood that 

the present minister of railways and 

canals only a short time ago”express- 

ed himself in favor of government 

ownership and the extension of the 

Intercolonial. 
Mr. Henderson. So he did. 

Mr. Daniel. I wonder now that he 
should be so backward in coming 

forward and stating his position in 

such a way that no one will be able 

to doubt what his views are. I think 

it is due to the house and the coun- 

try that he should come to the front 
and let us know, :f he has changed his 

views what has induced him to change. 

And if not, let him state his views in 

an open and manly manner as he ought 

to do. The hon. the finance minister 
paid a compliment to the people of the 

city in which I reside. He said that 
they were far-seeing business men, 

but at the tail end of his eulogy, he 

rather intimated that they were sel- 
fish as well. Well, sir, I take it that 
we are all selfish. There ,are many 

members in this house, but I do not 

know one of whom I could say that he 

is a purely unselfish man, and as far 
as our position in this parliament is 

concerned, we are elected for the pur- 

pose of representing our constituency. 

If it were not necessary for every 

different part of the country to be re- 

presented, it would be very easy to 

say, why, there are 214 seats to be oc- 

cupied in this house, let the members

be clected to these seats in a holus 
bolus fashion and not necessarily be- 
cause they represent different parts of 

the country. But the very fact that 

we are elected to represent different 
parts of the country, goes to show that 
each one should represent the particu- 
lar constituency to which he was elect- 
ed. Therefore I think no representa- 
tive is called upon to apologize for 

representing the constituency which 

elected him, and the charge of selfish- 

ness hardly lies against those who are 
endeavoring to save the country use- 
less expenditure. In order to make 
this line as short as possible and with 
easy grades, the only way is to bring 
it down the valley of the St. John riv- 

er to the city of St. John. In that way 
you would get the shortest possible 

line. The minister of finance gave as 

one of the reasons why this line should 
be built that it would be very far from 
the border and consequently more 

valuable from a military point of view. 

Well, I would like to draw the hon. 
gentleman’s attention to the fact that 

the liberal party in this country op- 

posed the building of the Intercolonial 
when the reason given for the route 

selected was that it would suit mili- 

tary purposes. Then these hon. gen- 

tlemen sneered at that contention, but 

now it is brought forward as a strong 

reason in support of this scheme of 

the government. But the fact is that, 

in so far as any information we have 

been able to obtain goes, it will be dif- 

flcult to find any route across north- 
ern New Brunswick, if the road is to 
go across to Moncton, which will be a 

better route or by which freight can 

be carried any better than by the iIn- 

tercolonial. At all events, I give as 

my authority the report of Sir Sand- 

ford Fleming, which was published in 

the sessional papers a good many years 

ago, at a time when he was endeavor- 

ing to find the very best route for the 

Intercolonial. When the hon. minis- 

ter of finance attributed the removal 
of the Allan line from St. John to 
Halifax to the fact that there was on- 
ly one line of railway to St. John, I 

looked over to the minister of railways 
and “wondered if he .would allow such 
a statement to go uncorrected. Surely 
the minister’ of railways will recog- 
nize the fact that there are two rail- 
ways going to St. John, one of them 

being the railway over which he pre- 

sides. I think that was a mistake 
which the minister of finance should 
hardly have made, especially under 
the circumstances. 

Because, if these Allan line boats 
were to take in freight at Halafix, 

that freight would have to be given to 

them by the Intercolonial railway, 
and it could have been carried just 
as well to St. John — and so much 
cheaper as it was so much nearer. 

The fact is that, as to the taking 

away of the:Allan line from St. John 

to Halifax, it was really rather in the 

nature of a little trick played on the 
people of St. John, because the Inter- 

colonial that gave these boats the 

freight at Halifax could much more 

easily have given that freight at St. 

John. I think the hon. member for 
Hants (Mr. Russell) objects to gov- 

ernment ownership. We find cited as 
a reason for objecting to it the exper- 

ience that this country has had with 

the Intercolonial. Well, of course, I 

sympathize with that view. But the 

idea we have in our minds on this 

side — the idea I have, at all events — 

of government ownership is not a sys- 

tem under which the minister presid- 

ing over the department finds: his 

highest expression of statesmanship in 

the summary dismissal of some poor 

unfortunate laborer on the railway, or 

filling up the different places with poli- 
tical appointments, running the rail- 

way as a political machine. That is 

not the view which we advocate. We 
advocate government ownership which 

will give as a good a command of the 

railways under the government as the 

best management now has under the 

corporations, such concerns as the 

Canadian Pacific railway and the 

Grand Trunk. There is no doubt that 
if this parliament wishes to have gov- 

ernment control over the Intercolonial 

in such a way that politics shall be 

entirely dismissed from its manage- 

ment, they know very well it can be 

done, and that is the kind of govern- 

ment ownership which we advocate 

and which the people, I believe, re- 

quire, I will not detain the house any 

longer. I simply wished in speaking 

on this occasion, to bring forth the re- 

solutions ;to which I have referred, be- 

cause I think the speeches of the fin- 

ance minister did not place the board 

of traderand the city of St. John in ex- 

actly the right light that they should 

occupy before the members of this 

house and the people of this country.
