bell ought to have some time in whith 
to reconsider his resignation, at least 
thirty days. :

EVENING SESSION. 

At the evening session it was decid- 
ed not to appoint a Sabbath school 
general seeretdry this year, but to al- 
low the committee to continue its 
work in that direction and report at 
the next meeting of the general assem- 
bly. 

Several other reports were adopted, 

and although the assem'p was not in 
a position to finally adjourn, as had 

for a time been anticipated, consider- 

able necessary business was transact- 

ed.

Me felt that 
Mr. Robertséh was such a man that 
they could ndt afford to lose him in 
this work. As far as he could judge 
Mr. Robertson was the best man be- 
fore the assembly, and ha@ all the 
qualities necessary. 

Principal Patrick moved that the as- 
sembly decline to make any appoint- 
ment this year. He did not agree with 

Principad Falconer that the gentleman 
appointed must be essentially the head 
of the Sunday school work. 
Rev. J. D. Boyd of Kingston second- 

ed Principal Patriok's motion. He 
thought managers should be put all 
over the field, after which a secre 
could be appointed to h generally. 

Principal Patricks motibn was car- 
ried. Prindipal Graht then moved that 
the committee be Instrudted to cone 
tinue thelr investigation ahd report to 
the assembly mext year, Jidge Forbes 
seconded the motion, which was car- 
ried. 

Dr. Ramsay of Ottawa submitted the 
report on Church Life and.

All he could 

say to that was, if there was any- 

thing werse than a political grafter 

and infafous legislator it was the 

smooth, glib over-pious character. 

We should not hold ourselves aloof 

from politics and questions which 

mean so much to all.

Dr. McLaren moved that a petition 

be sent to parliament in regard to bet- 

ting at horse racing, and endeavor to 

have this thing stopped by law.

It is fully expected that the assem- 

bly will conclude the transaction of all 
‘business in time for a final adjourn- 
ment at noon today. It is imperative 
that many officials and leading mem- 
bers of the assembly shall leave the 
city on the evening trains. 
The committee appointed to strike 

the committee on church union, to con- 
sist of about sixty members, will re- 

port to the assembly this morning. Dr. 
Somerville is convener. 
Yesterday's business was among the 

most interesting yet taken up by the 
assembly. 

The thirtieth general assembly of the 
Presbyterian church in Canada is at an 
end. At 1.45 yesterday the assembly 
adjourned to meet again in Grant Hall, 
Kipsston, next year. . 
The assembly was one of the 

most Important and interesting in the 
history of the church and the business 
was conducted with the greatest 

wisdom and unanimity, the debates 

being taken part in by some of the 
most prominent scholars and eloquent 
speakers in Canada... The business 
yesterday morning, although some- 

what routine, was particularly import- 
ant. 

The first item of business was the 
presentasion of the sixty-four names 

on the union committee. They were 

adopted and it was decided to draw on 
the different funds of the church to- 
wards paying the expenses of the com- 

mittee when it shall meet from time 
to time, probably not oftener than once 

a year. , 
It was decided that Dr. Carmichael 

shéuld accompany, to Ottawa, the de- 
putation to the government in regard 

to the Regina Industrial School. 

Dr. Bryce, convener of a committee 
on the reception of ministers, submitted 

certain names which he moved should 
be admitted. Considerable discussion 
folowed as to the propriety of admit- 

ting Mw». Mitchell and Mr. Roger, 

evangelists of the far west, who have 
not had the advantages of a university 
or theological course. Principal Pat- 

rick, of Winnipeg, very strongly op- 
posed such an action, contending that 
the general assembly was making a 

great mistake in ac¢epting men of in- 

ferior literary attainments. 
They were, however, admitted. Prof. 

Bryce, Mr, McQueen and others point- 
ing out thelr exceptional spiritual at- 
tainments. 

It was decided that on account of

How Quebec Murderer Escaped the 

Hangman.

ST. SCHOLASTIQUBE, Que., June 10. 
—Theophile Belanger was hanged this 

morning for the murder of his brother- 
in-law, Antoine Seguin, of St. Bustache 

on February 12, 1908. Belanger went 

calmly to the scaffold and before 
mounting the steps said he was pre- 

pared to die. 
The drop fell at 8.02 a. m. and the 

doctor said that as soon as Belanger 

felt the trap fall, fright caused rupture 
of the heart. This is the first occasion 

in Canada in which a man who has 
been hanged showed no sign of life 
after the drop had fallen. All the vil- 

lagers attended mass this morning, the 

hanging taking place while it was in 

progress. 
The condemned man was a well-to- 

do farmer. Trouble had been brewing 
between him and victim for a long time 
over a board bill, The old trouble 
reached a climax a year and a half ago 
when Belanger attempted to force his 
brother-in-law to leave. His discovery 
that a life lease stood in the way evi- 

dently impelled him to shed human 

blood. 
According to his confession he shot 

Seguin as he was entering his own 

barn. Nobody saw the act or heard 

the shot, but suspicion pointed to Bel- 

anger. 
A painful episode of the case was the 

prisoner's declaration after his arrest 
that he shot Seguin because the latter 
had dishonored Belanger’s grown-up 

daughter. The story was afterwards 

declared untrue by the accused,

LORD’S DAY ALLIANCE. 

Report of Executive Presented at 

Recent Convention. 

In presenting to this convention their 

annual report, the executive board of 

the New Brunswick branch of the 

Lord's Day Alliance would express 

their gratitude to God for the growth 

©f the organization in the dominion, 

and for unmistakable evidence of 

strengthened public opinion in the di- 

rection of Lord's day observance. It 

‘is a great satisfaction to see from the 

triennial report of the Dominion L. D. 
A. how greatly the work has been ex- 
tended during the past three years. 
Since the year 1801 the number of 
branches has risen from 210 to 525, an 
increase of almost 160 per cent. and 

in the matter of membership even 

eater progress has been made, there 

ing at the present time 25,000 names 

upon the roll. In the light of these fig- 
ures there is every reason for hopeful- 

ness. 
Shortly after the last provincial con~ 

vention came the decision of the Privy 

Council in the special test case sub- 

jnitted by the Ontario government, & 
[decision which practically declares all 

Provincial Lord’s Day Acts which have 
been passed since confederation, invalid, 

on the ground that they constituted an 
interference with the criminal codes, 
and therefore dealt with questions that 
come properly only within the jurisdic« 

‘tion of the dominion law, 
The effects of this decision are nat- 

urally very widespread, but inasmuch 

as they have been clearly indicated in 

the Lord’s Day Advocate (Sept., 1903), 
it will be sufficient if attention Is 
briefly called to its working in the pro- 

wince of New Brunswick. 
In our own province the effect of the 

Privy Council's decision is very seri- 
ous; more so, perhaps, than in any 

other province, and we are thrown 

back upon the anti-confederation 

Lord's Day Act, which, while fairly 

comprehensive, is so worded that much 

would depend in proceedings upon the 

interpretation of magistrates and 

judges. For the information of the 
public we subjoin the act as it appears 

upon the statute book: 

“Whoever shall openly desecrate the 

Lord's day, commonly called Sunday, 
by shooting, gaming, sporting, playing, 

hunting, drinking or frequenting tip- 

pling houses, or by servile labor 

(works of mercy or necessity except- 

ed), shall for every offence pay a fine 

not . exceeding forty shillings, or be 

committed to gaol for a term not ex- 

cecding four days.” 

Immediately subsequent to the time of 
our last convention several questions 

of Sunday labor of a seemingly un- 

mecessa’y character came before the 

attention of your executive, such a8 

lim2-buraing and the winter port 

work, but, on the advice of legal au- 

thority, action was suspended until 
fresh legislation could be secured, in 

the form of a Dominion Sunday Ob- 

servance Act. This, we are glad to 

know, will probably be passed in the 
no distant future, inasmuch as the 

government have decided to introduce 

a dominion law at an early date. As 

a precautionary step this measure will 

be referred to the supreme court, and, 

if necessary, to the privy council, for 

approval. While this entalls some de- 

lay, yet in -the long run the results 

will be satisfactory, as we shall have 

a law from which there will be no ap- 

peal. 
Partly owing to the breakdown in 

our provincial act, and partly owing 

to the difficulty of securing executive 
officers who can spare the time required 

for personal supervision of the work, 

your board regrets that it cannot re- 

port a great deal of progress. Never- 

theless the number of branches has 

been increased from 16 to 21. Reports 

from the branches show that in twa 

cases Sunday is generally well ob- 

served, whilst the most serious come 

plaints from the others are against 
the railroads for an unnecessary am- 

ount of work, and in St. John also 
against vessels. On the whole, your 

committee is encouraged to believe 

that the fact of the organization's ex- 
jstence has had a salutary effect upon 

public opinion in the province,
