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RUSSIA IN MOURNING
FOR VON PLEHVE'S DEATH

Body of the Murdered Minister Laid to
Rest Beside That of His Predecessor
Who Was Also Assassinated.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 31.—M. Von
Plehve, the wminister of the interior,
who was assassinated Thursday morn-
ing last, was buried today, and in every
¢ity and hamlet of this vast empire,
church bells were tolled and masses
and prayers said for the repose of the
soul of the murdered minister. The
services here, which were according to
the rites of the Orthodox church, were
©of an impressive and imposing charac-
ter. At 11 o’clock this morning high
mass was said in the stately chapel ad-
joining the ministry of the interior.
Lmparor Nicholas and the Dowager

Jompress stood with the broken-hearted

widow and the children of the minister
at the foot of a great mound of flowers
on which rested the casket. To the
right, on gold-embroidered cushions,
before a mass of wreaths banked to the
ceiling, were ranged the decorations
which had been worn by the statesrhan
during his notable career. To the left
were the Metropolitan of St. Peters-
burg and the officiating bishops and
priests in their gold-emblazoned vest-
ments. A screen of flowers concealed
the famous imperial boys’ choir.

Among = those present were other
members of the imperial family, the
toreign representatives, including Spen-
cer Eddy, charge d’affaires of the Am-
erican embassy, ministérs of the em-
pire, generals, admirals, nobles, and
many other high officials.

The entire assemblage was in full
uniform, and on the arm of each one
rresent was a badge of mourning. All
beld lighted tapers throughout the ser-
vice and the air was heavy with the
perfume of flowers and incense from
the censers.

At -the most solemn moment, when
all knelt and many were affected by
tears, the widow was overcome -and

iinted. The Emperor cameg to her as-

on the shoulders of ministers and borne

" down the broad mrabie staircase to the

street. - There the funeral procession
was formed, and “the body was placed
in a great white open hearse drawn by
six coal-black horses, which were blan-
keted from their ears to their tails in
sombre trappings of woe. A black-
garbed groom stood at each bridge, and
in advance went sixteen similarly clad
lantern bearers. Behind the hearse
walked the members of the minister’s
family, and then came a long and dis-
tinguished body of mourners, it being
the Russian custom to follow the dead
to the grave on foot.

The emperor himself walked a short
distance, but as the Novodevichy Mon-
astery, where the burial took place,

‘tradite from Paris last fall. Some of

was over five miles, and also because
of the condition of the empress, his
majesty soon entered his carriage and
returned to the Peterhof palace.

At the end of the procession came
four white chariots filled with .the
floral offerings. The cortege proceed-
ed slowly through -the avenues and
streets, preceded by a squad of mount-
ed police and passed within sight of
the place where the tragedy occurred.
The sidewalks along the route were
crowded, but lines of police kept the
streets clear to the curbs. As the body
passed every head@ was uncovered'and
thousands crossed themselves. s

The monastery stands on a plain
beyond the Narva gates and at these
gates fully fifty thousand persons were
gathered.

After a burial service in the church
the body was interred in the adjoin-
ing cemetery where repose the re-
mains of many of Russia’s greatest
men and at a point within a stone’s
throw of the grave of M. Sipiaguine,
who was M. Von Plehve’s predecess-
or, and who also fell by the hand of
an assassin less than two years ago.

The murdered of M. Von Plehve has
been removed from the hospital to the
Wyborgeky prison. <

The police know the alias under
which he travelled, but say they are
not yet satisfied regarding his identity
and decline to reveal the alias on the
ground that it might defeat the enas
of justice.

There is no longer any doubt that
the police for some time have had
knowledge of the existence of a plot
by a band of international anarchists
in Paris and Vienna. The leading con-
spirator, it is said, was a man whom
the Russian government tried to ex-

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1, 3.35 a.
m.—Although public attention has been
distracted from the events of the war
during the past week, first because of
the fear of international complications
and second because of the assassina-
tion of Minister of the Interior Von

Plehve, the situation at the front is
regar§ed as critical.

Then enveloping movement of the
three Japanese armiss of General Kur-
oki, Nodzu and Oku around General
Kuropatkin’s position appears to be
almost complete, and the extended line
of the Japanese seems to be the only
drawback to -concerted action. It is
realized here that the Russian general
must now either fight or withdraw the
whole army northward. He is being
closely pressed at Haicheng. At that
place General Kuroki’s northern col-
umn makes it extremely dangerous to
remain there, because, while holding
the position to give battle against the
Japanese, whose advance is notorious-
ly always slow and careful, General
Kuroki might push through and cut
kis railway communications to Liao
Yang.

While nothing definite is known,
there are some official indicatlons
that matters are rapidly maturing for
either a battle or a retreat.

For instance, the refusal to.accept
further press telegrams at Haicheng is
shown by the fact that one of the cor-
respondents of the Associated Press
had to ride through to Mukden to file
an account of the Tatchekiao fight.
This might be construed, either that
preparations are making for a retire-
ment or that the wires are very crowd-
ed, incident to a concentration at Hai-
cheng or Liao Yang.

A few days are expected to deter-
mine which course General Kuropat-
kin has elected to pursue.

There is no inclination here to doubt
that there may have been pretty se-
vere fighting at the outer positions of
Port Arthur, possibly accompanied by
a'bombardment from the sea, but it is
believed that the Japanese are not yet
ready to storm the fortress.
el #2 Admiral Withoft, in command
of the naval forces at Port Arthur, is
relied on to put to sea if the conditions
of the fertress become desperate.
‘While no definite information is ob-
tainable, the reports that the fortress
is experiencing a shortness of ammu-
nition is considered by the public as
the most disquieting feature of the
situation there.

The Vladivostok squadron is  ex-
pected in port today or tomorrow.

CHEFOO, July 381, 2 p. m.—A Japan-
ese merchant has received word from
a Chinese whom he trusts to the effect
that the Japanese have occupied every
position surrounding the besieged fort-
ress of Port Arthur, with the exception
of Golden Hill. The Chinese stated
that both sides suffered tremendous
losses in the operations necessary to
bring about this state of affairs.

The members of the Russian intelli-
gence bureau, while denying the re-
port that Port Arthur has been cap-
tured, are inclined to believe the re-
ports true to_the extent that the Jap-
anese- have made great progress in
their operations about the besieged
fortress. The party of Russian re-
fugees expected here today have not
yet arrived.

LONDON, Aug. 1.—The Tokio corres- !

pondent of the Times send a publish-
ed translation of the reply of the
Port Arthur garrison to the Japanese
summons to surrender. This reply
shows that the garrison is under the
impression that Field Marshal Oyama
and all his staff were sunk with the
transports Hitachi and Sado and that
the Russians wholly disbelieve that
General Kuropatkin has ever been de-
feated.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 31.—Lieut.
General Sakharoff in a despatch to the
general staff, dated July 30, says that
‘“‘there has béen no change in the front
of the Manchurian army up to mid-
day today. The Japanese are con-
centrating strongly on our southern
front.”

LONDON, Aug. 1.—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Mail at Newchwang
in a despatch dated July 31 says that
there has been heavy fighting for two
days in the marshes south of Hai-
cheng during the gradual retreat from
Ta Tche Kiao of 5,000 Russians, form-
ing the rear guard, and that the peril
of this force increases daily.

LIAO YANG, July 30 (delayed in
transmission).—All is quiet on both
the south and east fronts and nothing
important is anticipated short of five
days. The statement that the British
residents of Newchwang, headed by
the British consul, made a pro-Jap-
anese demonstration upon the arrival
of the Japanese in -that town, and
that the British flag and .also the
United States flag were displayed
alongside the flag of Japan is denied.

On entering the town the Japanese
captured a few Russians. They gave
each of them three roubles, then re-
leased them and told them to tell the
Russians that the Japanese never kill
their prisoners.

FRANKFORT, Germany, July 31.—
(Bulletin.)—The Tokio correspondent of
the Zitung says that the Vliadivostok
squadron has returned to Vladivostok.

A despatch from Tokio dated July 30
says that the Vladivostok squadron
had passed Tsugaru Straits on the way
to Viadivostok at one o’clock that af-
tarnoon.

ONSTANTINOPLE, July 31.—The
government denies the rumor that per-
mission has been granted the Russian
mine ship Diana to pass the Dardan-
elles.

COPENHAGEN, July 31.—(Bulletin.)
—Two Russian cruisers and two tor-

pedo boats have traversed the Great
Belt, going northward.

The Great Belt is a wide channel
connecting the Baltic and ‘North Seas,
It separates Funen, the second largest
of the Danish Islands, from Zealand,
the largest of the Danish islands.

A despatch to the London Daily Mail
from f{ts Copenhagen correspondent,
April 12 last, said that the visit of King
Edward to the Danish capital had re-
sulted in the beginning of negotiations
for a new treaty between Great Brit-
ain, Denmark and Russia, replacing the
conventions with Denmark concluded
by the late Emperor Alexander III. It
was understood that the proposed ar-
rangement would secure the neutrality
of Denmark in the event of an Anglo-
Russian conflict, or at least that the
Great Beolt would be declared neutral
fin the event of such conflict.

A despatch from Copenhagen, Febru-
ary 12 last, said that King Christian
had decided to issue a neutrality pro-
clamation which would immediately be
‘communicated to Russia and Japan.
Though sHips of the combatants could
not be forbidden to pass the channels
connecting the Baltic and North Seas,
should their warships violate the laws
of neutrality within Danish waters,
Denmark would be prepared to resist,
according to the despatch.

LONDON, Aug. 1.—A despateh to a
news agency from Tokio says there is
reason to believe that after two days’
fighting the Japanese occupied Simou-
cheng, thus cutting off-General Stakel-
berg from General _Kuropatkin.

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1—The
report of Lieut. General Count Keller's
death is confirmed. He was killed on
July 29 while repelling the preliminary
attack of General Kuroki's army on
the Yangsee Pass, thirty miles east of
Liao Yang. The general was standing
near a battery which was subjected to
a terrific fire, when a shell burst close
to him and he fell mortally wounded,
dying twenty minutes later,

Before he expired General Keller had
the satisfaction of knowing that the
Japanese attack had been repelled.
General Keller was the first high Rus-
sian commander to-lose -hig life in ac-
tion. )

General Zassalitch may now coms-
mand the First Siberiaxr army corps.
The loss of General Keller is deeply
felt in court circles. He was a per-
sonal favorite of the emperor. His sis-
ter, Countess Kleimichelle, is one of
the leaders of St. Petersburg society.

On Saturday night the Japanese
made a desperate assault on Yangsee
Heights with the bayonet and a hand-
to-hand fight ensued, but the Japanese
were again repulsed, fleeing down the
hill in confusion. The Japanese are
said to -have employed their custom-
ary trick, while advancing, of shout-
ing in Russian, “Don’t fire, we are
friends.” The Japanese renewed the
attack at daylight yesterday, training
all their guns on Yangsee Heights.
By six o’clock the fight had developed
along the whole front of fourteen miles
and was especially hot against Gen-
eral Mistchenko. The Russian artil-
lery did magnificent}y, several times
forcing the Japanese batteries to shift
their position. The Russians are hold-
!ing all their positions at the hour
' when this despatch is sent from Hai

Cheng.

The heat is almost unbearable and is
trying to the fighting men, but even
while marching under the blazing sun
and weighted down by accoutrements
and ammunition, often without food or
drink all day, the men try to be
cheerful and sing songs while grim
work is in progress.

A further despatch from General
Kuropatkin says:

All positions were retained at Simou-
cheng, when the fighting ceased at
6.45 p. m. July 31, but I havenot yet
received reports of the operations on
our extreme right flank. We retained
all our positions held by our eastern
forces at Yangsee Pass.  General
Keller, commanding, had chosen this
as the best point to watch the fight.
A battery near him was exposed to
heavier fire than any other and he
was mortally wounded at 3 o’clock p.
m. He died twenty minutes later.
General Kuropatkin also reports the
retirement of the Russian vanguard on |
the south from a short distance in the
direction of Hai Cheng.

After determined fighting near the
, village of Sanchengtse, the Japanese
apparently concentrated considerable
forces on the Saimatsze side of Liao
Yang. The Russian losses in the fight-
fing of July 31 has not been estimated,
i but the Russians held their positions.

BACK FROM THE CONGRESS.

Adjt. Wiggins Tells of the Great

Meetings in London.

Adjutant Wiggins arrived here from
London yesterday at noon. The adju-
tant was a passenger on the str. Mani-
toba leaving England on the 19th of
July. This was exactly one month af-
ter the-arrival of the Canadian dele-
gates in the old eountry. Those that
went from Canada numbered altogeth-
er over 300 delegates, and represented
this country from the Atlantic to thé
Pacific. The part went on two boats,
an Allan liner and the C. P. R. str.
Champlain. Both boats arrived in Liv-
erpool on Sunday, June j¢h. = Two
bands accompanied the delegates, the
Bermuda band, representing the east-
ern section. of Canada, and the staff
band from Toronto.

Adj. Wiggins says the convention
was a grand one in every respect and
it 1s impossible to conceive of the size
of the gathering. The enthusiasm en-
gendered by these mammoth meetings
s0 well organized and conducted, was
remarkable. A large hall had been
specfally built for these meetings on
the Strand, London’s busiest centre.
This was capable of holding 5,000 peo-
ple, but every night hundreds were
turned away. The picture of the aged
commander, ‘“the man who made an
army,” as he stood and held this im-
mense audience spell-bound with his
eloquence will never pass away from
the minds of those who witnessed it.

Six thousand delegates, representing

forty-nine countries of the world, at-
tended this 39th international congréss
of the Salvation Army, which began
on June 24th and ended July 8th.
‘t A ypublic ‘welcome was held on Fri-
day, June 24th, at 7 p. m. in the Royal
Albert Hall, which was attended by
all the fereign delegates. General
Booth personally welcomed them.
Missionary and social demonstrations
were held in International Hall on the
Strand. These meetings were attend-
ed by all classes. Premier Balfour
was among the speakers.

The members of the council and the
mine director in question give the
charges a most emphatic denial,

BIG BARN BURNED.

The horses- and cows were got out
before the fire had made much head-
way. Mr. Steeves’ loss will be about
$1,200.

_ Liberal Leader’s Vote

LONDON, Aug. 1.—In the housa of
commons today the liberal leader, Sir
Henry Campbell-Banngrmn, moved
the vote of censure which he an-
nounced July 15 as a result of the
prominent part taken by the leading
members of the cabinet in the pro-
ceedings of the liberal unionist council
July 14, during which a resolution was
passed approving the fiscal policy of
Joseph Chamberlain. Colonial Secre-
tary . Littleton defended the action
taken by Foreign Minister Lansdowne
and Lord Selborne, first lord of the ad-
miralty, in  becoming officers of the
new Liberal Unionist Association.

Joseph. Chamberlain, in defending
himself against the heated attacks of
Lord - Hugh Cecil and other free
traders, declared the only difference
between himself and Premier Balfour
was that the latter did not think the
country would consent to colonial pre=
ference, as it involved a food tax.

FREDERICTON, Aug. 1.—Dr. Odbur
‘W. Staples, son of A. G. Staples of St.
John, died at the residence of Mrs. W.
K. Allen, University avenue, last night
at 10 o’clock. Dr, Staples was a young
-man well' known and highly respected
in this city, where for some time he
had made his home. In 1903 he gradu-
ated at the head of his class in dentis-
try at Tufts University, and his future
looked most encouraging.
