$365. Nearly all of these churches are 
now supplied with pastors. It is a re- 
markable fact that a large proportion 
of our best and most successful men 
came from home mission fields. The 
rapid growth of the Baptist church at 
Sydney Mines was alluded to as an 
illustration of what can be accom- 
plished by faithful mission work. There 
is a great need of men ang means. 
Twelve fields are now served in Nova 
Scotia and P. E. Island by “students 
who will leave these flelds vacant on 
their return to college. 
Rev. B. Bosworth, field secretary of 

Grande Ligne, Quebec, then spoke of 
the mission work in that province, 
which has had such a wonderful his- 
tory and has drawn support from these 
provinces. 
The last speaker of the evening was 

Rev. Wm. A. White, a young colored 
mean from Baltimore, Maryland. This 
young man is doing mission work am- 
ong the 6,000 colored people of Nova 
Scotia. He was led into this work by 
Miss Helena Blackadar, now a mis- 
sionary in India. Although the hour 
was late, yet not a person left the 
church during the splendid address of 
this remarkable young man. 

At the close of the platform meeting 
a business session of the convention 
was held, lasting until midnight. The 
editor of the Year Book reported, and 

Rev.- A. Cohoon, treasurer for deno- 
minational funds for Nova Scotia and 
Dr. J. W. Manning, treasurer of de- 
nominational funds for New Bruns- 
wick.

The report of the foreign missions was lengthy and Interesting. Four missionaries, Rev. R. B, Gullison and wife, Rev. H. T. Corey and wife, are 

now on furlough. It also was reported that the new appointee, Miss Alberta 
—_ was seriously ill. One new 
e as been opened in agadha 

Valley. The board Soret ts that 
the special foreign missions day, the 
last Sunday in March, be observed in all churches, and that some phase of worldwide evangelization be consider- 
ed. Among the new moyements the 
B. Y. P. Union has pledged for the sal- 
ary of Rev. 8S. C. Freeman, the mis 
sionary of the young people. It was 
reported also that Miss Eva Dprazer 
has bequeathed to the F. M. board a 
valuable . property in India, - worth 
$3,300. It was also learned that Miss 
Iva Gibson is being educated as a 
medical missionary at the expense of 
the board. On the foreign field, among 
the Telugus in India, there are eight 
churches, with 537 members. The 
total increase last year was 66, of 
which 46 were baptized. 
Bunmimary—There are eight churches, 

88 was reported last year. The mem- 
bership is 537. The total increase was 
66, of which 48 were by baptism. Two 
churches have passed the 100 limit and 
two are well up in the nineties. Each 
church had additions by baptism. 
There are nine male misstonaries, six 
wives of missionaries and six single 
ladies, a total of 21. Of this number 
there are two families at present on 
furlough, Rev. H. T. Corey and fam- 
ily and Rev. R. B. Gullizon and wife. 
Of the native helpers who are pastors 
one only is ordained. There are 42 
preachers and evangelists, 7 colpor- 
teurs, 22 Bible women, 32 teachers, 23 
of whom are men and 9 are women. 
There are 3 medical assistants. The 
total number of helpers, not including 
the latter, is 108. There are 7 princi- 
pal stations and 20 out-stations. ‘The 
villages in which Christians live num- 
ber 32, and there -are 3,039 villages in 
the whole field. There certainly seems 
to be very much land to be possessed. 
Of the additions to the churches 17 
were from Sunday schools. There are 
two boarding schools. One of these, 
for boys, is located at Bimlipitam; the 
other is for girls, and is located at 
Bobbili. It is expected that all pupils 
of other stations who are prepared to 
take lower secondary work will be 

sent to these schools. Primary de- 
partments only will be maintained at 
those stajonS. At Chicacole there is a 
hospital for the benefit of the women 
and children of the mission. Miss 
Constance G. Dee is the lady in charge 
and so far her work has given much 
satisfaction: The total receipts of the 

F. M. board were $20,633.83, and the 
deficits for the year were $1,287.08. 

MINISTERS’ ANNUITY. 

Report on ministers’ annuity—Dr. E. 
M, Saunders gave a brief report for the 
ministers’ annuity fund. There is a 
fund in hand of $31,000, the interest of 
which, together with the offerings of 
churches and individuals, together 
with a per cent. of denominational 
funds, are used to assist deserving 

ministers and their families. Eighteen 

have drawn help from this fund 

amounting to $822.60 during the year. 

THE UNION MOVEMENT. 

Dr. Gates moved the adoption of the 
report of the committee and referred 
to the history of the movement. It 
commenced twenty years ago in 1884, 

Reciprocal courtesies were exchanged 
during the next few years at the sev- 

eral conventions of the two bodies. 
The proposed basis of union which 

appeared in the Sun was drawn up in 

1887 by a union committee and adopt- 

ed by the Baptist convention in 1888, 

but was not adopted by the Free Bap- 
tist body. The standing committee of 
the Baptist convention was retained 
until 1893, when this committee was 

not reappointed. Representatives from 

the F. B. conference made certain ad- 
vances to this convention last year in 

St. John, N. B,, and as a result of this 
a committee was appointed consisting 

of Dr. G. O. Gates, Rev. W. E. Mc- 
tyre and Rev. H. F. Adams. The com- 
mittee added to their number Dr. J. 
W. Manning and Rev. John Hughes. 

Dr. Gates cited the facts of union pro- 

posed in the southwest and the north. 

He proposed that the committee adopt 
the amended basis of union to which 
the F. B. conference has already sub- 

scribed. 

Rev. W. E. McIntyre camexto the 
platform to second the motion. He 

first pointed out the doctrinal unity 
of the two bodies. He could not see 
why the two should stand apart and 

cited the splitting up and overlapping 

that followed upon the separation. 
Pastor's work would be centralized by 
union. He emphasized the vast im- 
portance of the home mission work. 
An endless competition now existed 
which could be prevented by union. 

‘The speaker, with a full knowledge of 
the F. B. body, favored organic union 
even without any basis of union, of 
the special interests as annunities, and 
missions. He had prayed and labored 
for this throughout his ministry. 
Following Mr.McIntyre came Rev.Dr. 

McLeod of Fredericton, so well known 
as the editor of the Religious Inteili- 

‘} gencer. He explained the delay in the 
action of the F. B. body to be chiefly 
due to the fear of division upon the 
question of instantaneous and entire 
sanctification, which it was feared 
would divide the F. B. body of 20 years 
ago. Such a division came, however, 
but not to the same extent which 
would have taken place to a larger 
degree had the union proposed twenty 
years ago taken place then. The 
speaker favored the union even with- 
out any amendment to the basis drawn 
up in 1887, He interpreted the amend- 
ments suggested by the F. B. conven- 
tion of last year to a desire to prevent 
differences. The Presbyterians, who 
were once so divided that they called 
the eg fHe “split peas,” with all of 
their differences, have beem one for 
thirty years, and the same ig true of Committee of arrangements—Presi- the Methodists. He believed that if 

this Baptist convention approved of 
the basis of union we would be one 
under one flag by the beginning of 
1905. He then grasped the hand of the 
president, who rose to his greeting, 
and sat down. 3 
Dr. E. M. Saunders followed and 

supported the basis of union, This 
was also supported by Rev. Isaiah 
‘Wallace. Dr. B. M. Keirstead, pro- 
fessor of Acadia College, supported the 
basis of union. Rev, BE. J. Grant pro- 
posed to drop out section 16, which de-~ 
fined who should partake of the Lord's 
Bupper. ' He contended that if this 
clause passed as an amendment, fit | 
meant the abandonment of the historic 
position the Baptists held for a hun- 
dred years, 
Rev. Chas. McNally of Brooklyn, N. 

Y., spoke, supporting the basis of 
union, ® - 
Rev, H. F', Waring asked the ques- 

tion: “Does voting for this basis of 
union commit us to every word in it. 
If we have to endorse this now we 
shall have to thrvash it all out later. 
Let us leave a basis similar to the one 
suggested by Rey, W. B, McIntyre. He 
would have no basis of union drawn 
up. :

1, concerning perseverance, be drop- 
ped and that the following be substi- 
tuted for clause 16, concerning com- 
munion.

Baptist Union.—The following tenta- 
tive plan of organization with general 
memoranda was drawn up by the 
Joint committee May 17th, 1904. 

Organization for New Brunswick. — 
1. The formation of ten district meet- 
ings of the united Baptist churches to 
be formed of (a) ministers laboring in 
the districts, (b) two delegates f¥om 

each church for first 100 resident 
members, and one for each additional 
100 or fraction thereof; (c) the presid- 
ing officers ex officio of convention 
and the New Brunswick association, 
the secretaries of the missionary and 
educational boards and retired minis- 
ters resident in the district. 
Objects.—The district meetings shall 

recelve reports of statistics, spiritual 
condition and benevolence of the 
churches and Sunday schools. The 
clerk of the district meeting shall an- 
nually make a-summary of reports of 
‘the churches and Sunday schools for 

the provincial association. 
2. There shall be a New Brunswick 

‘association of the United Baptists, the 
membership of which is to be as fol- 
lows : (a) All ordained ministers 

members of the churches in the prov- 
Ince; delegates from district meetings, 
one for each 500 resident members or 
fraction thereof; (c) One delegate from 
each church in the association; (4) 
The presiding officer of the convention 

and the secretaries of the missionary 

and edueational boards ex officio. 
Objects.—The objects of the assocla- 

tion shall be: (a) The reception and 
consideration of reports of district 
meetings; (b) The supervision of the 
home mission work of the province 
and the appointment of the members 
of the boards; (ec) Charge of the an- 
nuity and relef funds for superan- 
nuated and Infirm ministers and 
‘widows and children of deceased min- 
isters; (d) The consideration of the 
Sunday school, foreign mission and 
educational interests, with other gen- 
eral matters pertaining to the welfare 
.of the body. 

8. There shall be in connection with 
the N. B. association a ministers’ con- 
ference to be composed of the ordain- 
ed ministers, who are members of the 
association. The purpose of the con- 
ference shall be to promote fellowship 
and to remove any matters of trial 
between ifs ‘members, to investigate 
the moral character of its members 
when necessary and to aid in the re- 
moval of difficulties between pastors 
and people, 

General.—1, It is understood that 
the ministers and licentiates of the 
bodies uniting shall have the stand- 

ing held by them in their respective 
bodies at the time of union. 

2. It is proposed to so amalgamate 

the ministerial relief funds of the unit- 
ing bodies that all ministers shall par- 

ticipate on equal terms. 

8. The church covenants hitherto in 
use in both bodies are to remain yn- 
changed, except by the action of the 
individual churches. 

4. In case of the existence in the same 
community of a church of each of the 

unitic. bodies, a union of the churches 

if so desired by them may be effected 
by voluntary action. 

5. Rearrangements of pastors are to 

be subject to the control of the 
churches themselves. 

6. The association shall appoint 
from year to year an advisory com- 

mittee, which may be consulted by 

churches desiring to unite, and also by 

churches desiring the rearrangement 

of pastorates, such committee having 

authority to decide unsettled ques- 

tions. 
7. Titles of churches and other pro- 

perty of the uniting bodies to remain 
as now, except such changes in name 

and form as may be necessary, provi- 

sion for which may be made by act of 

legislature. 

8. The several funds of the bodies 
to become common funds of the united 
bodies for the several purposes for 

which these funds have been contrib- 
uted. 

9. Neither of the uniting bodies will 

be required by the union to withdraw 

support from any niission work hith- 

erto carried on by them. 
10. It is desired and hoped that as 

speedily as possible the women’s mis- 

sionary societies of the respective bod- 

ies will unite and carry on jointly the 

work they now have on hand. 

11. It is recommended that the 
young people's societies of the uniting 
bodies organize a provincial league or 

union for the better prosecution of 
their work. 

12. The presiding offieer of the dis- 

trict meeting shall be-known as chair- 

man, and that of the association mod- 
erator.

COMMITTER'S REPORT. 

‘A burst of applause greeted the an- 
nouncement of President Cummings 
calling for the report of the committee 
on the union of the Baptists of the 
maritime provinges with the Free 
Raptists of New Brunswick. This 
committee Was appointed last year. 
Dr. Gates read the report, which is as 
follows: 
Report of committee on Baptist 

union: 7 
Your committee met soon after the 

convention of last year. We felt that 
we were too few in number to face the 
great problem, and we agreed to ask 
J. H. Hughes and Dr, J. W. Manning 
to deliberate with us, which they did. 
In addition to interviews that the 

committee have had with each other 
during the year, we held two all-day 
meetings with the committee appoint- 
ed by the F. B. conference. These 
were hours of deep feeling, with much 
prayer, and the meetings were marked 
with unanimity. 
It was the expression of the joint 

committee that union of the two Bap- 
tist bodies there represented is a most 
‘desirable thing, desirable besause unit- 
€d we could do more and better work 
for the kingdom, and with a wiser 
economy of the Lord's workers and 
money. That for each body union 
would mean a great good, an inspiring 
stimulus, and would enable us the 
better to show the world the spirit of 
the Master as expressed in His prayer 
on the eve of His passion, “that they 
all would be one.” 
There was no thought in the mind 

of the joint committee that we would 
ask anyone to surrender a matter of 
conscience, but that in that large free- 
dom of soul liberty the right to private 
Judgment for which Baptists have al- 
ways st2od and for which they suf- 

fered and died could find a common 
platform, In regard to doctrinal be- 
lef and church probity, where we 
could unitedly stand and from which 

as a basis we could do as one denom- 
ination in a spirit of love and honor | 
carry on the work of the Lord has in- 
trusted us both at home and abroad. 
‘We had before us the ‘‘doctrinal 

basis” of union which the convention 
of 1837 accepted and we found that the 
Free Baptist conference at the last 
annual meeting had considered the | 
same and adopted it save with an am- 
endment to two sections ‘We heard 
from the members of the Free Baptist 
committee some of their reasons for 
the modifications and then after long. 
earnest and prayerful consideration,we 
agree to accept these sections as mo- 
dified and to recommend our conven- 
tion to do the same. We make this 
recommendation because (1) we do not 
see that the modifications change In 
effect the general teaching of the basis 
as adopted by us in 1887, and (2) that 
if our convention will accept our re- 
port modifying the above-mentioned 
clause as passed upon by the Free 
Baptist conference 'n 1903, we shall 
then have proceeded thus far in this 
most desirable matter of the union of 
the two sister denominations, viz.: 
that a common doctrinal basis has 
been agreed to by the representative 
bodies*of the Baptist and Free Bap- 
tist denominations in the convention 
of the Baptist and conference of the 

Free Baptists. With this done, who 
will not rejoice and anticipate as near 
an organic union that means more to 

Baptists and Free Baptists of these 
provinces in general and Free Bap- 
tists in particular, than any one thing 

longed for and prayed for for years. 

It will be a new, fresh stimulus to a 
Baptist population in these provinces 

and to the churches of these provinces, 

and will be followed by an increased 
activity in all the departments of de- 
nominational work. 

Your committee would therefore re- 
commend that sections 11 and 16 of the 
doctrinal basis of 1887 be changed to 
read: The Lord's supper—The Lord's 
supper is designed to commemorate 
the sufferings of Christ and to repre- 
sent in the use of bread and wine the 
communion which saints have with 

Him and with each other. Every be- 
liever in Christ being a member of His 
visible church, has not only the right 

to partake of the emblems .of His 

body and of His blood in the com- 
munion, but is under obligation thus to 

commemorate His death. Section 11.: 
Perseverance—We believe that a per- 
severing attachment to Christ is neces- 
sary for the final saving of the soul 
The responsibility therefore is placed 

upon the Christian of making his call- 
ing and election sure. 

Your committee respectfully sub- 
mits the above to your prayerful con- 
sideration. If' passed upon as we re- 
commend we see it possible at once to 

proceed toward the organie union of 

these two Baptist denominations, and 
that effeced will mean a new impetus 
to our body in both home and foreign 
missions and in evangelical and edu- 
eational work. It will mean. the an- 
swer to prayer for long years offered 

by many who have passed from us to 

Join the Baptist and Free Baptist 
brethren in the union of believers be- 
fore the throne. It will mean joy to 

many workers now living and who for 
years and years have seen this as an 

end toward which we believe our Lord 
and Master was leading.
