DR. BORDEN'S REPORT.

The past year, he said, had been one
of unparalleled development. In the
number of courses of study offered, in
the number of teachers employed and
in the number of pupils registered and
in the perfection of school equipment
this year has been the most successful
in our history. The registered attend-
ance has been 306, of which 157 were
boarders: In the literary department
there were 195. In three departments

had to secure additional teachers,
and some of them even then have
worked - overtime. The popularity of
the oratory department made another
teacher necessary at Christmas, and
thanks to the generosity of Mrs. Mas-
sey Treble, we have now two teachers
in the household science department,
in which there are 102 pupils besides 24
children from the public schools, who
have received instruction from the
normal students. In the music depart-
ment there have been eight regular
teachers giving their whole time, and
46 pianos have been in- constant use.
The art department under an able staff
has had a fair share of ptronage. Ten
beautiful casts of famous worke of art
have been added to the collection.
Through the generosity of our lady
principal we have been able to purs
chase a fine magic lantern and reflecto-
scope for the laboratory outfit.
Through Dr. Archibald’'s diligence and
genius about 1,000 volumes have been
added to the library. The general
health has been good and religious
feeling deep and sincere. Last year
when we opened our new annex we
thought there was room to spare for
some time, but today wé have again
nearly reached our limit of accommo-
dation. I would urge on the generosity
of our friends the great necessity of a
new Ladies’ College.

After conferring the degrees Dr. Bor-
den read the following: “It was decid-
ed at a meeting of the Ladies’ Col-
lege’ faculty that special public men-
tion should be made of Miss Lloyd
Keen, one of our graduates of this
year. During Her four years’ study at
Mt. Allison she has pursued courses of

| literary and musical study with excep-

tional brillancy.” This is the first
time that public miention in this wise
has been made of any graduate.

The following is a part of the bacca-
laureate sermon by Rev. Hugh Pedley,
Montreal, Sunday evening, The Doc-
trine of Election as Applied to a Uni-
versity. Text John 15:16:

The preacher began his sermon by
pointing out that the men to whom
the words of the text were addressed
constituted the most elect body of men
that the world has ever seen. They
came to Jesus freely, But this does
not invalidate the point and paramount
¢haracter of the choice of Christ. There
were other men as good as they, but
He chosé them, and their names are
written broad on the brow of history.

The term elect or chosen i applicable
t0 the students of a university, and
especially td those who are leaving it
by the legitimate gate ‘of graduation:
It is proper therefore in a baccalau-
reaté sermon to discuss this old doe-
trine or rather fact of election. The
with:
The fact of election; explanation of
fact; the purpose of the fact. What
i the fact of election? Simply this,
that some men are chosen to greater
privileges than othere. Several illus-
trations' were given. Undoubtedly the
twelve disciples had extraordinary
privileges. They had three years of
unbroken personal fellowship with the
greatest personality the world has
ever known. Other examples of privi-
leges were quoted. Gladstone’s boy-
hood at Eton and young manhood at
Oxford were compared with the form-
atlve years of a docker’'s child. There
were elect nations. The climate, the
racial composition and the religious
opportunities of the British people
were contrasted with those of a pro-
vince of Central India.

The last point’ touched upon was the
purpose of election. Thé disciples were
chosen that they should go and bear
fruit. The call to privilege is a call to
service. This is the idea expressed in
the pithy French phrase noblesse
oblige, and it is an idea that should
have paramount place in the mind of
a student, That there is large oppor-
tunity for service is ewvident. It may
be broadly eaid that the nineteenth
century created a new civilization and’
that it is the function of the twentieth
century to deal with the new condition
thus. created. Amongst these condi-
tions are such as the following: The
vast increase of wealth. Shall this up-
life or Wegrade? Shall it strengthen
the heart of man or expand the soul?
Shall it be the instrument of selfish-
ness or the opportunity of love? An-
other condition is the cosmopolitanism
that follows upon commercial develop-
ment.’ Provincialism is fast dying. The
world consciousness is growing.

It is well, therefore, that on the day
of graduation we ghould discern be-
hind the figures of principal and pro-
fessors the more venerable figure of
Him whom men wused to call Our
Father Christ, and that there should
be heard deeper and more inspiring
even than the voice that confers the
academic honor that other voice which
pays ,“I chose you and appoint you
that ye should go and bear fruit.

WASHINGTON, May 31.—The state
department has received the following
cablegram from Tekio dated today:
*“Rojestvensky’s skull fractured, re-
quiring operation, serious, but not
dangerous. Total Japanese losses to
date, three torpedo boats sunk,“three
officers killed, about 200 men killed
and disabled.” i

ST. PETERSBURG, May 31.—The ca~
tastrophe which has overtaken the
Russian fleet has given a tremendous
impetus to the demand upon Emperor
Nicholas for- the immediate convoca-
tion of a national assembly without
awaiting action upon the report of the
Bouligin rescript commission, With the
single ‘exception of the reactionary
Sviet ‘the press pours out indignation
and wrath upon the buregucracy which
is held responsible for all the misfor-
tunes of the war. Only the Novosti
and Bourse Gazette, however, declare
that- peace should be concluded.

‘The Russ, now the widest read pa-
per in Russia, says: Those guilty of
Russia's disgrace should be over-
whelmed with sHame.” “The death' of
half a million of men,” the Russ con-
tinues, “and the loss of billions of
money is the price of the rejection of
progress and western civilization. Se-
bastopol struck the shackles from the
serfs, and Port Arthur, Mukden and
Tsu Island should free Russia from
the slavery of the bureaucracy.”

The Slovo, another popular paper, is
aven more bitter. It says: “Enough!
Blindfolded for two hundred years,
the Russian people have, been march-
ing to the brink of destruction, but the
bandages are now torn from the eyes
of 130,000,000 of Russians, and they will
neither be led nor driven over the
precipice. Lety le speak, The
bureaucracy ﬁhﬁadﬁolgs say and has
crowned its work of natgonal shame
and humiliation. Let it now listen to
what those who have suffered in sil-
ence and who have supported it in
luxury have to say. From this mo-
ment a convocation of the people has
become necessary as the air we breathe.

If the bureaucracy this time stands|

between the emperor and the nation,
let it be war. Let it remember  the
lgssong of Russian. history—the his-
tory of the Zemsky Sobor of 1649. The
Japanese are not fighting the Russian
people, but the Russian bureaucracy,
which has rejected with energy  the
task of the nation for a host of syco-
phants and time-serving courtiers, Qur
only consgolation in this bitter hour is
the consciousness that it is. not the
people but the government which has
Enough!”

The Synoaechestva and Nasha Shian,
two constitutional papers, are equally
bitter.

The Novre Vremya, while milder, de-
fending the Russian administration
against the charge of rottenness, and
insisting that there is plenty of pat-
riotism as evidenced by the fact that
more young officers volunteered to go
out with Admiral . Rojestvensky than
were needed, nevertheless joins in the
cry for an 1mmedla.te summoning of
the people. :

“Delay will be fatal,” the paper
adds... “All Russid’s intelligence and
all her ability are needed to meet the
advancing crigis.’

The Listock says: .

“The war has taught the lesson that
education, good government and free-
dom are always victorious over ignor-
ance, misrule and despotism.”

The Sviet remarks:

‘“We must not yleld an inch but fight
on if not on the gea, then on land. An
ignominious peace would reduce Rus-
sia to a second class power.”

ST. PETERSBURG, May 31.—1.30 p.
m.—The admiralty denies the report
telegraphed to the London Daily Ex-
press that the cruiser Gromobol, of
the Viadivodtok squadron, had been
sunk with nearly 800 men on board.
A message was received from Capt.
Broussikoff, her- commander, last night,
which it was believed was sent by
wireless . telegraphy to Vladivostok.
Vice Admiral Scrydloff, who was re-
ported to be on board the Gromobol, is
in St, Petersburg. The Gromobui sail-
ed out of Viadivostok on Saturday as
soon as Admiral Rojestvensky was re-
ported to have arrived in the Straita
of Korea, but the admiralty declines to
say whether the Gromoboi was en-
gaged. i :

The admiralty had no further news
to eommunicate this morning, Ae re-
port of the battle, however, has been
received from the captain of the Rus-
sian transport Korean and it is also
understood that the emperor has re-
célved a communication from Japan,
possibly from Rear Admiral Nebogatoff
or Admiral Rojestvensky.

Russiah
armtes in Manchuria and that the sol-
dlers are still hoping for a Russian
naval victory.

TOKIO, May aL—Noon—-Admlral Ro-
Jjestvensky has arrived at the Sasebo
naval hospital. The naval office has
announced that the only Japanese vess
sels lost in the battle with the Russian
fleet Were three torpedo- boats.

BERLIN, May 81.—Efforts are being
made in government quarters to mea~
sure thé changed situation of the bel:
ligerenits in the Far East ahd the con-
sequent possibilities of peace, The view
at present is' that the Russian govern=
ment will not ask for peace and that
the war will go on, bringing with it
most probably fresh - -humiliations, but
nat at once the supreme humiliation
of asking for merey. The eonsidera~
tiong that hold the Russian govern-
ment to enduring whatever may yet
come are the reasons which kept the

mperor from yielding after the form-
r great revmaes amely that the
parts ‘6f the Ru#sian empire are ot
yet touched, that the war so far hes
only been a colonial war angd that Rus-
sia may yét attain superiority on land
and thus save the dynasty and Russia
from a final and historic humiliation.
Although it is impossible for military
men here to believe that Russia can
win on land, it is equally difficult for
those following the higher political
lines of thought in Russia to believe
that Emperor Nicholas will ask for
péace, The conviction at the . Berlin
court is that the Russian emperor be-
lieves in the rightebusness of his cause
and has unlimited powers of passive
resistance. “

PARIS, May 31. —Government head- |

quarters -here for the first time en-
tertain a distant hope of peace. This
hope is not strong, but it is something
more than mere deduction from the
result of. the recent naval battle.
What it is based upon. is not known
outside of those intimately conversant
with Russia’s intentions, but it is sig-
nificant that hope now prevails in high
quarters that peace efforts may not

| be futile. It is Said the efforts origi-

nated in a circle very close to Em-
peror Nicholas.

Concerning the reports of the pos-
sible intervention of the powers it is
said that the time hag not yet arrived
for such a movement, which might
embarrass the pacific tendencies al-
ready developing in Russia. At  the
same tima. the vie wprevails that
moral influence in France, Great Bri-
tain and the United States stand for
peace, while the interests of Germany
tend towards a prolongation of the
war. It can be stated that events at
Mukden led Germany to embark on
her ambitious programme in Morocco,
and the same sentiment prevails here
now, namely, that Russia’'s defeat in
the Straits of Korea further strength-
ens Germany’s ambition. Therefore

it is expected that influence towards

peace will come through France,
Great Britain and the United . States
if an opportune moment arrives: for a
separate or concurrent expression of
such influences.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 31, 5.35 p.
m.—The seriousness of the situation
created by the complete destruction of
the Russian fleet seems to be fully
realized at . Tsarskoe Selo, where the
emperor has assegnbled practically all
the members of the imperial family to
decide on the course to pursue. A
series of conferences are proceeding
which will determine not only the
question of peace, but whether it is
advisable to, yield t6 the popular de-
mand for the immediate convocation
of a national assembly. Some of the
members of the council are under-
stood to be urging his majesty to re-
trieve the situation by making com-
mon cause with' the people against the
bureaucracy. The emperor has re-
cided to send his brother, Grand Duke
Michael, to attend the marriage of
Crown Prince Frederick William of
Germany, instead of his uncle, Grand
Duke Vladlmlr whose "ﬁ"re mature
judgment and advice the emperor re-
gards as very important in the pre-
sent crisis.
