SUSSEX, ~N. B., March 16.— Grand 

Lodge opeped promptly at 930 o'clock 

and resumed business. The represent- 

ation was the largest in the history of 

the order. 

The first committee report was that 

on the returns, from which it is learn- 

ed that there are how about four thou- 

sand members in New Brunswick. The 

additions for the year number 509. 

Thirty have died. The value of the 

real estate owned by different lodges 

is placed at $65,000. The parapher- 

nalia is valued at $15,000.

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JAPANESE OCCUPIED 
TIE PASS AT MIDNIGHT.

Sharp Engagement Eight Miles to Southward, in Which Japs Lost 

1000 Killed---Newspaper Correspondent Said to Have Been 

Murdered by Chinese. 

NEWCHWANG, March 16.---The Japanane occupied Tie 
Pass Wednesday midnight. 

Meagre reports have been received 

from a Russian source of a fight eight 

miles south of Tie Pass between a 

Russian force under General Mistchen- 

ko and a. Japanese column, the iden- 
tity of which is unknown. The latter 
was repulsed, it is said, with a loss of 
"1,000 killed. The rumor that after the 

evacuation of Mukden, eighty foreign- 
ers, including an American newspaper 

correspondent, had been murdered by 

Chinese, is discredited by the fact that 

the correspondent in question reported 

to his paper on March 14 that he had 

been captured by the Japanese and 

was being taken to Kobe.. A steamer 

arriving at Singapore reports having 

pased a squadron of twenty-two Jap- 
anese warships about 20 miles east of 

the entrance of the Straits of Malacca. 

Two Japanese cruisers and two auxil- 

iary cruisers : previously arrived at 

Singapore. Presumably these vessels 

are on the way westward in search of 

the Russian second : Pacific squadron, 

last reported in Madagascar waters. 

ST. PETERSBURG, March 16, 2 a. 
m.—Flanking tactics by the Japanese 

apparentiy are in progress again, the 

Associated Press correspondent, who 

remains at Tie Pass at the cost of 

great personal hardship, telegraphing 

that General Mistchenko on March 14 

engaged a Japanese force on the Rus- 

sian right. It is possible that the at- 

tacking force is a Japanese column 

which disappeared from observation 

during the battle of Mukden. The Jap- 

anese do not appear to have renewed 

the frontal attack up to noon yester- 

day, the demonstration on Tuesday 

having shown that the Russians were 

prepared to make a determined resist- 
ance. 
_JThe office of the censor 'has already 
been removed to Santoupu, a . point 

eight miles north of Tie Pass, and 

there are intimations that it may soon 

be established even farther north. The 
Associated Press correspondent, 

though saying nothing regarding the 

commissariat arrangements ' for the 

troops, declares that the newspaper 

correspondents have practically been 

starved out of Tie Pass. This may, , 

perhaps, be an indication of the’ 

amount of food available for the army, | 

immense quantities of which were de- | 
stroyed at Mukden, where practically 

the entire reserve commissariat had 

been accumulated. 
The rumor of the murder of eighty 

foreigners, including Richard H. Lit- 

tle, correspondent of the Chicago Daily 

News, at Mukden, is hoped and be- 

lieved here to be unfounded. It is as- 
sumed that they may have heen cap- 

tured by the Japarttese. 

ST. PETERSBURG, March 15, 7.07 

p. m.—M, Kiriloff, one of the Associat- 

ed Press Russian correspondents who 

was wounded at Liaoyang, continuing ;

of the causes of the Russian defeats, 

has drawn +a powerful picture of the ; 

complete, criminal lack of knowledge ' 

on. the part of the Russians of the 

country and the enemy's movements, 

and of the utterly imprudent gossip 
and babbling which acquaints the 

Japanese with every movement and 

plan ‘before they: are inaugurafed. 

M. Kiriloff adds that the blame for 

the successive defeats is not Kuropat- 

kin's. It 1s simply due to the fact that 
the machine is out of order. A good 

workman was given bad helpers and 

miserable tools. The mishaps at first 

were attributed to the defensive posi- 

tion of Kuropatkin and it was said 

that when the Rustians assumed the 

initiative all would be well. This was 

not realized, because every movement 

was preordained to failure by thé pre- 
mature publication or dilatory execu- 

tion of the plans. : ; 
The mérest .stripling syb-lieutenant 

chatters recklessly and informedly of 
dispositions and - movements which 
should be known only to a few chiefs. 

The disposition and plans of the battle 
of Shakhe river, for. example, were 

openly discussed several days in ‘ad- 

vance in the railroad restaurant at 
Mukden in the hearing of many Chi- 

nese, civilians .and camp. followers. 

The general staff gives information to 

whomsoever asks for it. 

While thus opening the Japanese 

eyes the Russians closed theirs. Not 

only company and battalion command- 

ers, but even colonels and at times 

commanders of divisions enter into 

battle ignorant of the very manoeuvres 

they are expected to execute, 

The Russian intelligence department 

is defective. It knows nothing of the 

Japanese movements or pesitions; not 
only in the unsettled mountainous re- 

gions, but even on the populated plains 

of Manchuria. Instead of easily secur- 

ing the sympathy of the Chinese, the 

Russians alienated them and they now 

side with the Japanese. 

Kuropatkin is also hampered by fan- 

tastic reports from nervous quarters, 

particularly those of Rennenkampff. 

The late Lieut. Gen. Keller was also 

at fault. Kuropatkin was obliged to 

reprimand him sharply shortly before 

his death. “These causes existed and 

still exist. The army has been defeat- 
ed in the past and present and will be 

in the future unless they are remedied. 

SANTOUPU, March 15, noon.— A 
saaguinary combat occurred on March 

14 on the central advanced line of the 

Russian army eight miles south of 
Tie Pass. The Russians repulsed the 

attack and even made a small ad- 
vance through a. thousand corpses of 

Japanese, and advancing a large force 

on the right flank,where General Mist- 

chenko, who has taken command of 

his detachment, though his wound has 

not yet healed, is holding the Japanese 

in check. The Russian troops have re- 

gained their normal spirits and fought 

cheerfully. 

It is rumored that Chinese Killed 
eighty. foreigners .in Mukden after the 

Russian evacuation of that place, in- 

cluding, it is said, Correspondent Little 

of the Chicago Dally News. The fate 
of M. Nadeau, a French newspaper 
corresponident who lived with Mr.

RICH MISER DEAD. 

Yalow Roper Had Amassed Consid- 

erable Wealth. 

HALIFAX, March 15.—James Roper, 

an eccentric old man, has just died at 

Ingonish, C. B.,, at the age of 83. His 

life story is a most remarkable one. 

He was a grandson of Capt. Watts of 

the Royal Navy, was never married, 

and till his fiftieth year lived like his 

neighbors, amassing some wealth by 

his skill as a trapper.
