MONCTON;*N; *B., Aug. 20.— Only
unceasing'and strenuous efforts.on the
part of some two hundred men who,
with buckets ©f water, brush and other:

been destroyed. this afternoon by a
forest fire” which swept down to its
borders. . -So close, . in.fact, did the
fire come that the residents hung. wet.
blankets .and mats over their house
roofs to prevent /dgpition from stray
sparks. One ‘barn did ecetch on fire,
but the blaze was extinguished before |
very much damage was done.

It was ahout noon when the fire as-
sumed a dangeérous aspect in the Hum-
phrey- woods along the McLaughlin
road. -It ‘had been -burning more or
less fiercely for the past few days, or-
iginating’ from some small brush fire
which, #3 is.presumed, had been care-
lessly gdowed to spread. Shortly Be-
fore noon, fanned by the fresh breeze,
the blaze swept . in the direction of
Sunny Brae: -

The'latter-is a vﬂlage of some. tonn
or five hundred = pepulation, with =a
lumber: mill:near by and.a large num-
ber of new “houses going up, and the
residents ~immediately - became appre-
hensive for theit: -safety. . - .

Several prommentf residents . of. tha

suburb-at once summoned  help from

other mearby poits .and about five
o'clock this afternoon the Moncton fire
department” was_ ealléd out - by. the
ringing in of a general alarm and sent
ta aid in  the combat inst ' the
figmes. Thay were. led . Chiet,
Ackman to- whom -a ~great ~deal of'}
credit 4s due for the manner in which
fire was: warded off. ‘'Two  hundred
men fought to keep the flames wunder
controk. Hose ‘was stretched from a
well a quarter of a mile distant from
the fire, but on aceount of the short-
ness of the hose the firemen were un-
able to get near the flames. Every
team in the village was out “and in"
vessels from all kinds from ' large
water barrels down to milk cans water
was carried.. Finalty the efforts began
to tell and”the flimeés gradually siub-
sided, being put out when within a
few feet of one. dwelling. Tonight:the
situation is greatty improved and .the
fire is not burning, although freshen-
ing. wind ma.ya.t..a.ny .time fan it into
renewed - idents of the”
vicinity still feel somewhat uneasy.
