Chief Justice Tuck Attained His Majority on the Bench

Mr. Tuck remained in Mr., Wilmot’s
office until April, 1851, when he came
to this city and entered the office of
‘William Jack, where he continued to
study until he was admitted to the
bar in 1853. . P
After this he opened a law office for
himself and continued to practice until
1882, when he became th nservative
candidate for the Dominion house for
the city and county. of St. John, but
béing defeated he continued his law
bractise until March, 1885, when he was
appointed to the supreme court bench.
For the two years following his ap-
pointment he did not take =a very
strong part in delivering . judgments,

i of the supreme court Chief
later, in 1850, he began his public career |

1894, only two years later, he became
the senior, judge - and acting chief
Justice, which position he continued to
hold until the sixteenth of March, 1896,
when he was appointed chief justice,
upon the retirement of Chief  Justice
Allan.

During his long experience as a judge
Justice
Tuck has never had a leave of absence
granted to him, and he has only missed
one ecourt and that was when he was
confined to his home by an attack of
Sciatica.

In the Michaelmas term of 1903, the
lawyers of New Brunswick tendered
his honor, at Fredericton, a banquet in
Jhonor of his: fiftieth anniversary as an
attorney of the court of New Bruns-
wick.

‘When asked if he had any idea of re-
tiring from the bench on full pay, as
it has been reported that such
was his' intention his ‘honor re-
plied that it was true that he might
retire on a full allowance, yet at the
present time he had no intention of re-
signing as physically and mentally he
has never felt better since his appoint-
ment . to the bench in 1885.

Anything further than this his honor
declined to discuss. 5
