and you can take my assurance
that there is no disposition in the gov-
ernment to make any change.You can
8o further than this and say I have
ho difficulties with those sitting around
me in the cabinet in regard to the I. C.
R., and whatever difficulties I have are
difficulties created by interested par-
ties,”

In a speech that brought words of
comfort to the citizens of Moncton, to
whom the I C. R. shops mean practical-
ly everything from a business point of
view, Hon. H, R. Emmerson, minister
of railways, spoke the above words this
afternoon at a crowded meeting  held
at the call of J. T. Hdwke, president of
the board of trade, to wi the city
council, board of trade and - ns gen-
erally were invited. ey

The minister spoke for over an hour
and deajt eloquently With 1. C. R.
methods, speaking in hopeful terms of
his expectations for a Surplus and of
methods which would be adopted to-
ward the end of conducting the road
on a paying basis. :

J. T..Hawke, president of the board
of trade, presided: at the meeting, and
speakers preceding the minister of
raflways were Chairman Hawke, Sen-
ator McSweney, Hon. F', J. McSweeney,
| surveyor general, ¥on, Speaker C, W.
. Robinson, ex-Mayor F, W, Sumner,

Mayor Steeves, E. C. Cvle, vice-presid-
ent board of trade; Ald. Masters and
"B, A, Smith, Shediac, president of the
County Liberal Association. All these
| spoke in the most hopéeful terms, but
! the announcement of the minister of
railways was eagerly awaited, ‘

“1 had no idéa that the work shops
would not be rebullt when I received
the telegram announcing the fire,”
sald Mr. Emmerson, “and I want to
say to you that they will never be buiit
anywhere else but in Moneton by the
present minister of raliways. If we
can read the signs of times aright, the
present minister of rallways will have
control of the matter. I do not say
this in any dogmatic manner, but I
‘have some knowledge of my colleagues
and some knowledge of the sympathy
which they have shown me in my ef-
forts to manage the I C. R. and I do
not anticipate any questions being
ralsed.” ;

Mr. Emmerson also dealt with his
administration of the Intercolonial in
& powerful manner, It was only in
August last, he said, that he had been
able to come out and give some atten-
tion to the railway, his time previous
to that having been occupled with ses-
sional duties, election matters and par-
liamefitary business. In the meantime
people had been startled to hear that
the road had a deflclt of almost two
millions, and there had been some
strong corporations growing tp, in-
cluding the C. P. R, McRenzie &
Mann system and the G. T. P., each of
which was working for its own inter-
ests.. The I. C. R. looked to them like
8 large, juicy plum. Under these eir-
cumstances he felt that if the Inter-
colonial ecould. be run without being
dead-wood on the flnances of Canada,
the people of the maritime provinces
must stesl thameelves to realize that
control of the railway must pass out of
the government’s hands. But, he saild,
in the past few months the I, C. R.
has been showing some surpluses for
éach month of operation. Its critics,
who demand that it be put in the
hands of a commission, ignore this fact.

Mr. Emmerson dealt with the Toron-
to Globe, which is agitating that the
rallway be put into the hands of a
commission, and said .the writer ig-
nored the fact that since the first of
July last the road has shown a surplus

While he had been giving attention
lo railways, the department of canals
had not been neglected, and in this de-
partment,” hs 4aid, there would be be
fore’the sam® overhauling which was
characterizing the methods on the In-
tercolonial, He was not alarmed by
the disaster of Saturday night, and did
not think it would aiter the road’s fin-
ancial showing. The minister said he
was going to adopt the C. P. R, me-
thod in regard to capital acecount,

In closing, he again dealt with the
question of shops. He did not know
Just where they would be located, but
said the new buildings would be of re-
inforced concrete, equipped with the
latest and best machinery, and arrang-
ed s0' as t6'be the greatest of their
kind in Canadd. He also paid & high
tribute to Deputy Minister Butler,

The meeting unanimously passed the
following resolution :

Whereas, fire in the I. C. R. shops
has brought great loss to the city of
Moncton and to the maritice province,
and has thrown many men upon whom
families depend for support, out of
